In 2017 and 2018, Aidan O'Brien won both the St Leger and
Irish St Leger, first with Capri (Ire) and Order Of St George (Ire),
and the following year with Kew Gardens (Ire) and Flag Of
Honour (Ire). Given the dominance of both the trainer and his
not-so-secret weapon Galileo (Ire), it has perhaps passed
beyond being remarkable that all four of those horses are by the
late former champion sire, but it is worth noting nonetheless.

This year, William Haggas will attempt to pull off that same
staying Classic double.

The Haggas duo of Hamish (GB) (Motivator {GB}) and Desert
Hero (GB) (Sea The Stars {Ire}) will launch respective attacks on
the Curragh and Doncaster six days apart. For Hamish it is
something of a revenge mission, as he was less than a length
behind last year's champion stayer Kyprios (Ire) when second in
last year's Irish St Leger. Since that day, the determined and
quirky little horse has added another four Group 3 wins to his
burgeoning record, including three on the bounce this season.
Now seven, Hamish's popularity is growing, and he is of special
importance to the Haggas family, having been bred by the
trainer's 92-year-old father, Brian, in whose colours he races.
Hamish is ridden each day by the trainer's wife, Maureen, with
former National Hunt jockey Andrew Tinkler stepping in for
most of his work mornings.

Other members of the gelding's family have also been
successful for the stable. Hamish's dam, the dual winner Tweed
(GB) (Sakhee), is a half-sister to the G3 St Simon S. winner
Beaten Up (GB) (Beat Hollow {GB}), who later won the G1
Doomben Cup for Chris Waller, as well as Group 3 and dual
Listed winner Harris Tweed (GB) (Hernando {Fr}), and Vow (GB)
(Motivator {GB}), who won the Lingfield Oaks Trial before
finishing fourth in the Oaks. The Scottish theme in the naming is
derived from Haggas snr's former ownership of the Kenneth
Mackenzie mill in Stornoway, which is the oldest producer of the
famed Harris Tweed cloth in the Outer Hebrides.

PARISLONGCHAMP: MOULIN OPPORTUNITY

FOR BIG ROCK by Tom Frary

With no Inspiral (GB) (Frankel {GB}) lurking in Sunday’s G1 Prix
du Moulin de Longchamp, the way is clear for Big Rock (Fr)
(Rock Of Gibraltar {Ire}) to bag that elite contest that his
portfolio demands.

Having met his match in Ace Impact (Ire) in the 10 1/2-furlong
G1 Prix du Jockey Club at Chantilly, Yeguada Centurion SL’s G3
Prix de Guiche and G3 Prix la Force winner came up short
against Cheveley Park Stud’s high-class filly in Deauville’s G1 Prix
Jacques le Marois last month but that form looks enough in
what is a winnable renewal on paper.

Team Valor International and Gary Barber’s Facteur Cheval
(Ire) (Ribchester {Ire}) has proven himself at this level on his last
two starts, finishing third in a blanket in the G1 Prix d’Ispahan
over another furlong and 55 yards before making Paddington
(GB) (Siyouni {Fr}) work in the G1 Sussex S.

“Even though it’s back in four and a half weeks which sounds
like a reasonable amount of time, in the back of my mind I'm
hoping he doesn’t react to that last race, it certainly knocked out
Paddington,” Team Valor CEO Barry Irwin said. “We are hopeful
for a good race because Big Rock likes to go off in front and we
need to have a target. The races where he hasn’t ran quite up to
scratch this year are when he got too far behind in a paceless
race.”

Derby Rematch At Baden-Baden
In the day’s G1 153rd Wettstar.de Grosser Preis von Baden,
the G1 Deutsches Derby one-two Fantastic Moon (Ger) (Sea The
Moon {Ger}) and Mr Hollywood (Ire) (Iquitos {Ger}) resume
their rivalry, with the former having to bounce back from a
beating from Nations Pride (Ire) (Teofilo {Ire}) in the G1 Grosser
Dallmayr-Preis at Munich in late July. TDN Rising Star Mr
Hollywood arrives fresh after a break since the Hamburg Classic
and may offer the sternest threat to Ecurie Altima and Gerard
Augustin-Normand’s standard-setting G1 Dubai Sheema Classic
and G1 Grand Prix de Saint-Cloud-placed Zagrey (Fr) (Zarak {Fr}).

