SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y. -- Brian Hernandez, Jr. had a huge

weekend on the first weekend in May.

   The 38-year-old jockey is hoping for another big one on the

second weekend in June.

   Hernandez is the pilot of the best 3-year-old filly in the country

in Thorpedo Anna (Fast Anna). He also is the teammate of one

of the best 3-year-old colts in the land in Mystik Dan

(Goldencents).

   Both horses are trained by Kenny McPeek and they gave

Hernandez the biggest thrill of his 21-year career last month.

Thorpedo Anna won the GI Kentucky Oaks at Churchill Downs on

May 4; the next day, Mystik Dan won the GI Kentucky Derby.

Hernandez became just the ninth rider in history to win both in

the same year.

   AIt=s been crazy, it=s been life changing,@ Hernandez said by

phone from Louisville, Ky. AWe have worked so long to be able

to ride horses like this ... to be able to show up on the big stage

is an incredible feeling.@

   The magic ride could continue when Thorpedo Anna runs in

the GI DK Acorn S. at Saratoga Race Course on Friday and Mystik

Dan takes on the GI Belmont Stakes Saturday.

LOUISIANA HORSES WILL GO ON THE VETS'

LIST WHEN THEY SHIP OUT
   One day after the Louisiana State Racing Commission (LSRC)

rolled back changes set to go into place on June 8 to allow 

more permissive use of Clenbuterol and Depo-Medrol, the

Horseracing Integrity and Safety Authority (HISA) sent a memo

to owners, trainers, regulatory veterinarians, and track

management advising that horses coming out of Louisiana must

be placed on the vets' list.

   While the LSRC did go back to the ARCI model rules on those

two drugs, they did not make changes to tens of others where

guidelines for their usage deviated widely from the ARCI rules

after an "emergency meeting" established the new, more lax

rules.

  A(Mystik Dan) is a horse that doesn=t mind being in some

battles and tight spots,@ Hernandez said. AHe is not the biggest

horse in the world, but he is full of heart. (Thorpedo Anna) has

done everything we have asked of her so far. She has answered

every question.@

   Hernandez splashed onto the national scene when he rode

Fort Larned to victory in the 2012 GI Breeders= Cup Classic.

   Winning the major races in Kentucky have been the pinnacle.

He and his wife, Jamie, accepted an invitation to visit Louisiana

(his home state) Governor Jeff Landry.

   AI have gotten a lot of attention,@ he said. AAnytime someone

asks me for an autograph, I sign. There will be a time when no

one knows who you are, and no is going to want it. You have to

enjoy the spotlight when it=s on you.@

   Hernandez, a mainstay in the Kentucky jockey colony, has had

a good relationship with McPeek--who became the first trainer

to win the Oaks and Derby in the same year since 1952--as he

gets first call on the barn=s top horses.

   When asked if Hernandez is an underrated rider, McPeek

doesn=t hesitate.

   AVery,@ he said. AThe key to him is that gets a horse to travel

underneath him. How a rider gets a horse to flow during the

middle of the race can be more important than the finish. He 

has real soft hands and never checks a horse--ever--unless

someone takes him out. That=s a big deal because he does not

cost them any lost motion.@

   Hernandez has heard the underrated tag put on him but

shrugs it off.

   AIt=s horse racing, it=s not jockey racing,@ he said. AMost of the

time, a good rider can get a good horse there. You need the

stock. The biggest thing is to have the people behind you.@

   Last summer, trainer Gary Contessa opened the Saratoga Race

meet with a bang when Becky=s Joker (Practical Joke) won the

GIII Schuylerville S. at 21-1 odds.

   He would have to wait until closing day before he got his

second win and he did that with a sonic boom when Nutella

Fella (Runhappy) pulled a shocker in the GI Hopeful, winning at

54-1.

AThat was amazing, considering I didn=t expect it,@ Contessa

said from along the rail at the Oklahoma Training Track.

 Both are coming back in the Belmont Racing Festival. Becky=s

Joker, owned by Lee Pokoik, is 8-1 on the morning line in

Thursday=s six-furlong Jersey Girl S. and Nutella Fella is 15-1 in

the GI Woody Stephens for Bell Gable Stable LLC. Cont.

Fella--and Contessa says she is ready.

   Becky=s Joker was also entered in the 1 1/8-mile DK Acorn on

Friday but Contessa and Pokoik opted for the shorter race. She

had drawn the rail in the Acorn; she has the three in the Jersey

Girl S.

   AThe sprint made the most sense,@ Contessa said. AShe is so big

(17.2 hands) that when she goes in the starting gate, her nose is

touching the front and her butt is touching the back. She doesn=t

get the push off that smaller horses get.@

   A slow break in the Acorn could compromise her chances and

she won=t have to face GI Kentucky Oaks winner Thorpedo

Anna.

   Contessa is just glad to have both horses back in the barn. And,

perhaps, provide another surprise. Or two.

   "The Louisiana State Racing Commission recently approved an

emergency update to their controlled medication schedule for

thoroughbred racing by adding additional medications and

changing allowable dosage and/or withdrawal times (the

"Emergency Rule")," wrote HISA in the memo. "The Emergency

Rule, which was modified in part during an emergency public

meeting held on June 4, 2024, will reportedly take effect in

Louisiana on Saturday, June 8, 2024.

   "HISA has reviewed the Emergency Rule (as modified during

the public meeting on June 4, 2024) and HISA's Veterinary Team

has determined that it poses significant risks to both equine

welfare and the integrity of Thoroughbred racing. Cont.

   Some of the changes contemplated in the Emergency Rule

contradict the weight of scientific evidence and long-established

industry standards for medication controls. For example, the 50

ng/ml threshold (24 hours) for Flunixin is permissive of

administration at less than 24 hours prior to a race, which can

produce a systemic effect that would mask unsoundness and

jeopardize the safety and welfare of the horse. Moreover, the

Emergency Rule's dosage specification for Betamethasone

deviates significantly from existing ARCI Guidelines developed

based on studies funded by the Racing Medication & Testing

Consortium and others. These are only two of the serious

concerns presented by the Emergency Rule."

