B UT SWE ET FI E LD I N Every now and then, a horse comes along who never seems to

set a foot wrong. From record-setting freshman sire to perennial
B E LM O NT D E R BY top 10 stallion, Uncle Mo is one of those horses. Additionally, it
seems every time the Coolmore America/Ashford Stud sire
reaches a new benchmark, he moves the bar just a little--or a
lot--higher. The first-ever stakes winner for Repole Stables was a
'TDN Rising Star' on debut himself and has since been
represented by 18 'Rising Stars' of his own, including three since
May, and sired his 15th Grade | winner last weekend.

“He a big, handsome bay and he has the look of eagles about
him,” said Coolmore's Adrian Wallace. “Even if you know
nothing about horses, you stand in front of Uncle Mo and you
know this is what a good horse looks like. He's so balanced, has
that presence, that personality. He's an amazing horse to look
at.”

It wasn't all smooth sailing, however. A champion 2-year-old
and Breeders' Cup winner, Uncle Mo did have a massive
challenge to overcome just to get to the breeding shed. He was
sidelined during his 3-year-old season with a serious liver
disease that was deemed life-threatening at the time and kept
by Alan Carasso him out of the Classics. Cont. p5

Stylish in adding the El Camino Real Derby and GlII Jeff Ruby
Steak--both synthetic-track events--to his CV, the homebred was
ultimately green-lighted for the GI Kentucky Derby and passed
better than half the field and was scarcely embarrassed in ninth.

“The Kentucky Derby was something the Amermans were
bullish to give a try, so we did and the horse ran a respectable
race,” trainer Michael McCarthy said. “We're looking to get back
to his preferred surface now. He's a bigger, stronger horse as a
3-year-old. He's got a very good mind on him. He knows how to
win. [Jockey] Umberto [Rispoli] suited him nicely the past few
starts and we're looking forward to sending the horse there and
seeing what he's capable of doing against the country's best.”

With Endlessly taking up the Derby engagement, the
Amermans were represented in the GIl American Turf S. by the
Graham Motion-conditioned Trikari (Oscar Performance). The
winner of Turfway's Rushaway Stakes in his previous run
Mar. 23, Trikari was the 47-1 outsider on the Derby undercard,
but struck from close range beneath Rispoli to cause the
boilover. Trikari was beaten a neck into third in the Glll Penn
Mile Stakes in his most recent trip postward.

Both Endlessly and Trikari will be looking to follow in the
hoofprints of their sire, who took the 2017 running.

Godolphin's Legend of Time (GB) (Sea The Stars {Ire}) ran the
table in three starts at Meydan over the winter, but overraced
when fifth as the favorite in the American Turf. The bay
recovered from a slow start and was shoved across the wire first
in the local prep, the Gll Pennine Ridge Stakes May 25, besting
White Palomino (Kitten's Joy) and Royal Majesty (GB) (Frankel
{GB}), who complete the quintet Saturday.

Nine Line Up For Intriguing Belmont Oaks

The GI Fasig-Tipton Belmont Oaks offers less prize money than
the colts' counterpart, but with nearly double the number of
runners--including a trio of European raiders--it is the more
interesting and appealing race of the two.

Lael Stables' She Feels Pretty (Karakontie {Jpn}) has been
pegged as the 2-1 favorite and is squarely the one to beat.
Winner of the Gl Natalma S. at her second career start, the
chestnut endured a torrid run from an awkward draw as the 7-2
choice in the Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies Turf and did
exceptionally well to be third, within a half-length of Hard To
Justify (Justify) and recent G1 Coronation Stakes victix Porta
Fortuna (Ire) (Caravaggio). In her lone appearance this term, she
dismantled six overmatched rivals by nearly a half-dozen lengths
in the May 17 Hilltop Stakes at Pimlico and looks primed for this
step up in trip.

The rest of the home team is lead by Segesta (Ghostzapper),
who narrowly defeated Sy B (English Channel) in the local
Gll Wonder Again Stakes May 27; and Pin Up Betty
(Constitution), who handed Buchu (Justify) a 1 1/2-length defeat
in a methodically run renewal of the Glll Regret Stakes at
Churchill June 1.

Dwyer, Indiana Derby On Tap For the Boys

In addition to Save the Trees (Preservationist), profiled by T.D.
Thornton in these pages earlier this week, three others are
scheduled to go postward in the GllIl Dwyer Stakes at Belmont.