ROYAL ASCOT-WINNING SPRINTER NATURE
STRIP RETIRED AFTER UNPLACED EFFORT IN

CONCORDE

Multiple Group 1 winner Nature Strip (Aus) (Nicconi {Aus}--
Strikeline {Aus}, by Desert Sun {GB}), who is best known in the
Northern Hemisphere as the winner of the 2022 G1 King's Stand
S. at Royal Ascot, has been retired, trainer Chris Waller
announced on Saturday.

The 9-year-old gelding finished sixth in the G3 Concorde S. at
Royal Randwick earlier in the day. Several of his owners,
including Ron Lyons, were at the track when Waller made the
announcement.

“I'm announcing Nature Strip’s retirement on behalf of the
owners... It's only fitting that we announce it as soon as the
decision has been made,” Waller told Sky Sports Racing after the
race.

“He came to the race sound and was trialling well; there had
been no indication that race ability wasn’t there, but he wasn’t
the same horse in the race today. The spark and acceleration
weren’t there. He’s been such a champion horse.”

A winner of 22 of his 43 career starts, Nature Strip was named
the Australian Horse of the Year twice in 2020 and 2022, while
also racking up titles as the Australian Champion Male Sprinter
(2020-2022), Champion Older Horse (2020 and 2022), and
Champion Turf Male (2020). Also highly regarded in England
from five to seven furlongs in 2022, the Golden Grove Stud
Farm-bred won a total of nine top-level races, among them
three editions of the T J Smith S. (2020-2022), the Sprint Classic
in 2019 and 2021, the 2019 Moir S., 2021 Black Caviar Lightning,
and the 2019 Galaxy. An A$90,000 RNA at the 2016 Inglis
Melbourne Premiere Yearling Sale, he retires with a mark of 43-
22-8-1 and $14,846,644 in earnings.

Bright Future, a sharp debut winner going a mile at Gulfstream
last March, was third in his only subsequent start at three. He
won two of four previous tries this term, including a last out
optional claiming victory at the Spa with a career-best 100 Beyer
Speed Figure July 21. He was eased in his lone prior attempt
versus stakes company in the 12-furlong Gll Brooklyn S. June 10.

"He's a horse that we've always thought a lot of,” Pletcher
said. “I've got to give the Violas and the Repoles a lot of credit
because we've had to kind of tap on the brakes a few times
along the way and they gave him time to develop. We probably
got a little ambitious when we tried the Brooklyn, maybe didn't
have quite the foundation to be ready to go a mile and a half at
that stage. We regrouped with the allowance race here and |
thought it was a powerful performance, so from that time on
we've been pointing for this and the horse has trained
exceptionally well. Coming into it, we were optimistic he was
ready to make a move forward.”

Winning co-owners Mike Repole and Vinnie Viola also teamed
up to campaign Curlin's Vino Rosso, who concluded his career
with an emphatic win in the Gl Breeders' Cup Classic after
getting controversially disqualified from a win in this same race
at Belmont Park in 2019.

“I had a horse by Curlin named Vino Rosso that couldn't put it
together at three, but now [Bright Future] has put it together at
four,” Repole said. “I named the horse Bright Future for a
reason. | knew he was going to be a later 3-year-old, 4-year-old
horse and so far his name is fitting right now."

After celebrating his first Gl Kentucky Derby win aboard Mage
(Good Magic) earlier this spring, the momentum has continued
into the summer for Castellano. He is also the regular rider of Gl
Belmont S. winner and Gl Travers S. winner Arcangelo
(Arrogate).

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MOTORIOUS MOTORS HOME IN GREEN
FLASH, EARNS BC TURF SPRINT BERTH

Anthony Fanticola's Motorious (GB) (Muhaarar {GB}) rallied
smartly through the final furlong and half to prove a much-the-
best winner of Saturday's Glll Green Flash H. at Del Mar, sewing
up a fees-paid berth into the Gl Breeders' Cup Turf Sprint up the
road at Santa Anita in early November in the process.

Sent off the 13-5 favorite with Geovanni Franco replacing the
injured Umberto Rispoli in the irons, Motorious raced in about
seventh position of the 12 runners down the backstretch, but
not terribly far off the pace disputed by 60-1 Helladic
(Kantharos) and Cal-bred standout 3-year-old Bus Buzz (Stay
Thirsty). Kept purposely in the clear for the run around the turn,
Motorious was five to six wide off the final corner, kicked it into
another gear with a furlong to race and charged home down the
middle of the course to score convincingly. Cherubic Factor (The
Factor) outfinished the rail-rallying Beer Can Man (Into Mischief)
for second.