   As such, beginning June 8, the memo says, any horse shipping

to another track from Louisiana will be considered "medically

compromised and unfit to race."

 This includes, but is not limited to, Covered Horses that:

1. Shipped in directly from Louisiana;

2. Since June 8, 2024, have performed a workout at a

training facility or racetrack located in Louisiana; and/or

3. Since June 8, 2024, have competed in a race at a

racetrack located in Louisiana.

   Louisiana shippers will remain on the vets' list until the horse

performs a workout under the supervision of the regulatory

veterinarian and demonstrates to the satisfaction of the vet that

the horse is sound to race, and until a blood sample is collected

from the horse at the owner's expense following the workout

and the sample has been reported as negative, the memo says.

SEIZE THE GREY AND MYSTIK DAN FACE THE

FRESHNESS FACTOR IN THE BELMONT

SARATOGA SPRINGS, NY -- Five weeks ago, Mystik Dan

(Goldencents) took down the GI Kentucky Derby in thrilling 
fashion, garnering the Run for the Roses by a mere nose. Also 
landing in Churchill's winner's circle that day, albeit in an entirely 
different race, Seize the Grey (Arrogate) recorded a confident 
win over 'TDN Rising Star' and SW Nash (Medaglia d'Oro) in the 
GII Pat Day Mile. Two weeks later, the duo faced off, and it was

the grey horse who proved best on a grey day to take the GI

Preakness at Pimlico. Now, all eyes turn on Saratoga for the

rematch in Saturday's GI Belmont, however, a slew of fresh

challengers await to take on the Classic-winning pair.

   Both stationed on the Oklahoma side of the track, Mystik Dan

and Seize the Grey ventured to the track at about the same time

Wednesday, between 5:30-5:45 a.m. ET. Cont.

   Trainer D. Wayne Lukas was quoted previously as saying that

people would largely ignore his colt in the lead up to the

Belmont. However, it appeared that nobody told the group of

media who followed The Coach and the grey, in an ant-like

procession, as they made their way to the training track. For a

horse that has already run two big efforts over the past five

weeks, the son of Arrogate carried good flesh and appeared in

fine spirits, looking as stout and strong as he was two weeks

earlier.

   On the other hand, the Derby winner continued to manifest

the calm and steady state--both physically and mentally--that

Kenny McPeek has been raving about all along. Mystik Dan

shipped to Saratoga two days after the Preakness, and since his

arrival in upstate New York, he worked five furlongs--in

company with stablemate Gould's Gold (Goldencents]--in 1:01

2/5 June 1. 

   AWe only scheduled one work in between [the Preakness and

Belmont],@ said McPeek.

   AHe worked with Gould's Gold, second in the [May 18] Sir

Barton S., who is a pretty nice horse. Gould's Gold gave him a

little bit of a workout, and [Mystik Dan] galloped out 15 lengths

in front. He seems to be continuing on.@

   McPeek once again underscored the superpower that the colt

has displayed all winter and throughout the Triple Crown.

   AHe's a lovely horse to be around,@ he said. AHe's very

uncomplicated and he likes his work. He also likes to get his

peppermints in the morning and some carrots in the afternoon.

And he gets grazed a lot. He's happy.@

   Also making appearances on the Oklahoma track Wednesday,

the Todd Pletcher-trained 'TDN Rising Star' Mindframe

(Constitution) and GIII Peter Pan S. winner Antiquarian

(Preservationist) went to the track after the 7:30 a.m. break.

With the latter getting a brief schooling at the gate, the duo

posted easy maintenance moves Wednesday. Repole Stable,

who owns Mindframe in partnership with St. Elias Stables, also

owns maiden Protective (Medaglia d'Oro), who also came out

later in the morning.

   Also turning a few heads Wednesday morning, GII Wood

Memorial winner Resilience (Into Mischief) enjoyed a nice and

easy gallop on the Oklahoma track as trainer Bill Mott, who was

assuming his customary place astride his pony, looked on. With

his ears pricked and gliding over the surface as if it were a

conveyer belt, the colt gave every indication that he will

improve upon a last-out sixth-place effort in the Kentucky

Derby.

   With entrants ranging from a $2.3-million sales-topping

yearling to a homebred, the $2-million GI Belmont S. turns a new

page in 2024 with its first running at Saratoga Race Course. Here

we take a look at the origins of all 10 entrants in the Classic,

including the GI Kentucky Derby and GI Preakness S. winners. 

1). Seize the Grey (Arrogate--Smart Shopping, by Smart Strike)

   Mill Ridge's Headley Bell purchased Shop Again, second dam of

Seize the Grey, for $450,000 at the 2007 Keeneland November

sale on behalf of Tolie Otto, who nurtured the family through

two generations until she passed away in 2023. Now her

daughter, Audie, is carrying on the family's Jamm Ltd., the name

under which Seize the Grey was bred at Mill Ridge. Shop Again,

a half to GISW Miss Shop and GSW/MGISP Trappe Shot,

produced GISW Power Broker and Aqueduct SW Fierce Boots in

addition to Smart Shopping. It was Bell who recommended the

Arrogate mating that resulted in Seize the Grey and the Mill

Ridge consignment which sold the Preakness winner as a

yearling at the Fasig-Tipton Saratoga sale to MyRacehorse for

$300,000. Juddmonte's late Arrogate, who left just three crops

before his premature passing, sired last year's Belmont winner

in Arcangelo. The mare, one of three Smart Strike daughters

with a runner in the field, foaled a Life Is Good filly Feb. 22.