Domestic Product (Practical Joke) took out the GlIl Lambholm
South Tampa Bay Derby Mar. 9 ahead of a 13th in the
Gl Kentucky Derby. Connections passed on the Gl Belmont
Stakes at Saratoga in favor of the Pegasus Stakes a week later
and the homebred was a distant second to Tuscan Sky (Vino
Rosso), with GllIl Holy Bull S. winner Hades (Awesome Slew) a
distant third. Billal (Street Sense), an allowance third to the
impressive Subrogate (Arrogate) at Saratoga June 8, completes
the field.

With the expected scratching of Sir Greylind (Speightster),
seven are left for Saturday's Glll Indiana Derby, and the two
shippers from California look to have their rivals over a barrel.

Stronghold (Ghostzapper) rates as the likeliest winner as he
makes his first start since finishing seventh in the GI Kentucky
Derby. Prior to that, the Eric and Sharon Waller homebred ran
out a convincing winner of the Glll Sunland Derby Feb. 18 ahead
of a neck success in the Gl Santa Anita Derby Apr. 6. Third on the
latter occasion was Turf Paradise Derby winner E J Won the Cup
(Omaha Beach), who most recently added the valuable Texas
Derby at Lone Star May 27. Dragoon Guard (Arrogate) is the
X-factor, having earned a 91 Beyer when winning a one-mile
Churchill allowance June 2.

“He was such a dominant juvenile before he got sick his 3-
year-old year, but he still came back to win the [GII] Kelso and
do it impressively,” said Wallace. “He's always been a popular
stallion, as he's always been very high profile and very good-
looking. We introduced him at $35,000, he went down a bit in
his third and fourth year, like most stallions do, but he didn't
have to wait long for his fee to rise and now he's been at
$150,000 for several years.”

In keeping with his usual theme of outdoing himself, Uncle Mo
hit not one, but two milestones last weekend in the space of
two hours. Sabatini became his 50th career graded winner in
Woodbine's Glll Selene Stakes, while Kingsbarns became his
15th Grade | winner with his Gl Stephen Foster Stakes victory.

Before the week was out, Uncle Mo added a repeat black-type
winner with Mouffy in the Perfect Sting Stakes on Independence
Day. Interestingly, each win was on a different surface: turf, dirt,
and all-weather. That ambidexterity is a hallmark of Uncle Mo's
sire career.

“He's so versatile. He has the ability to be as effective on dirt
as he is on turf,” said Wallace. “There also doesn't seem to be a
bias between colts and fillies. They're precocious and they
continue on.

“He has the size, the scope, the strength, the look. He's such
an outcross for a vast amount of mares. You can breed any type
of mare to him.”

A stallion has to get the opportunities to have a chance, and
Uncle Mo ensured support for years to come when he came
blazing out of the gate with Nyquist in his first crop. The bay,
one of an eventual mind-boggling 25 black-type winners for
Uncle Mo in that initial Northern Hemisphere crop, nabbed
three Grade | races at two--including the Breeders' Cup Juvenile-
-en route to 2-year-old championship honors, then added both
the Gl Kentucky Derby and Gl Florida Derby at three.

“It's great in that his runners can be extra early, but you can
also get horses that are Classic types and beyond,” said Wallace.
“When breeders come to see him, apart from him being an
amazing physical specimen, they see that's what makes him so
different, so special. He can get you any type of horse, a
champion an all surfaces. The same year [dual Breeders' Cup
winner] Golden Pal was winning at 5 1/2 furlongs on the turf at
Keeneland as an older horse, [Gl Belmont Stakes winner] Mo
Donegal got a Classic distance on the dirt at three.”

Wallace continued: “Part of his success is that | don't think he
has any preferences if you look down his list of leading runners.
There's such a smattering of colts, fillies, a Breeders' Cup
Juvenile winner, a brilliant sprinter like Yaupon, a horse like Mo

Town who won the [GlI] Remsen and then the [GI] Hollywood
Derby on two different surfaces, Kingsbarns as an older horse,
Mo Donegal at 1 1/2 miles.”