"I got lucky enough to where Phil would let me work him a
few times in the morning so | got pretty familiar with the horse,”
said Franco of the chance to ride Motorious. “Being given the
opportunity for me was a blessing and of him being open for the
race. To get to ride him, it gave me a lot of confidence. And you
know what, | didn't know how much he can run in the
afternoon, but he can sure run. Phil told me he needed a clear
break out of the gate, and he broke like a champion. From then
on it was just a matter of time whenever | was going to ask him
to go and he sure did."

Shipped in for this race, the 6-1 shot came away in the front
flight but began to take back under jockey Jamie Spencer as
Stiched (Mizzen Mast) and Smokin' T (War Front) traded blows
up front. Caught wide up the sweeping run into the far turn,
Ancient Rome had clear aim on the leaders into the stretch and
rallied outside of the pair to nab the win. Race favorite
Annapolis (War Front) made a move to come through a hole
inside of Ancient Rome but had to check back as the eventual
winner closed the gap.

“I think he’s pretty adaptable on all types of ground,” said
Spencer. “He’s been running on Polytrack also. | went to ride
him at home once, and he was pretty lively on his feet. | was
pretty expecting that was how he’d be in the paddock.

He was good
once he got in the gates. For an English horse, he broke really
fast. But he’s always done that in France.”

Right on the back
of the speed nearing the entrance to the false straight, Secret
Money muscled her way between the fading front-runner and
the race favorite on the elbow into the final stages and kicked
on gamely for the victory. Bling came on for third.

A $40,000 Fasig-Tipton Midlantic juvenile, Secret Money won
her maiden at second asking sprinting over the Keeneland turf
course Apr. 23 ahead of a first-level allowance score at Churchill
May 20. A troubled fifth in Woodbine's grassy Alywow S. June
25, she made the running in the Lake George and held well to be
third in ground that may well have been too easy for her liking.

“She’s been very good all year,” said winning trainer Brendan
Walsh. “She hasn’t put a foot wrong really. She had a horrible
trip at Woodbine a couple of starts back. Came back, we
decided we’d try to stretch her out, see if she’d get the mile at
Saratoga. She ran really well, didn’t quite get home, but ran a
very respectable third in very good company. We always had
this race in the back of our mind all year, the 6 1/2 [furlongs] we
felt would hit her right between the eyes. Thankfully it did. I'm
delighted. It’s a great group of owners. It’s [Fortune Farm]
Richard [Nicolail’s first time here at Kentucky Downs, so it’s
been a great experience for him.”

Ceiling Crusher stepped outside of the state-bred ranks for the
first time and cruised to a dominating win in Saturday's GllI
Torrey Pines S. Undefeated through her first four starts at Santa

Anita, including a 17-length exhibition in the Melair S. May 28,
the bay had to settle for third in her most recent start in the
Fleet Treat S. at Del Mar July 27. Drawn outside for her move
into graded company, the 2-1 shot was hard ridden for the front
and secured the lead into the turn, dropping down to clear Pink
Ace (Alkenite). Comfortably ahead up the backstretch, Ceiling
Crusher settled into a nice rhythm and clicked off fractions of
:22.14 and :46.29 as Pink Ace began to loom into the far bend.
But almost as soon as her rivals began to close, Ceiling Crusher
responded with a kick past the quarter pole and quickly put the
race to bed, opening up to the wire to win with ease ahead of a
strung-out field.

“When she was a baby | used to work her for trainer Luis
Mendez before she got sold,” said winning jockey Edwin
Maldonado. “So, it crushed me when she got sold. But | was
happy to see her doing so good. Today, you go or you take back
and try and save ground. So it was a no brainer but to go with
her today. Day and night, now she does everything so easy,
effortless."

The truth is that everything in the modern "thoroughbred
industry" needs to change if racing is to survive as a sport. But
still people complain about HISA and fight against any kind of
change.