   The story of Resilience, who was bred by Pam and Marty

Wygod, is a story of relationships. The Wygod family, who lost

family patriarch Marty in April, purchased Tranquility Lake,

granddam of the GII Wood Memorial winner, as a $250,000

Keeneland July yearling in 1996 and campaigned her to multiple

Grade I scores. Wygod gave Resilience to his daughter, Emily

Bushnell, before his passing. Bushnell is partners in the horse

with Ric Waldman, who has been working with the Wygod

family since he managed the great Storm Cat. The Wygods had

gotten to know Waldman through his work with Storm Cat and

bred Tranquility Lake to the stallion, resulting in GISW

Courageous Cat and After Market out of the mare.

Meadowsweet, dam of Resilience, foaled a full-sister to the bay

Feb. 29. Spendthrift's five-time leading sire Into Mischief has

had two Derby winners and is looking for his first Belmont

winner. 

3). Mystik Dan (Goldencents--Ma'am, by Colonel John) 

   The lone official homebred in the Belmont field, Mystik Dan is

a family affair. He was bred in Kentucky by Lance Gasaway and

his relatives Brent, Sharilyn, Logan, and Lauren Gasaway of 4G

Racing, as well as Daniel Hamby, from a mare whose sole trip

through a sales ring was as a $9,500 RNA at the 2014 Keeneland

September sale. The Gasaways, who have since taken on

partner Valley View Farm in the horse, have been with

conditioner Kenny McPeek for several years--he originally

trained Ma'am for them--and he was the one who

recommended the mating to Spendthrift's Goldencents for her

first foal.

Summer Front (War Front). 

4). The Wine Steward (Vino Rosso--Call to Service, by To Honor

and Serve)

   Spendthrift's first-crop sophomore stallion Vino Rosso gets

his first Classic contender with a horse that has roots close to

home. Although a New York-

bred, The Wine Steward was

bred by Spendthrift's Kentucky-

based stallion sales manager

Mark Toothaker in partnership

with Sequel Thoroughbreds LLC

and Lakland Farm. The mare was

bought by Becky Thomas, who

has historically been a major

part of both Sequel and Lakland,

for $110,000 while carrying The

Wine Steward in utero at the

2020 Keeneland November sale.

Thomas's Sequel Bloodstock

then consigned The Wine

Steward to last year's OBS

March sale, where he brought

$340,000 from trainer Mike Maker (he was originally sold as a

Fasig-Tipton New York-bred yearling for $70,000). The mare

produced a Justify colt May 9 for Coteau Grove Farms after that

entity bought her for $350,000 at Keeneland January in 2022.

Call to Service did not win a race herself, but she's a half to GSW

& GISP Giant Game, to MGSW & GISP Isotherm, to GISP Gio

Game, and to the dam of MGSW Skelly. 

5). Antiquarian (Preservationist--Lifetime Memory, by Istan)

   The GIII Peter Pan S. winner has the fingerprints of former

Kentucky Governor Brereton C. Jones on top and bottom. The

late patriarch of Airdrie Stud bred Antiquarian from his sire's

first crop after being instrumental in bringing GI Woodward S.

winner Preservationist to stand at Airdrie. Jones also bred

Antiquarian's dam, Lifetime Memory, as well as her dam and

granddam. Remarkably, like Antiquarian himself, all were by

stallions standing in Airdrie's stud barn. Airdrie consigned

Antiquarian to the 2022 Keeneland September sale, where he

fetched $250,000 from Centennial Farms, who raced

Preservationist. It doesn't come much more full circle than that:

Antiquarian was bred, raised, and sold by Airdrie, who stands his

sire, and bought and is raced by Centennial, who campaigned his

sire. Antiquarian's dam, who is a half to 2020 GII Lake Placid S.

winner Speaktomeofsummer, most recently produced a Happy

Saver colt May 14, three days after the Peter Pan. 

 

6). Dornoch (Good Magic--Puca, by Big Brown)

   A full-brother to 2023 Derby winner Mage, Dornoch was bred

by Grandview Equine. The principal of Grandview Equine is

Robert Clay, whose fantastic success in the sport was profiled by

Chris McGrath in the days before Mage won the Derby last year.

Clay had purchased 2014 'TDN Rising Star' Puca for $475,000 at

the 2018 Fasig-Tipton Kentucky

November sale and resold her

last November at Keeneland,

where she originally RNA'd at

$2.8 million. New Thoroughbred

investor John Stewart, who has

made a major splash in the

industry, picked her up post-sale

from the Case Clay consignment

for $2.9 million. She produced a

full-brother to Mage and

Dornoch at Stewart's Resolute

Farm Apr. 4. Puca, a half to

GISW Finnegans Wake, also has

unraced 2-year-old Baeza

   The $2.3-million topper of the 2022 Fasig-Tipton Saratoga Sale,

GI Blue Grass S. winner Sierra Leone is a poster child for both

breeding the best to the best and the reward that can come

from competing for top sales prospects. John Oxley purchased

second dam Darling My Darling--out of GISW Roamin Rachel and

a half to not-then-born Japanese Horse of the Year Zenno Rob

Roy (Jpn)--for $300,000 in 1998 at Keeneland September. Under

Oxley's wife Debby's name, the couple campaigned her to two

black-type wins at Keeneland as well as two Grade I placings at

Belmont. It is in the breeding shed where she's really excelled,

however, as the dam of GISW Heavenly Love and GSW Forever

Darling. The former would produce 'TDN Rising Star' Sierra

VETS WHO SAY THEY THOUGHT THEY WERE

FOLLOWING HIWU RULES NOW FACE

LENGTHY SUSPENSIONS by Bill Finley

   When Dr. Barbara Hippie drove through the backstretch gates

at Mahoning Valley Race Course last September, she knew she

had some substances and medications on her truck that were

banned by the Horseracing Integrity and Welfare Unit (HIWU).

But she said she thought she had

no reason to worry.

   She said she knew the banned

medications were not to be used

with any covered Thoroughbred

racing or training at an Ohio

racetrack. Hippie, part of a three-

person practice based in Chagrin

Falls, Ohio, has a vast practice and

treats many non-race horses at

farms spread across Ohio and

West Virginia.  Because horses on

those farms are not covered by

the Horseracing Integrity and

Safety Authority (HISA), no

restrictions were in place for using

those medications on farm animals.