The 'mo'-mentum marches on. Uncle Mo is currently sitting at
101 black-type winners worldwide and is possibly picking up
steam as he sends his 10th crop to the races this year.
Kingsbarns was his second Grade | winner since April, joining
repeat GISW Adare Manor, while his elite scorers in 2023
included Arabian Knight, A Mo Reay, and Adare Manor. His sales
yearlings consistently sell for top dollar, including five for seven
figures last year, but the cherry on top might be what he's
bringing to the table as a sire of sires.

His first sons had their initial juvenile runners in 2020, when
Uncle Mo was just 12 himself. Remarkably, in an unprecedented
event certainly not seen in recent history, if ever, three of the
top four leading freshmen sires that year--Nyquist, Laoban, and
Outwork--were sons of Uncle Mo. While none has yet unseated
Uncle Mo himself, Nyquist in particular has became an excellent
stallion, ranking just 10 spots below his sire in the current top 20
leading North American sires by earnings. He matches Uncle Mo
with two Grade | winners in the first half of 2024.

“It was also great to see Kingsbarns win. He'll be another
stallion son. Uncle Mo is really a sire of sires. Golden Pal in the
Northern Hemisphere had 293 mares his first year [2023] and
was very well supported again this year. There Yaupon,
Outwork, and more. The great thing about it as well is he's
basically a complete outcross, which can't be stated enough.”

Additionally, Uncle Mo has several high-class sons still waiting
in the wings, including Yaupon and Modernist with first yearlings
this year. Golden Pal and Mo Donegal will have their first
weanlings at the sales this fall. Moreover, while it's very early for
Uncle Mo as a broodmare sire, his daughters have produced 19
black-type winners to date. Maybe the number itself isn't a huge

surprise, as he has a plethora of young daughters just hitting
peak producing age, but the quality is stunning. Among the nine
graded winners out of his daughters are 2024 Gl Kentucky Oaks
and Gl Acorn Stakes winner Thorpedo Anna (Fast Anna), 2024 Gl
Arkansas Derby and 2023 Gl American Pharoah Stakes victor
Muth (Good Magic), and 2023 Gl Haskell Stakes winner Geaux
Rocket Ride (Candy Ride {Arg}).

“Hopefully that legacy is continuing to be built upon,” said
Wallace. “You'd love to see him become champion sire
someday. That would be very fitting for a horse that had his race
record to being on the top end of the stallion lists for all of his
career. He's overachieved in every sense and represents the
chance for breeders to get a real Saturday horse and the chance
for a breeder to get a stallion. It's very gratifying to see breeders
who have supported him get a top-tier stallion or elite
broodmare, given his profile and his breeding.”

Does the son of Indian Charlie have any Kryptonite? Like
Superman, there is one small thing. Despite his success in North
America, he has not reached the elite level in Australia, where
he shuttled early in his career. He managed only two black-type
winners from four modest crops Down Under and has remained
stateside since his last journey there in 2015.

“If you look down the list of stallions who made it in both
hemispheres, between Danehill and More Than Ready, the two
greatest shuttle stallions, and now Justify, who is having
tremendous results on multiple continents, it's extremely
difficult to be truly dominant in both hemispheres,” said
Wallace. “There's no one reason it didn't work quite as well for
Uncle Mo. Maybe it's a mixture of training styles, maybe not
mixing well with the same blood, sometimes not the right
support, or sometimes the Australian market will view the
American dirt market with a big skepticism.”

Stealin'time
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Lack of the same runaway success in Australia as in the U.S.
has had zero impact on Uncle Mo's achievements in North
America, nor on his popularity. He is one of the dozen elite six-
figure sires in this country and has often covered books above
200 mares. Ashford has spent the last few decades standing top
stallions, but Uncle Mo ranks among the best.

“He's right at the top,” mused Wallace. “We've been privileged
to stand two Triple Crown winners and other wonderful horses.
Of course we've had sires like Giant's Causeway, who was not
only born on the farm, but became a champion sire.

“Uncle Mo is right up there, and arguably in terms of Grade |
winners, the most successful kind of horse. He's a horse of a
lifetime, not only as a racehorse but as a stallion, and we're
privileged to stand him.”

Crupi (Curlin) tagged Drake's Passage for
second.

"l always say that | don't know if the horse can do any better
than he has, but he continues to come out and put on
performances like that,” winning trainer Doug Cowans said. “He
just loves this, and we're going to try and keep doing it with him.
We'll run him four or five times a year, whatever the marathon
races are. Just keep doing it with him and hope he's around for a
while because he's fun to be around and he's fun to watch do
this.”