So, more and more, it looks like nothing significant will change
because nobody wants to get off the commercial juggernaut...|
mean, It's easy to shout and scream about track surfaces
because it distracts from addressing the wider issues:

Racing and breeding have become so commercialized that
horses are now almost exclusively bred, raised, sold, resold,
resold again, trained, run and maybe resold yet again, not as
athletes but as financial commodities and nearly everybody is
playing the numbers game.

Furthermore, in the last 30 years, the Overton Window for use
of PMs (I'm not even going to mention PEDs) has shifted so
much that medications are considered standard and necessary
and alarmingly often, the reasons for administering tend to be
more about our plans, deadlines and expectations than the
welfare of the horse. As Bart Cummings was wont to say,
"Patience is the cheapest and least used thing in racing."

It breaks my heart to say that | think in another 30 years,
racing will either be banned or reduced to a
behind-closed-doors, ultra-niche activity like polo, show-jumping
or eventing.

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AGATE ROAD DEFIES ALL LOGIC IN 'RISING
STAR' TURF DEBUT by Alan Carasso

Repole Stable and St Elias Stable's Agate Road (c, 2, Quality
Road--Yellow Agate, by Gemologist) was hammered into even-
money favoritism for his turf and two-turn debuts on the
strength of a near-miss runner-up effort in a rained-off maiden
Aug. 5. At the end of 8 1/2 very eventful furlongs Saturday
afternoon at the Spa, the $650,000 Keeneland September
purchase was named a 'TDN Rising Star'.

Drawn widest in a field of 10, Agate Road was behind the eight
ball right from the opening bell, as he broke a good two paths to
his outside, costing himself any shot at securing a forward
position. To make matters a bit more complicated, he didn't
take the first turn particularly well and settled near the tail of
the field as 11-1 Ocala Rocket (Hard Spun) led them along at a
moderate early clip. Racing with just two behind as they hit the
backstretch, but still patiently handled by Irad Ortiz, Jr., Agate
Road had about eight lengths to find banking around the final
turn, but was forced to take the scenic route, conceding ground
to add to his trouble line through the opening 6 1/2 furlongs.

Switched out widest into the lane and despite being bothered
by a shifting-out rival nearing the furlong grounds, Agate Road
steamed home down the center of the course to snatch victory
from the jaws of defeat in a race he really had no business
winning. He becomes the 15th 'Rising Star' for his sire.

Agate Road is the third winner from three foals to race out of
Yellow Agate, a $70,000 Keeneland November weanling
turned $210,000 KEESEP yearling purchase by China Horse Club
who validated 13-10 favoritism in the Gl Frizette S. in 2016. The
mare is also responsible for Agate Road's year-older full-sister
Plentitude, a maiden winner at first asking over the Tampa main

track in April before taking an allowance sprinting over the
Belmont turf course in June. She was most recently fourth in the
Blue Sparkler S. at Monmouth July 8.

The dam of the yearling filly Gin's Beach Road (Quality Road), a
$650,000 acquisition by Live Oak at last month's Fasig-Tipton
Saratoga Sale, Yellow Agate aborted her Constitution foal of
2023 before being bred once again to Quality Road.

Agate Road was a $650,000 Keeneland September purchase
and the dam, Yellow Agate (Gemologist) won the Gl Frizette S.
for trainer Christophe Clement. Though there didn't appear to
be a lot of turf breeding in the colt's pedigree, Pletcher must
have known something. He entered Agate Road in an Aug. 5
maiden that was washed off the turf. Agate Road finished
second in the one-mile event, losing by just a nose.

But rather than staying on the dirt, Pletcher placed the
juvenile right back in a turf maiden. The result was a much-
improved effort from the even-money favorite.

Breaking from the 10 hole in a field of 10, Agate Road came
out at the start and by the time he could be straightened up by
Irad Ortiz, Jr. he was last. Ortiz got the colt going near the top of
the stretch, but it still looked like a lost cause.

At the eighth pole, he had just one horse beat, but from there
launched a stretch rally for the ages. He passed eight horses and
made up about six lengths inside the final furlong to win by a
neck over Stolen Magic (Good Magic).

"I wouldn't say it was a masterful ride from Irad when he went
10-wide," Repole said.

"He's had better rides. When he broke a little slow from the 10
post, he was going to be wide. He must have come home in
under 12. He was flying at the end."

The final time for the mile-and-a-sixteenth run over a firm turf
course was 1:46.79 and Agate Road paid $4.10.