   But could they be on her truck when she entered a racetrack?

That was the key question.

   According to Hippie=s lawyer Craig Roberston, HISA Chief of

Science Dr. Mary Scollay visited several racetracks to educate

veterinarians on the rules regarding what could and could not

be on their trucks. He said they were told that it was permissible

to have otherwise illegal medications on their trucks as long as

there was Acompelling justification.@ Robertson said that Scollay

said on multiple occasions that racetrack veterinarians who also

worked at outside farms could possess banned substances as

that was a matter of compelling justification.

   According to Roberston, during a March, 2023 seminar in

Oklahoma, Scollay said the following: A(if) veterinarians are

practicing also on a population of non-Covered horses, they're

taking care of quarter horses, or they've got a country practice

part-time they are able to possess a Banned Substance because

we don't have control over those horsesY But at the end of the

day if someone is practicing out in the country, we don't have

the authority to control the medications they administer or carry

for non-Covered horses.@

   But soon after she entered the Mahoning Valley backstretch,

Hippie=s truck was searched by HIWU investigators. Because of

what Scollay had told several veterinarians, Hippie said she still

wasn=t concerned and went about her business, having no idea

what was to come. Eight days later she was notified that four

banned substances (Pitcher Plant Extract, Levothyroxine,

Isoxsuprine, and Clodronate) were found on her truck and that

she was being provisionally suspended. She admits she was in

possession of the medications, but can=t understand why she

was being charged when she was told she had permission to

keep the drugs on her truck when entering a racetrack covered

by HISA. For each banned medication, she faces a two-year           

suspension and a $25,000 fine.  

The incident could wind up           

costing her eight years and          

$100,000.

   AShe was trying to do the         

right thing and follow the         

rules," said Hippie=s attorney,       

Craig Robertson. AShe had         

raised the question regarding if    

she could have these         

medications on her truck and       

the answer was that she could.    

She relied on that. Now they=re    

charging her with a violation.@

   At roughly the same time   

investigators were checking Dr. 

Hippie=s truck at Mahoning Valley, a separate team at

Thistledown was examining the truck of Dr. Scott Shell, who was

in the same practice as Hippie. They found three banned

medications on his truck: Gamma Aminobutyric Acid (GABA),

Isoxsuprine, and Clodronate (a type of bisphosphonate).

   Dr. Margaret Smyth, the third member of the vet practice in

Chagrin Falls, had her truck searched on Oct. 4 at Thistledown. 

Two banned substances were found, Levothyroxine and Pitcher

Plant Extract.

   At the time, Smyth had no idea that her two partners had

been busted by HIWU. Persons accused of drugs violations by

HIWU do not learn overnight that they are being charged. Smyth

was caught bringing banned substances on the tracks before

Shell and Hippie had been notified of their suspensions.

   To the lawyers representing the three vets, the case isn=t

complicated. The doctors had the prohibited medications on

their trucks because they were told by HISA=s Chief of Science

that it was okay to do so.

   ATheir defense is simply that they were told they could possess

them because they had farm practices and treated horses that

were outside of HIWU's jurisdiction,@ Robertson said. AThey

claim that the statements of Dr. Scollay were unequivocal: if you

have a farm practice, you can possess Banned Substances.@

   The process of adjudicating the fines and suspensions is still in

the early stages. Cont.

   Dr. Shell had a Provisional Suspension hearing, and his

suspension was not lifted by the hearing officer. Currently, he is

not able to practice on covered horses. Dr. Hippie=s suspension

was lifted after a Provisional Suspension hearing, and, as a

result, HIWU did not impose a Provisional Suspension against Dr.

Smyth. However, these are just preliminary steps. Hearings will

be held regarding the incidents involving the three vets on June

17, 18 and 19, at which time they could be fully exonerated or

suspensions and fines could be ordered.

   So why did HIWU provisionally suspend Hippie and Shell? Did

Mary Scollay tell vets who also work outside the racing industry

that these drugs could be on their trucks on the grounds of a

racetrack? We asked HIWU, who said that just having an outside

practice wasn't enough to meet the compelling justification

requirement, and that further proof will be examined at those

hearings.

   AAs per Rule 3214(a), Possession of a Banned Substance is an

Anti-Doping Rule Violation (ADRV) `unless there is compelling

justification for such Possession,'@ HIWU Director of

Communications & Outreach Alexa Ravit said in an email. ADr.

Scollay advised veterinarians that the treatment of non-Covered

Horses could be a basis for showing `compelling justification' for

possession of Banned Substances. However, the Covered Person

has the burden of proving a `compelling justification,' which is a

defense to a 3214(a) ADRV Charge.

   AOn its own, a Covered Person=s verbal statement that they

have a non-Covered Horse practice is not sufficient proof to

establish the compelling justification. To properly establish the

compelling justification defense, the Covered Person needs to

demonstrate the existence of their non-Covered Horse practice

with supporting or corroborating evidence, such as treatment

records, day logs, prescription records, billing invoices, or any

other documentation or evidence that demonstrates that the

Banned Substance(s) in question were possessed to treat

non-Covered Horses.

   AEach case is handled based upon the specific facts and

circumstances, and >compelling justification= can be established

by myriad circumstances so long as there is actual, credible

evidence to support the defense.@

   Robertson isn=t buying it.

    ANow they=re trying to backtrack from what Dr. Scollay said,@

Robertson said. AThat=s a long detailed answer but you have to

look at her quotes, and the words she actually said at these

seminars, when she was going around the country before HISA

went into effect. She gave the same presentation and said the

same thing everywhere. If you look at what she said at these

seminars, she didn=t say any of that. She didn=t say, >Oh, hey, you

have to prove you treat farm horses and you have to show us

records, etc., etc. She just said if you have a a non-covered

practice you=re allowed to posses these banned substances.