Claimed by Michael A. Foster off owner/breeder Silverton Hill
and trainer Wesley Ward for $62,500 at Keeneland in the spring
of 2022, last term's runaway Glll Greenwood Cup Stakes winner
kicked off his 6-year-old campaign with an 11 1/4-length victory
in the Isaac Murphy Marathon Overnight Stakes going 1 1/2
miles at Churchill Downs May 1.

Flightline has every chance to make an enormous first
impression when lot 347 becomes the first of the three offerings
to enter the ring during the first couple hours of business on
Tuesday. The Feb. 23 foal, consigned by Grand Stud, is the first
from his dam Blue Stripe (Arg) (Equal Stripes {Arg}), a Group 1
winner and champion in her native Argentina before winning
the Gl Clement L. Hirsch Stakes and finishing a nose second to
Malathaat (Curlin) in the Gl Breeders' Cup Distaff, a race won by
her half-sister Blue Prize (Arg) (Pure Prize) in 2019.

After the anti-climax of the Guineas and euphoria of the

Derby, Ballydoyle’s City Of Troy (Justify) arrives at Sandown on
Saturday with expectations high from a public now ready to fully
submerge in his abundant talent. In many ways, the G1
Coral-Eclipse is the ideal framing for all his best qualities, with
the mile-and-a-quarter trip allowing him to fully express himself
with his blend of speed and stamina and the uphill rise to the
line certain to suit his renowned galloping strength.

With older-horse heavyweights White Birch (GB) (Ulysses {Ire})
and Passenger (Ulysses {Ire}) ruled out and some of the kingpins
of the division in his own stable, the path seems laid for an
emphatic show of dominance and the betting reflects that. Even
the shift in Friday’s weather poses no threat, with his ability to
handle slow ground in the Dewhurst a major plus coming here.

Aidan O’Brien, whose seven Eclipse winners are some of the
race’s finest this century, has always been aware that he is
dealing with a rare commodity. “He is a very different, unique
horse and with that type of horse there is always pressure as
everybody knows what he can do,” he said.

He added, “There is a great sense of excitement and
anticipation from everybody about what is going to happen on
Saturday.

THE LION SLEEPS BUT PRIDE LINGERS

By Emma Berry

On this weekend six years ago Roaring Lion got the better of
Saxon Warrior (Jpn) to win the G1 Coral-Eclipse Stakes by a
neck. This was a truly golden era for John Gosden's stable, with
Enable (GB), Stradivarius (Ire), Cracksman (GB) and Too Darn
Hot (GB) among Roaring Lion's fellow residents at Clarehaven.

Saxon Warrior had been the only horse to beat Qatar Racing's
Roaring Lion in an otherwise spotless juvenile campaign. After
winning the G2 Royal Lodge Stakes, Roaring Lion was second to
the Ballydoyle star - who would end up a Guineas winner - in
the G1 Racing Post Trophy.

The reversal in the Eclipse heralded the start of a glorious run
of four Group 1 victories for Roaring Lion, which took the son of
Kitten's Joy to York for the Juddmonte International, to
Leopardstown for the Irish Champion Stakes and then Ascot,
where, in the colours of Qatar Racing, he won the Queen
Elizabeth Stakes on a big day for his owner's Qipco sponsorship
brand.

The Breeders' Cup Classic at Churchill Downs just a few weeks
later proved a bridge too far but nonetheless Roaring Lion
retired to Tweenhills Farm & Stud as one of the most exciting
stallion prospects of 2019. Tweenhills owner David Redvers
could see his grey head each morning from his kitchen window
and he would hand-walk him daily in preparation for the
covering season ahead. It was hard not to feel Redvers's pain
when, after just one season in Gloucestershire, Roaring Lion

succumbed to colic not long after arriving in New Zealand for his
first shuttling stint.

It is too fanciful to think that Roaring Lion could follow the
example of one-crop wonder Dubai Millennium (GB) in leaving a
son as influential as Dubawi (Ire). But he is already represented
by a stallion son in Dubai Mile, bred by Lady O'Reilly's Skymarc
Farm and his sole Group 1 winner to date. The flashy chestnut
landed the Criterium de Saint-Cloud in 2022 after finishing
second in the G2 Royal Lodge Stakes, and was later fifth and
ninth in the 2,000 Guineas and Derby. He has just covered his
first book of mares at Manton Park Stud.