From his army of 2-year-olds, Repole may not be done. On
Sunday, he will run Scalable in a six-furlong maiden special
weight race and Miz Sense (Street Sense) in the Gl Spinaway S.
On Monday, he will send out Be You (Curlin) in the closing-day
feature, the Gl Hopeful S.

When her career debut at 1 1/16 miles on turf on July 30 was
switched to the main track at one mile due to wet conditions,
Life's an Audible was prominent for six furlongs, but weakened
and ended up 21 lengths behind her Todd Pletcher stablemate
Miz Sense (Street Sense.

Running 5 1/2 furlongs over a turf course rated as firm in her
second start Saturday, the Repole Stable chestnut came from off
the pace under Irad Ortiz, Jr. and beat the maiden special weight
field by 1 1/4 lengths. Sent off at 7-1 in the field of 10 fillies, she
reached the wire in 1:03.29 and paid $16.40.

It was the second consecutive day that Pletcher watched one
of his 2-year-olds flourish in its second start. On Friday, Locked
(Gun Runner), turned in a very professional performance for
Eclipse Thoroughbred Partners and Walmac Farm.

Bayare (Midshipman), the 2-1 favorite, and Echo Baybe (IRE)
(Cable Bay {IRE}) set the early pace through fractions of :21.54
seconds and :45.38. Starting from Post 9, Ortiz worked Life's an
Audible toward the inside. She got the job done in the stretch.

"Shortening up from an off-the-turf race; got some experience
in there," Pletcher said. "They went pretty fast early. She got
out-footed a little bit in the beginning but picked it up nicely
around the turn came with a good run down the lane."

Repole purchased Life's an Audible for $200,000 at the OBS
March sale. She was bred in Kentucky by Susan Moulton.

Ortiz was aboard for the July 30 race and figured that Life's an
Audible would again be part of the pace scenario.

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GENERAL PARTNER STAKES HIS CLAIM OF

THE SARATOGA WINNER’S ENCLOSURE

SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y. -- In his second career start Saturday,
General Partner (Speightstown) was really ready for prime time
at Saratoga Race Course.

While it wasn't exactly a led-from-gate-to-wire performance,
General Partner was in front quickly under Manny Franco. He
was never seriously challenged and won the seven-furlong
maiden special weight race for 2-year-olds by a solid four
lengths in front of the favorite, Dive Bomber (Omaha Beach).
Klaravich Stables's chestnut colt reached the wire in 1:22.33.

General Partner debuted for trainer Chad Brown at six furlongs
on July 22 and after being prominent early ended up fourth,
beaten 2 3/4 lengths.

"We really liked the horse first time out, and in hindsight when
he came back from running, | could see how hard he was
blowing. | ran him a couple of works short," Brown said.

"I was eager to run him because he had so much ability and |
actually jumped the gun a little bit putting him in."

With Klaravich owner Seth Klarman watching, General Partner
broke his maiden with a flashy performance.

"It all worked out in the end," Brown said, "because he got a
race that he needed and got the last bit of fitness that he
needed for a race rather than a couple more works and we were
able to run him back at the meet and be successful today."

General Partner, out of the Distorted Humor mare Fleeting
Humor, was bred by Kenneth and Sarah Ramsey and the
Speightstown Syndicate. He paid $9.30 as the second choice in
the wagering.

Brown said he expected General Partner to be on the lead, but
not in the way that the race unfolded. He came out of Post 3 a
step slow and appeared to brush with the horse to his inside.

"He didn't break that well and Manny made a key decision to
go up in the lead," Brown said. "I'm not sure | actually would
have done that when he broke bad because he looked like he
was going to be in a nice, cozy stalking spot. Manny used
excellent judgement. That was really the difference in the race.
He kept him clean the whole way."

General Partner and Franco turned in split times of 22.74,
45.92 and 1:09.87. Without any real pressure, they got the final
eighth in 12.46. While Brown said a stake might be General
Partner's next start, he did not commit to a specific race.

"There's been some really good-looking maidens this meet--
I've been very impressed-- that aren't mine," he said. "When
you look at a horse like this, you look at a race like the (Gl)
Champagne S. This year, when you say that, you better know
that if these horses all stay healthy, this is going to be a real race
if some of them end up there. This is not a meet where there's
been like one Jack Christopher (Munnings) debut or something
like that."