Period. I don=t think anyone is going to argue that my clients

don=t have a non-covered practice. They treat horses at farms

and on the racetrack. What they=re trying to do is backtrack

from what Mary Scollay said at these seminars. If they wanted it

done this way, what they needed to do was to come out with a

pronouncement and say, >Just so you know, here is how were

going to interpret compelling justification going forward.= But

that=s not at all what she said.

   AWhat=s not fair is that people got swept up in this because

they relied on what Dr. Scollay said. These people are facing

penalties that could ruin their career and force them into

bankruptcy.@

SPENDTHRIFT'S NICOLE FINCH PARACHUTES

IN NORMANDY ON D-DAY ANNIVERSARY TO

HONOR WWII VETERANS by Sara Gordon

   When Nicole Finch joined the team at Spendthrift Farm as the

Marketing & Experience Coordinator in 2022, the fact that

Omaha Beach--one of her favorite racehorses--was on the

stallion roster wasn't the main reason she applied, but it

certainly sweetened the deal. Though her fondness for the dark

bay son of War Front certainly grew as she followed his career

on the track, it was his name and the deeper meaning behind it

that intrigued Finch from the beginning.

   Finch learned about the importance of the stallion's namesake,

one of five beach landing areas during the Allied Invasion of

Normandy in World War II, and the overall significance of WWII

from her father and grandfather, both military veterans. Cont.

   "[On] Saturday morning, you're watching cartoons, and then

dad comes in and changes it to the History Channel. I'd get mad

and want to leave the room, and he'd say, 'No, sit down. This is

important.' Of course I hated it as a child, but as I got older, I

started to realize how important that period of time was," said

Finch.

   She continued to learn as much as she could about WWII, a

thirst for knowledge bolstered by her childhood home's close

proximity to the National WWII Museum in New Orleans, La.

Later on, in 2018, Finch and her father traveled to Europe

together to tour historic WWII sites as part of the Band of

Brothers Tour series, based on Stephen Ambrose's book and the

10-part HBO series it inspired that recounts the achievements of

Easy Company during WWII.

   "It was really awesome going on that tour with that group in

particular because when they started doing that tour, they

brought the actual veterans with them. When I was there,

they'd pull me over and say, 'Stand right there. That's the exact

spot where [Carwood] Lipton landed on D-Day.' If you watch

Band of Brothers, everywhere they went, we went. That trip

was pretty life changing, in ways I can't really describe. It gave

me a new appreciation," said Finch. "It was also wild to go over

there and see so many American flags in a foreign country. Every

window has an American flag in it, so that was pretty crazy."

   During that trip, Finch met a group of WWII veterans who had

traveled over with the Best Defense Foundation (BDF), a

nonprofit organization that works with military veterans and

their families to give them an opportunity to return to the

battlefields where they served. Mesmerized by the veterans'

stories and the work of the BDF, Finch was inspired to take her

passion for the history of WWII one step further. After sleuthing

the internet, she came across the World War II Airborne

Demonstration Team Foundation, based in Frederick, Okla. The

Foundation, formed to remember, honor and serve the memory

of the American men and women who fought and died in WWII,

hosts a parachute school for members to learn and participate

in active parachute jumping in the style of the WWII airborne

soldier.

   Once she learned about the Foundation, Finch set a new goal:

attend the parachute school and travel to Normandy, France to

participate in remembrance jumps during the 80th anniversary

of D-Day in 2024. And, she did. After sitting on the waitlist for

two years, Finch traveled from her home in Louisville, Ky., to

Oklahoma in October 2023 to participate in the nine-day "WWII

Experience" parachuting school based out of the Frederick Army

Air Field, a vintage WWII facility.

   "We basically start at 5:30 in the morning and go until

probably 7:00 or 8:00 at night for three days, and that's just

spent learning what you're supposed to do. They throw a ton of

information at you, but once you get that information, that's all

the information there is. Then it's just repetition over and over

again in different scenarios. They put you in hanging harnesses

and we have a big blow-up thing that you can jump on. You're

jumping out of the actual door that we're going to jump out of

when we're in the air. So, you get to apply all of that in a

practical setting," explained Finch. Cont.

   "After those three days, we have a practical exam where they

put us in the harness, give us a scenario, and we have to show

and tell them what we would do if we run into a power line or

go into water or run into a tree, or if we have a certain

malfunction, if we have a line over, etc. And there's also a

written exam.

   "I was the only female in my class, so I felt pressure to perform

to the standards of the males. I didn't feel pressure from any of

the guys [themselves], but I put a lot of pressure on myself and

there were times that I got

pretty freaking frustrated. I'm

like, 'Why can't my body do

this?' It was very intense, both

physically and mentally, more

than I thought it was going to

be. But I passed everything the

first go-round, and then I was

moved into jump status, and

after that it's just a waiting

game for when the weather is

right to jump."

   During her time at the

parachute school, she

completed five jumps and

received her wings as a

graduate of the course. Once

officially a member, she continued to prepare for her planned

trip to Normandy in early June by heading out to Oklahoma a

week prior to this year's GI Kentucky Derby for a refresher

course. Finch jumped twice more, bringing her grand total of

jumps to seven.

   "Our team owns two DC-3 [airplanes]. One is a C-47, named

Boogie Baby, and one is a C-49, named Wild Kat. Boogie Baby

actually dropped troopers on D-Day, but had several other

combat missions, and Wild Kat also had combat missions during

WWII. They're both over 80 years old. We have those planes to

jump out of and that makes us unique," said Finch.

   This week in Normandy, 38-year-old Finch's dream has

become reality as she prepares for the 10th jump of her

parachuting career with the WWII Airborne Demonstration

Team. It will occur on Thursday, June 6, marking the 80th

anniversary of D-Day, and take place right outside of

Graignes-Mesnil-Angot. It will be the third and final jump of her

trip, following one that took place Monday, June 3 outside of

the town of St. Marie-du-Mont and another she participated in

on Tuesday, June 4 at Boutteville.