Roaring Lion's top female performer is David Howden's
homebred Running Lion (GB), the recent winner of the G2 Duke
of Cambridge Stakes at Royal Ascot, taking her tally to five.
Trained by John and Thady Gosden, she was bred at Tweenhills,
as was Running Lion and another of the sire's Pattern winners,
the G3 Lester Piggott Fillies' Stakes heroine Queen Of The Pride
(GB), who is a leading fancy for Saturday's G2 Lancashire Oaks.

At Haydock it will also be worth paying attention to the Aga
Khan-bred Sheradann (Fr), who won three in a row last year for
Francis Graffard and was bought for €250,000 by Stephen Hillen
for Fitri Hay. He makes his first start for 266 days in the
competitive Old Newton Cup alongside another treble winner
for the sire, Iron Lion (GB).

In similar vein is another Tweenhills/Qatar production, Middle
Earth (GB), who took the important Melrose Handicap last year
before winning the Listed Noel Murless Stakes and returning at
four to win the G3 Aston Park Stakes. Qatar Bloodstock owns
the colt in partnership with Ciaron Maher, who will eventually
take over training duties from the Gosdens and reportedly has
designs on the Melbourne Cup. Cont. p6

On the eve of this year's Eclipse at Sandown, a timely reminder
of Roaring Lion was provided by his grey son Lion's Pride (GB),
who took third in the Listed Gala Stakes in the hands of Kieran
Shoemark. From a terrific Hascombe & Valiant Studs family and
trained, as his sire was, at Clarehaven, Lion's Pride is a
half-brother to Gold Cup winner Courage Mon Ami (GB) (Frankel
{GB}). A consistent performer, he is already a black-type winner
and has finished in the first three on each of his starts.

Embesto (GB) meanwhile represents Sheikh Ahmed Al
Maktoum and Roger Varian and made an eye-catching start last
year when winning a maiden and a novice race and later
dead-heating with Mighty Ulysses (GB) in the G3 Sovereign
Stakes. He looks set to reappear at Glorious Goodwood, while
Newmarket's July meeting this coming week could feature the
aforementioned Running Lion and Middle Earth.

From 107 foals on the ground from that lone crop, Roaring
Lion has to date had 88 runners and 51 individual winners. Ten
of those have earned black type, and he has 6.8 per cent stakes
winners to runners. That record will only improve so far, but
with some unexposed staying types among his offspring we may
yet see another stakes winner or two emerge.

Will he leave a lasting legacy at stud? Probably not. But for
those of us lucky enough to have watched Roaring Lion at the
races during that special summer, or from time to time at
exercise on Newmarket Heath, he leaves a memorable
impression, not to mention the regret that he was gone far too
soon.

Another Klaravich Runner Graduates In New York

Less than a week after the victories of Oversubscribed and
Vesting, Klaravich and Brown prevailed again, this time with
Dubawi (Ire) 4-year-old filly Risk Threshold (Ire), who broke her
maiden in her third start (video).

Alan Spence bred the second offspring of G2 Temple S. scorer
Priceless (GB) (Exceed And Excel {Aus}), who cost 400,000gns
from the Watership Down Stud consignment during Book 1 of
the 2021 Tattersalls October sale. The dam’s 3-year-old filly Fifth
Avenue (GB) (No Nay Never) was a 200,000gns buy-back at Book
1in 2022, and Priceless also has the juvenile colt Miraculous
(Ire) (Too Darn Hot {GB}). Her latest foal is a yearling colt by Sea
The Stars (Ire). The 2002 G1 Tattersalls Gold Cup winner
Rebelline (Ire) (Robellino) is under the fourth dam.

At the time of writing, 43 of Darley stallion Dubawi’s 83 North
American runners have won (52%). A total of 22 of those (26%)
have won at least one stakes race, with 17 (20%) advertising
their talents at graded level. His most decorated offspring in that
sphere is four-time Grade | winner In Italian (GB).

Centuria Strikes Beneath The Twin Spires

Her dam is a half-sister to G3 Prix
Quincey winner Stunning Spirit (Ire) (Invincible Spirit {Ire}), while
her granddam Stunning View (Dynaformer) is a full-sister to dual
Group 1 winner Rainbow View.