   During her first jump of the week, she carried a photo of Al

Mampre, a WWII veteran she met during her trip over in 2018.

The two had met on the drop zone where Mampre had landed

74 years prior for Operation Market Garden, an Allied military

operation fought in the German-occupied Netherlands. Since

their meeting, Mampre has passed away, though Finch does all

she can to honor his legacy and others.

   "I think maybe it means a little more to me because my family

[served]. It's an honor to be able to continue to share the stories

[of these veterans]. For instance, the veterans that I met in

2018, none of those guys are still alive. So being able to jump

with Mr. Al's picture in my pocket, and continuing to tell his

story even after he's passed, that

is the most important part to

me," said Finch. "They were kids

[during the war]. They were

citizen soldiers. Can you imagine

jumping out of an airplane in the

dead of night at 16, 17? Some

were even younger. They were

dropping super low to the ground

where they barely had time for

their parachutes to open, or they

were going 200 miles an hour.

When they jumped out and hit

the prop glass, they lost their aim

and their weapons were literally

falling to the ground, so [they

landed] with no way to defend

themselves. And then they were falling in the wrong place,

scattered all over Normandy.

   "People say to me, 'You're so awesome. You're so brave.' And I

say, 'No one's going to be shooting at me. I know exactly where

I'm landing. We're going to be going at the exact speed that we

need to and we're dropping from the exact height that we need

to be at.' If you look at it that way, you're like, well, I'm not

really doing anything that special, you know what I mean?"

   But on the contrary. It's in those moments on a plane so high

above the world, when Finch is fully decked out in her

parachuting gear and preparing herself for a jump, that the

importance of what she's doing and the purpose behind it

drowns out any fear, insecurities or self-doubt.

   "Our planes have pictures of veterans in them. I get in the

plane; the engines kick on and I always look at my watch and see

that my heart rate is through the roof. I'm trying to calm myself

down, get the adrenaline piped down a little bit, but once I look

at those faces [in the pictures], it's calming," said Finch. "As an

organization, our motto is 'remember honor, serve,' so we want

to remember and keep their memories alive. This is probably

the last big anniversary we'll have with [these veterans],

because when we go back for the 85th, they won't be with us

anymore. It is up to us to tell their stories." Cont.

RICHARD MIGLIORE JOINS THE TDN

WRITERS' ROOM by Katie Petrunyak 

   It was a first-of-its-kind TDN Writers' Room this week as the

crew gathered to discuss the first GI Belmont S. to run at

Saratoga Race Course. To get started on their handicapping

ahead of a jam-packed weekend of racing at the Spa, the team

brought in Green Group Guest of the Week Richard Migliore, an

on-air racing analyst for NYRA who will be part of the FOX Sports

coverage of the Belmont on Saturday. 

   Calling into the show--which is presented by Keeneland--from

the famed picnic tables of Saratoga, Migliore said there is

already an air of excitement even days before racing is set to

begin. 

   AI can already feel the energy in town,@ he said. ASaratoga

always holds that kind of energy and you feel the charm of it,

the mystique of Saratoga, but it's amped up even more. I don't

want to say it's going to be a madhouse, but it's going to be on

the edge of chaos. I'm excited about it. Saratoga, to me, is

America's classic racetrack. Obviously it's home to the National

Museum of Racing and Hall of Fame. You can feel the history. It's

palpable. And now we're having an American Classic here.@

   An Eclipse Award-winning apprentice jockey, Migliore has

spent plenty of time on the racetrack and in the winner's circle

at Saratoga. He explained that there is a lot for the 10 jockeys

riding in Saturday's Belmont to consider as they prepare for the

third leg of the Triple Crown to run at a mile and a quarter

instead of the traditional mile and a half. 

   AI think going a mile and a half, which is not a distance that is

common in North America particularly on the dirt, riders ride it

much more carefully,@ Migliore said. AThey're much more

inclined to worry about a horse getting the distance at a mile

and a quarter. You know, a lot of these horses obviously have

run in the Derby. They're not going to be as concerned about

the mile and a quarter, so I do believe they'll ride it a bit

differently. I do think you'll see more of a legitimate pace,

particularly in this Belmont because there are three or four

horses that I think are forward-type horses.@

   Morning-line favorite Sierra Leone (Gun Runner) has a lot

going for him coming into Saturday's race, but there are also a

lot of question marks surrounding the Kentucky Derby runner-

up as trainer Chad Brown has opted to change the colt's bit in

the hopes that he will be easier to keep straight coming down

the stretch for his new jockey, Flavien Prat. 

   ASierra Leone has always shown that propensity to want to lug

in,@ Migliore explained. AHe did it in his first start. I think it cost

him the GII Remsen S. because he lugged in on top of Dornoch

(Good Magic) and it emboldened Dornoch. If you go back and

look at his GI Blue Grass S., he's not running straight on his own

volition. He's having to be corrected. If you look at some of the

still shots of the Derby, he has a snaffle bit, which is a very mild

bit in the horse's mouth. It's basically pulled all the way through

his mouth by Tyler Gaffalione, who is trying to keep him straight

off of Forever Young (Jpn) (Real Steel {Jpn}) and go forward.@

AI thought

it was efficient, effortless and fast. She did everything right. She

was just like a car cruising down the highway.@

   The filly is out of Southern Silence (Dixie Union) and is a half to

stakes winners Liberate (Gemologist) and Esplanade (Daredevil),

who was second in the 2020 GI Spinaway S. The dark bay

juvenile was purchased for $80,000 by Mustang Farms out of

last year=s Keeneland September sale. She worked a furlong in

:10 flat before RNA=ing for $190,000 at the Spring sale.

   AShe is fast and balanced and athletic,@ McCrocklin said when

asked about his decision to purchase the filly in April. AWe had

had some success with the other filly and thought it might be a

good idea. It=s a little risky, but she was mentally and physically

very sound. So far, it is working out well.@

   Asked if the plan had always been to send the filly to the June

sale, McCrocklin said, AI try not to paint myself into a corner. She

didn=t make her reserve in April and I thought the stallion, and 

this filly in particular, had a big upside. I think there are

opportunities in every sale, whether you are buying or selling.

There are horses that are overlooked in every sale and there are

horses that bring way more then maybe they deserve to.@

   McCrocklin admitted he hasn=t had to do a lot of work with the

youngster.

   AI haven=t had her that long,@ he said. AShe is solid, professional

and sound. She really didn=t need to change a whole lot. My job

in this kind of situation is to just keep the horse happy and

healthy and with plenty of flesh. I am a big believer in keeping

horses happy with plenty of flesh, feed them well and pay

attention. They will talk to you if you pay attention. Just try basic

horsemanship. Nothing exotic or fancy.@

   McCrocklin purchased a daughter of Tiz the Law out of

Moonlight Sky (Sky Mesa) for $170,000 at the Keeneland

September sale last fall. The filly blitzed a quarter-mile in :20 1/5

before selling for a sale-topping $1.9 million to Michael Lund

Petersen at the Spring sale. The bay worked three times at Los

Alamitos in May and had her first work at Santa Anita last

Saturday when she went four furlongs in :51.80. 

   Asked to compare the two fillies, McCrocklin said, AThe

breezes are eerily similar. They are fast, but they are smooth

and effortless. Both fillies are really efficient movers and they

cover a lot of ground. The filly in April that we sold was a big,

strong and masculine filly. This filly doesn=t have that substance.

She=s not a big, raw filly like that filly was in April, but she is

deceptively long in her movement. She has a really big stride

and covers a lot of ground with not much effort.@ Cont.

Whereas the 6-year-old had a run between his near-miss second

in the 2023 G2 Dubai Gold Cup and his victory in this downstate

12 months ago, he arrives a fresher sort this time off a three-

race preparation in Dubai over the winter. 

   A stayer with a very good turn of foot, Siskany needed every

yard of the Meydan straight after breaking from a high draw in

the Listed Al Khail Trophy in January, coming from third-last to

be up on the line. Pouncing from closer range for a second

dangerous with its grass marathoners, while Cibolian (Temple

City) makes his third straight Gold Cup appearance, having

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ARCI PRESIDENT ED MARTIN ISSUES

STATEMENT ON LOUISIANA MEDICATION

RULES
   The day after the Louisiana Racing Commission held an

emergency meeting in which it voted to restore the Association

of Racing Commissioners International (ARCI) guidelines that

were governing Clenbuterol and Depo-Medrol in the state, the

President of the ARCI, Ed Martin, reacted to the news in a press

release. The statement is printed in its entirety.

   AThe ARCI Model Rules process has served the horse racing

industry and fans well for decades and has been a vehicle to

achieve a substantially common approach to anti-doping

regulation in a sport not limited by the borders or any state,

province or county.

   Recent actions by the Louisiana Racing Commission indicated a

desire to rethink some of those rules. We respect the laws that

authorize each regulatory entity to determine its own rules, but

we encourage a collective and transparent approach to policy

formation where all viewpoints are openly considered and

discussed. That is what the ARCI Model Rules process offers.

   Reasonable people can disagree on a particular rule, threshold

or recommended policy. There are clearly different approaches

to anti-doping in sport and athlete health as evidenced by the

World Anti-Doping Agencies policy of permitting the use of

certain medications in training and competition if there is a

documented medical need. With the exception of Lasix, horse

racing does not allow equine athletes to compete with such

substances.   

   Years ago, when I discussed these different approaches to

integrity with the head of the Partnership for Clean Competition

(U.S. human sport=s equivalent of the RMTC) she said the

thinking of those making the rules was that certain medically

necessary administrations would not allow the athlete to

compete beyond his or her natural ability and was therefore not

considered doping.   

   Representatives from the Louisiana Racing Commission have

told ARCI that the impetus for their desire to revisit their

medication rules is based on a desire to protect the health of

each horse and not to negatively affect the integrity of any race.

   The ARCI Model Rules are a living document. If there is

compelling reason to modify a recommended policy we have

demonstrated time and again our ability to do that. Sometimes

we decide not to change a recommended policy but that is after

open discussion and debate. Some agree with what we

recommend, some don=t but the recommendations are the

collective thinking of our member agencies.

   Louisiana has asked the ARCI to consider the information they

reviewed that prompted some of the modifications they put

forward. We will do that through our Drug Testing Standards

and Practices Committee (DTSP), chaired by Dr. John Chancey,

DVM. We will consider this in an open forum and other

organizations, individuals or regulatory entities like HISA

afforded the opportunity to provide input.

   Horse racing continues to struggle with breakdowns. By

working together collectively we have reduced the rate, but we

must remain ever vigilant to ensure that we never stop trying to

improve.

   We applaud yesterday=s decision by the Louisiana Commission

to re-engage in this process. I make no representation as to

what will or will not happen as a result of our discussions.  

Likewise, we would encourage HISA to become active in the

ARCI Model Rules process as the horse racing industry does not

stop with Thoroughbreds or at the borders of the U.S. or states

where HISA is in effect.

   We continue to encourage all racing regulatory entities to rely

upon the Model Rules.  

   There is nothing wrong with a regulatory entity trying a new

approach and it should not matter whether it is Louisiana, HISA

or someone else. What matters is whether it works better than

what we have been doing. If it does, then everyone should

embrace it.@

   Since then, the operation's bloodstock agent Richard Brown

has been busy both at public auctions and in conducting private

sales on Wathnan's behalf. He swooped to buy the Listed winner

and Classic prospect Fast Tracker (GB) (Churchill {Ire}) who

subsequently disappointed in Sunday's Prix du Jockey Club, and

Brown revealed on Wednesday on the Nick Luck Daily podcast

that he has also bought Haatem (Ire) (Phoenix Of Spain {Ire}),

placed in the 2,000 Guineas in both England and Ireland this

season, and the Irish Oaks prospect Lope De Lilas (Ire) (Lope De

Vega {Ire}), trained by Willie Mullins. Further recent purchase

include the 111-rated sprinter Shartash (Ire) (Invincible Spirit

{Ire}) and the Bronte Collection's smart juvenile Shadow Army

(GB) (Showcasing {GB}), based with trainers Archie Watson and

Richard Fahey respectively and both bound for Ascot.

   At the spring breeze-up sales, Brown was one of the biggest

spenders for various clients, and Wathnan Racing has already

reaped some of the rewards from those purchases, with

juveniles Aesterius (Ire) (Mehmas {Ire}), Columnist (GB) (Ardad

{Ire}), Catalyse (Ire) (Starspangledbanner {Aus}) and Electrolyte

(Ire) (Hello Youmzain {Fr}) all having won in the last fortnight.

That quartet alone cost ,1.07 million at the Goffs UK Breeze-up

Sale. Entries for the owner this week include another five

two-year-olds bought for just shy of ,1.5 million. The statement

of intent is clear, and we can expect to see those colours made

famous by Germany's Gestut Rottgen featuring in plenty of

races throughout the week at this year's royal meeting. 

   "Hopefully we have assembled a team of horses who can go

there [to Royal Ascot] and have chances," Brown told Luck.

"Haatem is obviously one of them. He almost certainly won't run

in the St James's Palace--we're probably going to run him in the

Jersey [Stakes]. This is a tough horse--he's come up against the

two best milers around and he got closer in Ireland than he did

at Newmarket. I think we just felt that in Ireland he showed

plenty of speed. He will have a three-pound penalty for his

Craven win but we think that the stiff seven [furlongs] at Ascot

could be right up his alley."

   James Doyle left his position with Godolphin last October to

take up his new role as retained jockey for Wathnan Racing, and

it is easy to start to draw parallels between Qatar's new major

player and the growth of the Dubaian ruler Sheikh Mohammed

Al Makotum's Godolphin operation from the early 1980s into

one of the sport's global superpowers. 

   Brown, one of three founding members of the Blandford

Bloodstock agency along with Tom Goff and the late Joss Collins,

was recruited by Wathnan Racing's advisor Olly Tait as agent last

year. Blandford Bloodstock was the leading buyer this year at

the Goffs UK, Arqana, and Tattersalls Guineas Breeze-up sales,

with a more modest outlay at the Tattersalls Craven Sale. Of the

27 two-year-olds bought at those four sales for an equivalent of

,5,673,000, 11 were signed up for Wathnan Racing.

   Brown said on Nicky Luck Daily, "We bought about 15 yearlings

last year. They were much more the Kingmans, the Frankels -

more backward three-year-old types. We thought, when

strategising over the winter, to go into the breeze-up market

and to buy sharper types of horses would be a good way of

keeping the momentum rolling." Cont. p4

   Along with Al-Jehani's team, Wathnan Racing has had runners

from 12 different British and Irish stables this season, with Tom

Clover having retained Rogue Lightning (Ire), who was bought

for ,1 million at the Goffs sale at Ascot on QIPCO British

Champions' Day. Another seven trainers in France have sent out

runners for Wathnan Racing this year, including Carlos and Yann

Lerner, who saddled Jasna's Secret (Fr) (Galiway {GB}) to win the

Listed Prix Marchand d'Or on a memorable Sunday for their

stable following the Classic success of Look De Vega (Fr) (Lope

De Vega {Ire}).

   However, connections have reported the colt to have come

out of that seasonal return effort in rude health, and that it is

full steam ahead to the royal meeting. 

   "He's come out of the race very well, Simon and Ed Crisford

have been pleased with his work since and it's all systems go for

the Commonwealth Cup," said Chris Wall, racing manager to

owners KHK Racing.

   "It was very soft ground at Haydock and though he has

encountered that before, he was against race-fit rivals on his

first run of the season and his legs just couldn't act on it.

   "That was the purpose of the run and he's in good form

afterwards, we're excited to run him at Royal Ascot."

   KHK Racing also own Sakheer (Ire) (Zoffany {Ire}), a Roger

Varian-trained colt who impressed as a juvenile when winning

the Mill Reef at Newbury.

   Things have not gone entirely smoothly since, however, and in

two runs last year he was well beaten in the 2000 Guineas and

the Commonwealth Cup with a large absence after the latter

run.

   He returned from that 337-day break to contest the Listed

Cathedral S. at Salisbury late last month, finishing last of the six

contenders.

   "He actually scoped very dirty after that run, he had been

working well beforehand so it was disappointing at the time,"

said Wall.

   "Now we have a perfectly good explanation, he will undergo

treatment and then when we have him back healthy and hearty

we will find something for him--how long that takes, I'm not

sure.

   "We will move on to plan Z! Realistically we are on about plan

G with this horse, but at least we have a reason for his run last

time out."

NEVIN TRUESDALE SET TO STEP DOWN

FROM HIS ROLE AS THE JOCKEY CLUB'S CEO

   Nevin Truesdale is expected to step down from his role as

group chief executive at The Jockey Club at the end of 2024,

having asked the board of stewards to start the process of

finding his successor.

   Truesdale, who spoke to TDN in a recent interview, joined The

Jockey Club in 2013 and was appointed as the organisation's

permanent group chief executive from the start of 2021, having

served in an acting capacity since Delia Bushell resigned the

previous August.

   He was tasked with navigating the impacts of the Covid-19

pandemic and the cost-of-living crisis, while more recently he

helped lead the petition to Parliament against betting

affordability checks, which gained over 100,000 signatures and

led to a debate on the matter.

   "The Jockey Club has a unique role; being run solely to invest

the money it makes back into our sport," said Truesdale. "It has

been a true privilege and my career highlight to work for and

then lead this organisation over the past 11 years.

   "Together we have laid strong foundations for the future

which will enable my successor to continue to grow The Jockey

Club and ensure it continues to invest for the benefit of our

sport and the communities it serves."
