SOPHOMORE COMBINING
PRECIOUS LEGACIES

   Back on the hamster wheel, everybody. You know the drill.

Usual freshman hype, please. Just remember to change the

names--and not to dwell too unhelpfully on how things played

out for those being talked up four or five years ago.

   But the legitimate, perennial challenge of the yearling circuit

also abides, and likewise much of its color and character. Just

not quite all. Not enough time has elapsed, certainly, to heal one

aching void. For many of his compatriots, in particular, every

barn we enter we still half-expect to hear the unmistakable

tones of James Delahooke surveying the scene with a candor

and comedy nowadays all too rare.

   He had been able to nourish both, of course, during decades of

relative neglect dividing his own professional heyday from his

sudden death in 2022. But while he was only at Juddmonte

between 1979 and 1985, in that brief window he seeded one of

the most accomplished breed-to-race programs of all time. The

families built upon those foundations by the late Prince Khaled

(with a team, naturally, that maintained seamless excellence)

have over the past month especially showcased their continued

vigor through a series of sophomore colts.

   C Two Racing Stable and Mathis Stables' The Queens M G

(Thousand Words) provided her freshman sire (by Pioneerof the

Nile) with a second juvenile stakes winner Thursday afternoon,

returning $91 to her backers for a convincing 2 3/4-length

victory in the Listed Schuylerville Stakes on opening day at

Saratoga. 

   The dark bay triggered a similarly hefty mutuel when

graduating at first asking at Keeneland in April, but she flopped

home last of seven as the 21-10 favorite behind

Whatintheliteral (Lord Nelson) in the local June 6 Astoria S.

after being acquired privately by these connections and the

betting public jumped ship in large numbers.

   With Scylla's brother Batten Down (Tapit) and Pure Force

(Constitution) having lately drawn our attention, now GIII Indian

Derby winner Dragoon Guard (Arrogate) has emerged as

another candidate to clarify the confused sophomore picture

through the second half of the season. All three trace to

foundation mares brought to Juddmonte on the

recommendation of Delahooke.

   Pure Force's fifth dam Mofida (GB) (Right Tack {GB}) was

bought in 1981 carrying her fourth, Zaizafon (The Minstrel),

subsequently also dam of the Gone West brothers Zafonic and

Zamindar. Batten Down's fourth dam Monroe (by Sir Ivor out of

the great Best In Show) was bought the previous year, also from

Robert Sangster, his third dam being her daughter by none other

than Zafonic. And Dragoon Guard's fourth dam is Media Luna

(GB) (Star Appeal {Ire}), acquired after finishing second in the

1984 Oaks at Epsom.

   The other side of Dragoon Guard's pedigree reflects a different

phase in Juddmonte's evolution, belonging as he does to the

final crop of the auction recruit Arrogate. Dragoon Guard's

accelerating curve of development is evocative of his sire,

whose stock has generally needed time as he did. Tragically, that

was the one commodity Arrogate would not be granted in his

second career. But the three crops he managed before his

abrupt loss in 2020 have famously contained a Classic winner

apiece and, two being male, at least Arrogate has some

opportunity of a lasting impact through a son. And that will

surely be in the back of people's minds if Dragoon Guard can

consolidate his breakout defeat of the GI Santa Anita Derby

winner.

   For some of us, however, he would also be preserving a less

celebrated Juddmonte brand, damsire Mizzen Mast having long

served as a stakes-producing nugget for the discerning breeder.

   Cozzene, remember, was by Caro--who also gave us the dam

of Arrogate's sire Unbridled's Song. Overall both Cozzene and

Mizzen Mast were wholesomely flexible influences and Dragoon

Guard's dam Filimbi was one of the line's high achievers on turf,

as a Grade II winner whose multiple Grade I placings included a

narrow failure to run down Tepin (Bernstein) in the Just a Game

Stakes.

   Filimbi had produced only minor talent from good opportunity,

but now Dragoon Guard is offering fresh value to sisters she has

lately delivered by Into Mischief and Constitution.

   Filimbi's own dam, GI Kentucky Oaks winner Flute (Seattle

Slew), did not quite match her racetrack caliber in her second

career, albeit three daughters have become stakes producers.

She was out of a Listed-winning half-sister by Blushing Groom

(Fr) to Eva Luna (Alleged), the most fertile of Media Luna's

daughters. Herself laden with stamina, as a Group winner over

14 furlongs, Eva Luna produced Brian Boru (Ire) (Sadler's Wells)

to win the GI St Leger over that trip, as well as Sea Moon (GB)

(Beat Hollow {GB}) to run third in the same Classic (after winning

the Group 2 trial by eight lengths).

   With that bedrock, Dragoon Guard is going to keep running--

and, as he does so, he has the chance to conflate three legacies:

those of Prince Khaled himself, who died just a few weeks

before he was foaled; Arrogate, gone the previous summer; and

Delahooke, whose friends then still hoped to benefit from his

vivacious insights for many years yet.

   As heartbroken as we were, to have been deceived in that

assumption, every fresh toast prompted by Dragoon Guard--or

any of his thriving peers--will be made with equal gratitude for

the memories and wisdom shared, while he could, by a most

remarkable man. Cont. p5

WHATEVER NEXT ALONG THE CAUSEWAY?

   Arrogate has not been alone in the putting some finishing

touches to his legacy. Shamardal, who died only a few weeks

previously in 2020, had obviously capitalised on far lengthier

opportunity. But his genetic potency was clearly undiminished,

at 18, judging from the deeds of his final crop: Inisherin looks

the fastest sophomore in Europe, while Shamardal also left one

of the top fillies in Cinderella's Dream, winner last weekend of

the GI Belmont Oaks.

   I have never bought into the self-fulfilling prejudice against

ageing sires, who must compete with sons typically aided by

lower fees and higher marketing budgets. When you consider

the exhausting output of modern sires, however, maybe the

careful in-house management of Shamardal's later books (part

of a most unusual health history overall) contained some latent

dividend. Mind you, he was hardly hindered by the quality of his

home herd: the dam of Cinderella's Dream is by Dubawi (Ire) out

of an Epsom Oaks third.

   While Shamardal was himself from the very first crop of

Giant's Causeway, the Iron Horse had to wait much longer for

his principal American heir. We remarked recently how Not This

Time, in turn, remains indebted to his first two crops for six elite

winners to date, and now yet another of his mature talents is

helping him to mark time, until his much classier mares start to

cycle through.

   Obviously the 6-year-old gelding Next operates in a pretty

arcane and underpopulated discipline, the dirt marathon, but it

still takes something pretty freakish to win a graded stakes by 25

lengths, as he did last September. He had to settle for a margin

of barely nine when retaining the GII Brooklyn Stakes last

weekend. It would be fun to see this big fish move out of his

small pond. In the meantime, for the same stallion to come up

with Next and Cogburn puts even the versatility of Giant's

Causeway in the shade. But then look who gave us Next's

second dam: Alphabet Soup, a son of none other thanY.

VIOLENCE LANDING HIS PUNCHES

   Violence has had his ups and downs, the latter including an

11th hour fee reduction for the last covering season, but there's

no doubting his ability to produce a fast horse and that's just

what he has done over consecutive weekends.

   First Politicallycorrect threw down the gauntlet, ahead of the

next wave at Saratoga, when swamping the precocious juveniles

that typically convene for the Bashford Manor Stakes. And now

success in the GII John A. Nerud Stakes places the 4-year-old

Mullikin front and center among the older sprinters.

   Mullikin, from the same crop as Violence's champion Forte,

cost $500,000 as deep into the Keeneland September as Hip

1717, corroborating the physical glamor associated with

Medaglia d'Oro line. In contrast Politicallycorrect was pinhooked

by New Hope AB after being found for just $9,500 in the dregs

of last year's sale, before elevating himself to $195,000 at OBS

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   Having a second dam by Storm Cat gives Politicallycorrect

something conspicuously in common with his own sire.

Unfortunately for his breeders, his dam Heron Watch (Candy

Ride {Arg}) was discarded--in foal to Tom's d'Etat--for only

$14,000 to Eligio Ocana/Wake Forest at Keeneland last

November, sent there as the 10-year-old dam of two minor

winners from two starters.

   She represents a cross of some resonance, as a daughter of

Candy Ride out of a Storm Cat mare (like Shared Belief and

Sidney's Candy; while Gun Runner's dam is by Storm Cat's son

Giant's Causeway), and now has the potential to prove a real

bargain. After all, her granddam is GI Kentucky Oaks winner Lite

Light (Majestic Light).

   As for Mullikin, his family probably helped to keep him where

he was in the September Sale. This week is admittedly the

anniversary of dam Tulira's Star (Congrats) making the podium

in the GIII Schuylerville Stakes, but the trouble with catalogued

black type is that nobody mentions that she was beaten over

nine lengths in a field of just five. On the other hand, it's never a

hardship if your broodmare is by Congrats: witness those that

produced Forever Young (Jpn) (Real Steel {Jpn}), Shedaresthe-

devil (Daredevil), Johannes (Nyquist) and Caravel--albeit, in this

Cozzene-flavored week, we must emphasize that this latter is by

Mizzen Mast.

   Not that even Violence qualifies as sire of the week at Hill 'n'

Dale, or anywhere else. That distinction instead goes to

Maclean's Music, who sent out three daughters to win stakes on

the same Prairie Meadows card on Saturday.

A LONG ROAD TO SEE THE LIGHT

   When that "hamster wheel" finally comes to a rest, the best

way to judge an agent will not be the automobile he or she

drives from the final yearling sale. No, you want to pick up a

shoe like a farrier, and see if the sole is nearly worn through.

   Of course, the best agents might well afford not just a flash car

but an occasional new pair of shoes. But the point is that the guy

I would trust with my business would be one who'll still be going

strong when the Amish arrive for the final session of the

September Sale. That's why Donato Lanni owes the string of

champions he has bought with Bob Baffert to the same eye and

diligence that unearthed War Like Goddess (English Channel).

   She famously changed hands for $1,200 as a weanling,

couldn't raise a bid as a yearling, and as a 2-year-old Lanni

signed a $30,000 docket to bring her into the program of

George Krikorian--his very first client, 25 years ago, when Lanni

was too diffident even to fill out a card but just watched from a

polite distance when others had a Dynaformer filly brought out.

dual Grade I winner Starrer.

   War Like Goddess is still going strong at seven, looking as good

as ever in taking her bank past $2.75 million in the GIII Robert G.

Dick Memorial Stakes at Delaware last weekend. We know how

her late sire gradually earned due regard, but War Like Goddess

is out of a mare by North Light (Ire) (Danehill), for now the last

nail in the coffin for Epsom Derby winners standing in North

America. North Light was out of a mare whose Group 1 success

came at 20 furlongs, while the dam of War Like Goddess has

otherwise produced only a Red Rocks (Ire) gelding to win under

a tag round Presque Isle Downs.

   Like so many of the best agents, including David Ingordo, Lanni

started out on the racetrack. These guys have never been

suckered into mistaking the sales ring for the winner's circle.

And that's why they get as much of a kick from finding a needle

in the Book 6 haystack as Lanni did from the horse we started

with, Arrogate himself.

   Drawn gate 11, The Queens M G and the rest of the

Schuylerville field were forced to stand in the gate for several

minutes while 'TDN Rising Star' and 5-2 second choice

Complexion (Complexity) played up in the stalls, tossing jockey

John Velazquez out the back of the stall on a few occasions. But

the $3,500 Fasig-Tipton October bargain was away alertly once

the gates flew back and sat three wide in the breeze behind an

opening quarter in a flashy :21.89.

   Sherbini (Cairo Prince), whose auction-restricted graduation at

Churchill June 16 looked that much better when runner-up

Strong State (Tom's d'Etat) won her maiden earlier in the day,

was a country mile back in the early stages, but was full of run

through the line to round out the exacta. 'TDN Rising Star' Long

Neck Paula (Uncle Mo), excluded from the Astoria by the

stewards, also came from far back and held third just ahead of

the late-running Carmen's Candy Jar (Vino Rosso).

   The winning conditioner still hasn't figured out what went

wrong in the Astoria, where The Queens M G was beaten better

than 18 lengths.

   AShe ran as poor as a horse could run and we were feeling

really down,@ the Barbadian said. AShe checked out after the

race fine and we couldn't find any soundness issue. She was

bumped hard in her last start--a lot of things went against her

that day--but we don't know why she ran bad. I figured we'd

carry forward like that race didn't exist and train her to the

Schuylerville.@

   And for the locally born and raised Dylan Davis, the victory

could not have been much sweeter.

   "It is incredible. Saratoga-native and any win is special here,

but to win the feature of the day is great,@ he said. Cont. p10

   Parade Queen was herself an outstanding turf router for

trainer Neil Howard and produced SW & GISP Untouched Talent

(Storm Cat), whose son Bodemeister (Empire Maker) won the 

GI Arkansas Derby and was the unluckiest sort of runner-up in

the GI Kentucky Derby and GI Preakness Stakes in 2012. Also the

dam of GISP Fascinating (Smart Strike), Untouched Talent also

accounted for SP Himiko (American Pharoah) and the multiple

Grade II winner Under the Stars (Pioneerof the Nile). This is also

the family of GISW She's A Julie (Elusive Quality).

   Show Queen was most recently bred to Independence Hall.

SATURDAY SIRES: OSCAR PERFORMANCE

   Pop quiz: which North American third-crop sire leads his

contemporaries by individual graded stakes winners in the

Northern Hemisphere in 2024? It's not Justify, nor Good Magic,

who are each tied with three and are the runaway leaders by

2024 progeny earnings. The correct answer is Mill Ridge Farm's

Oscar Performance, who has four graded winners in 2024 and

also leads the top third-crop sires by percentage of black-type

winners to runners at 6.6%. 

   In addition, Oscar Performance secured his first career Grade I

winner as a sire Saturday with Trikari in the Belmont Derby

Invitational Stakes, a race he also won in 2017. 

   AThe horse himself--Trikari--was such a culmination of

relationships over decades for people who were so impactful in

our lives,@ said Mill Ridge's Price Bell. AIf there's an icing on the

cake, it's that he would win the same race as Oscar while

carrying the same saddle towel number.@

   Oscar Performance raced as a homebred for the Amerman

family, who entrusted Mill Ridge to help with his mating and

raise him, then returned him to the farm to be syndicated and

stand at stud. Amerman Racing bought Trikari at the 2022 OBS

October Yearling Sale for $27,500 and now races him, as well. 

   ADad [Headley Bell] also worked with Mr. Strawbridge to do

the mating for Trikari's mother and has been involved with the

female family for four generations, going back to [fourth dam]

Creaking Board (GB), when he first started working with Mr.

Strawbridge in the early 90s.@

   After breeding three generations of the Belmont Derby

winner's female family, George Strawbridge sold Trikari's dam

while she was carrying Oscar Performance's first Grade I winner

in utero through Mill Ridge at the 2021 Fasig-Tipton February

sale to Michael Slezak, who bred Trikari with Amy Boll. 

   Bell is quick to deflect credit for Oscar Performance's success. 

   AThe making of Oscar has been such a big team effort,@ said

Bell. AFrom the shareholders that believe in him to the breeders

who bred to him to the Amermans who raced him and then

gave us an opportunity to stand him and bought this yearling to

race, the making of him has been a team effort. We feel like

such a very small piece of the big puzzle, which is only able to be

played because of the relationships. 

   AThe win on Saturday felt like a really big team win. We have

always believed in Oscar Performance. When we first saw his

foals in the field during the pandemic, they gave you the hope

and the dream that one of them could become a great

racehorse. That was validated on Saturday at the highest level.@

   America's heir apparent to the late Kitten's Joy, Oscar

Performance was a Grade I winner at two, three, and four who

holds North America's one-mile turf course record of 1:31.23,

which is also recognized as a world record. Winner of the 2016

GI Breeders' Cup Juvenile Turf, Oscar Performance retired to

Mill Ridge for $20,000 in 2019 and took a customary fee dip in

his third and fourth seasons, but had already done enough to

validate a boost to $25,000 for 2024.  

   AWe are committed to limiting his book,@ said Bell. AWe limited

him last year to 160 and this year to 170. In fairness, we were

turning a lot of horses away. He had plenty of room in his book

early in the season, but as the season progressed his book filled

up.@ 

   With his third crop to the races this year--crops that are

modest in number by many standards--Oscar Performance has

five graded winners from his nine black-type winners. He has 54

current 2-year-olds and 43 yearlings waiting in the wings.

   AThe market was cautious at the beginning,@ said Bell, Abut

shareholders have helped make him to this point. The foals on

the ground right now and the mares he bred this year are his

best so far. It's interesting because people are breeding turf

mares and getting turf horses, but now because of the success

of Red Carpet Ready and Tumbarumba, people are breeding dirt

mares, too.

   AYou pinch yourself, because that's the real dream. He could

be Kitten's Joy, but he could also be Medaglia d'Oro.@

   Both Kitten's Joy and Medaglia d'Oro are incredibly successful

sons of El Prado (Ire), with one known almost exclusively for his

turf prowess, but the other with spectacular success on both

surfaces. 

   Although Oscar Performance may rightfully be perceived as a

turf sire--every one of his seven graded wins was on the lawn

and his own sire was champion turf male of 2004--Trikari is the

only one of his 2024 graded winners to date on the grass. This

year's GIII Hurricane Bertie Stakes winner and GI Madison Stakes

placer Red Carpet Ready was on the dirt, GIII Fred W. Hooper

Stakes winner and GII Gulfstream Park Mile Stakes runner-up

Tumbarumba was on the main track, and GIII Jeff Ruby Steaks

winner Endlessly was on Turfway's all-weather surface. 

   Bell admitted it can be an uphill battle with a turf stallion in

America. 

   AIt's a very small world, so if you want the best choice among

turf sires and families, you can shop in Europe and source the

best turf horses in European sales. It makes the necessity of

having an American turf market questionable when there's a full

buffet in Europe of turf value. 

   AThe interesting thing about Oscar is that physically, he doesn't

resemble a turf horse. A lot of the Irishmen, like Mike Ryan and

Spider Dunigan, who came through to see him in the beginning

commented that he resembled Northern Dancer more than

anyone else and they would know. We think that physical type

has been a key to his success on the dirt. He's also pretty

straight through his hocks, doesn't have a lot of bend or sickle

like a lot of turf horses do.

   AAt the end of the day, the dream of any stallion manager is

that a horse will improve the mare's offspring. Oscar

Performance has really moved his mares up. I think that is what

really gives us great hope.@

   Bell said it has been incredibly gratifying to watch a horse from

conception to race career to sire career get this first Grade I win

as a stallion. 

   AIt's very exciting, a key part of the dream and a key part of

our business. We appreciated the opportunity the shareholders

and the Amermans have allowed us in standing him. There

aren't as many horses syndicated today as there once were, but

he reinvigorated our position in the stallion business. That win

was validating.@

   Historically, Mill Ridge had stood a number of stallions,

including top sires Gone West and Diesis (GB). The stallion barns

at the farm had been empty for a number of years, however,

until Oscar Performance arrived. GI Breeders' Cup Sprint winner

Aloha West, whose first foals arrived this year, has since joined

him. 

   AMy dad would say we were never out of the stallion

business,@ said Bell. AWe were just waiting for the right one.

Oscar Performance was the right one.@

   In addition to serving as general manager of Mill Ridge, Bell co-

founded Horse Country. He said Oscar Performance is a popular

attraction. 

   AHe has such a wonderful personality and is such a cool horse.

Each guide has their own love for him and a relationship with

him that they share. When you say to a guest that he's the

fastest horse in the world at the mile, it really gets their

attention and works to describe why he's so meaningful to us

because he was raised here.

   AOscar Performance has touched us and our family and the

shareholders and everyone who has been involved. That

includes the people who have trained his runners, broken them,

all the others who are associated with each horse. He's been so

generous to us. I hope that momentum continues. I feel so

grateful to be associated with him and the other people who are

living their dreams through him, too.@

   AI have always said my wife (Robin) and I will be there for my

kids.@

   The whole family--Raelyn, who will be a freshman in high

school this fall and 8-year-old Jax round it out--will be making

the trip to Vermont. Englehart will be solo on the trip to

Saratoga and back.

   AIf we win (the Sanford), the drive will feel like it=s five

minutes,@ Englehart said.

   Mo Plex, owned by R and H Stable, won his debut by 10

lengths under Irad Ortiz Jr. on June 20 at Aqueduct. 

   Englehart could have waited for the $200,000 Funny Cide

Stakes for New York-breds on Aug. 25, but he decided Mo Plex

deserved a shot against open company.

   AWe thought this was the right step,@ he said. AComing out of

the first race, he was doing well enough where we thought it

would be worth giving him a shot in the Sanford. One thing he

showed me is that he doesn=t care about anything. He just goes

   The trainer said he will be under absolutely no pressure to get

him ready for the Travers on Aug. 24.

   AIf I have to rush to make the Travers, I=m not going to do it,@

he said. AIt=s not out of the question that he would not run until

the [GI] Pennsylvania Derby [on Sept. 21 at Parx]. If he doesn=t

go in the Travers, it leaves it open for her.@

   'Her' is 3-year-old filly Thorpedo Anna (Fast Anna), who has

dominated her division with three wins in as many starts this

year.

   The next start for the 'TDN Rising Star' is expected to be the

Saratoga. She is scheduled to work Saturday morning on the

   ALet=s see how she performs in the Coaching Club Oaks,@

McPeek said. AI will cross-nominate her to the Travers and 

[GI] Alabama [Stakes versus fillies] and see how the Travers is

coming up and how the Alabama is coming up.@

Shot in Diana

   Moira, now five, only left Canada to run twice in the 

GI Breeders= Cup Filly and Mare Turf. She was fifth in 2022 and

third last year. The Diana will be her first start since a troubled

trip in the Breeders= Cup effort at Santa Anita last November.

   She will be ridden by Tyler Gaffalione for the first time in the

Diana, which will be run at 1 1/8 miles on the inner turf course.

Moira is 5-1 on the morning line.

   Among the nine foes she will be facing are the Chad Brown

quintet of Coppice (GB) (Kingman {GB}), Gina Romantica (Into

Mischief) defending champion Whitebeam (GB) (Caravaggio),

Fluffy Socks (Slumber {GB}) and Chili Flag (Fr) (Cityscape {GB}).

   AThere is no doubt that this is a tough race, but we are

bringing a tough horse with us,@ Attard said. AThe only drawback

is the long layoff but she has run well off layoffs before and

there is no reason for me to think she won=t run well on

Saturday.@

   Moira has won five of 13 career start. Her last win came in the

GII Canadian Stakes at Woodbine on Sept. 9, the only other time

she ran at 1 1/8 miles. She won by 6 1/4 lengths. She had one

win in six starts last year but was on the board in her five other

starts.

   During her Horse of the Year season, Moira beat the boys by

seven lengths in the Queens Plate.

   Atttard said the last Saratoga win he had was with Starship

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WILSON BREAKS RECORD TO BECOME

HIGHEST-EARNING FEMALE JOCKEY

   With a victory aboard the debuting Perfect Lady Bee (Bee

Jersey) in Thursday's fourth race at Woodbine for trainer Roger

Attfield and owner/breeder Charles Fipke, jockey Emma-Jayne

Wilson became the highest-earning female jockey in history,

surpassing the record of $90,126,584 previously held by Hall of

Fame rider Julie Krone.

   Wilson began the day just over $11,000 shy of the record and

began chipping away with a runner-up effort in the afternoon's

opening event, a $25,000 claimer going seven furlongs on the

synthetic track. Wilson had no mounts in the next two races

before eclipsing the mark in the rained-off six-furlong maiden

allowance. Chasing One Front War (War Front) into the final

furlong, Wilson drove Perfect Lady Bee past in the late stages to

score by 3/4 of length. 

   ATo capitalize and break this record with a win for these

connections, you couldn=t have written a storybook any better,@

said an emotional Wilson. AI=m trying really hard not to show too

much emotion. I=m so used to putting my emotions in the

backseat to ride races and be completely focused one race to

the next, but this one means so much to me.@ 

   Krone, who was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2000, has

been a close follower of Wilson's career.

   ASomehow I had seen her riding and I just like sent her a

compliment or something, and then that perpetuated into

calling her,@ Krone said. AWe ended up talking about really cool

thingsYabout our love for horses, of course, but then we started

talking about some of the adversity she was up against at the

time. I told her she was such a good rider, and that her

horsemanship will always take her through any challenges.

FIT AND RESTED, CHAMPION FIERCENESS IS

READY FOR MORE RACING By Mike Kane

SARATOGA SPRINGS, NY -- Missing from action for two months,

but certainly not forgotten, beaten GI Kentucky Derby favorite

and 'TDN Rising Star' Fierceness (City of Light) is ready to make

his comeback.

   Hall of Fame trainer Todd Pletcher said the Repole Stable

homebred is set to resume competition in the GI Haskell Stakes

at Monmouth Park on July 20 with stablemates Mindframe

(Constitution) and Tuscan Sky (Vino Rosso). Mindframe is

making his first start since finishing second in the GI Belmont

Stakes on June 8. Tuscan Sky won the Pegasus Stakes on June 15

at Monmouth by 6 3/4 lengths. Fierceness has not been seen

since the Derby on May 4. The next step for all three will be

considered after they work Saturday morning.

   AWe're wanting to see how they continue to train,@ Pletcher

said. AWe=re pleased with all three of them. Obviously, the

upcoming breeze is going to be important to make some final

decisions.@

   Fierceness clinched the 2-year-old male Eclipse Award with his

6 1/4-length triumph in the GI Breeders= Cup Juvenile and his

record 13 1/2-length victory in the GI Curlin Florida Derby made

him the 3-1 favorite in the 150th Run for the Roses. He ended

up 15th in the Derby, beaten a couple of dozen lengths.    

   After the Derby disappointment, Pletcher and owner Mike

Repole decided to go slowly with Fierceness. He has had five

breezes at Saratoga and Pletcher said the colt is doing well. 

   AI think physically he's more mature. I think he's put on some

weight,@ Pletcher said. AMentally, he's always been so laid back, I

don't notice any change there. We accomplished what we

wanted, which was to put some weight back on and get him

back to this physical best.@

   Fierceness=s past performances show that he has been

inconsistent with losses in the GI Champagne Stakes, GIII Holy

Bull Stakes and the Derby. Pletcher noted that he has managed

to find trouble and that possibly the timing of his races may

have contributed to the uneven results in his career.

   ATo me, he's had two off races, in the Derby and the

Champagne,@ Pletcher said. AI think the Holy Bull, maybe is

people are being a little harsh on him. He was third the first time

out after the Breeders= Cup and he had a really rough, rough trip

going into the first turn that day. I don't think that race was as

bad. 

   AEveryone says, >Oh, he runs one good race and then he runs a

really bad race.= Maybe he doesn't run as good as he's capable

of every time, but I don't think it was as bad as people thought. I

think the Derby was just a really hard race on him. He was close

to a hot pace and he was tired after the race. It took us a couple

of weeks to get him back going. I=m glad we passed the Belmont

[Stakes]. I think we've got him back to where he was going into

the Florida Derby, so I look for him to rebound with a good

effort.@

   Patience has been the rule for Pletcher in his quest to find the

right program for Fierceness. It is certainly not the first time in

his distinguished career that Pletcher has had to figure out how

to fine tune a talented runner. 

   AI=m sure there are a ton we=ve had setbacks with, that=s for

sure,@ Pletcher said, Abut I can't think of a top horse that we've

had that we know has remarkable ability that's had a couple of

off races like that. I do think when you look at them, there's kind

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AUDIT: YEARS OF LOSSES AT TURF

PARADISE, BUT TRACK STAYS AFLOAT FROM

PERSONAL LOANS OWNER SIMMS

EVENTUALLY WANTS REPAID by T.D. Thornton

   A director of an independent accounting firm hired by the

Arizona Racing Commission (AZRC) to audit the financials of Turf

Paradise as part of the track's three-year permit application

testified at a Thursday meeting that if $24 million in federal and

state subsidies from the COVID-19 pandemic gets backed out of

the equation, Turf Paradise has operated at a net loss for the

past three years. 

   Sean Tanner, a certified public accountant who specializes in

forensic accounting with Keegan Linscott & Associates, further

told the AZRC that based upon projections supplied to the

accounting firm by the track itself, Turf Paradise remains on a

path to lose money for at least the next three years, too.

   "When we look at that trend, there is some concern about the

long-term viability of the business if it continues to operate as it

is," Tanner said. "A business cannot operate with recurring

losses year after year after year. The business is actually

projecting losses for 2025 and 2026, [so] that would be six years

of recurring losses through the longest date for which we have

projections."

   This new, on-the-record financial uncertainty surrounding Turf

Paradise's ability to operate--when coupled with two decades of

disagreements between the Arizona racing community, the

commission, and controversial track owner Jerry Simms--led to

the AZRC on July 11 to vote 2-1 to grant Turf Paradise its

three-year racing permit, but only on conditional terms based

upon a final report from the auditor that the commission deems

acceptable, plus mandatory, ongoing reviews of the track's

financials at one-year intervals.

   Tanner said at the outset of his testimony that his firm's audit

of Turf Paradise is not yet complete, but that he had a solid-

enough idea of the track's financials to advise the commission of

the preliminary findings.

   Tanner was allowed by the commission to speak at length and

in a straightforward, uninterrupted manner about the

heretofore hazy financial state of Turf Paradise.

   But when the accountant reached a point in his report where

he wanted to make public the net worth of Simms, which is a

mandatory part of the track's permit application, Simms

abruptly interjected and told the commission he wouldn't

consent to his personal finances being read into the record, a

request to which the AZRC consented.

   The interruption by Simms provided the type of drama that

has come to be expected at AZRC meetings in recent years.

   Simms and Arizona horsemen have had an acrimonious

business relationship since Simms's family took over the track in

2000, and the seemingly never-ending squabbles have roiled in

the courts and at commission meetings.

   In just the past five years alone, an extraordinarily long

pandemic closure, plus prolonged fights over off-track betting

(OTB) privileges, simulcast signals and how the horsemen's

purse money can be used have all been topics of heated debate.

   Turf Paradise has also been plagued by safety issues and was

under scrutiny from the Horseracing Integrity and Safety Act

(HISA) Authority last year regarding extensive repairs needed to

bring the main-track rail up to spec.

   In 2023, Simms said he was finally going to walk away from

what he termed a longtime money-losing business endeavor.

But two mystery-shrouded sales of his 213-acre, 68-year-old

Phoenix track purportedly fell through within months.

   Thus, in 2024, Turf Paradise operated an abbreviated Jan.

29-May 4 meet. The track, which is the lone remaining

commercial licensee in Arizona, is scheduled to conduct a more

traditionally scheduled, 105-date meet starting this November

that is expected to run through next May.

   "From a financial perspective, Turf Paradise did reflect positive

net income for 2021, 2022 and 2023," Tanner testified.

"However, that net income was really created or supplemented

by incentive monies that Turf Paradise was able to obtain in

association with various COVID relief programs.

   "In total during those years, Turf Paradise received about $24

million between those various, different programs," Tanner said.

"Those monies are non-recurring, meaning that they're not an

indicator of what one could expect on a go-forward basis for the

business. When you back those dollars out, Turf Paradise

showed net losses of $2.9 million in 2022, $3.4 million in 2023,

and for the first three months of 2024, a loss of $1.4 million."

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   Yet Tanner also pointed out that in addition to those

non-recurring subsidies, Turf Paradise does project to have

about $2.7 million in offsetting, non-recurring annual expenses

coming off the books in the near future. 

   The chief expense that Tanner said could be on the verge of

going away is about $2 million per year that Turf Paradise has

recently spent on litigation that involves a nearly 15-year feud

between brothers Jerry and Ron Simms over control of the

track.

   "That litigation is now in appellate court and awaiting a

judgment," Tanner said. "So management does expect those

expenses to be discontinued, or very much so limited, on a

go-forward basis."

   Another $700,000 that soon could be off the track's books is

that annual amount in HISA assessments that is anticipated to

transfer over to being the state's financial obligation.

   As for the near term, Tanner said it's a positive that Turf

Paradise has $2.4 million banked for operational expenses for

the upcoming November season.

   "Our concerns about a November race [meet] are limited

based on those results," Tanner said. "But our concerns about

long-term viability would have to be addressed through

restructuring efforts that management and ownership would

carry out to turn around the operating losses that continued for

the last 3 1/2 years and look like they're going to continue

through year-end and are projected to continue in 2025 and

2026."

   There's one other important aspect to consider in the Turf

Paradise equation, Tanner underscored: whenever Turf Paradise

has looked like it's in trouble financially, Simms has stepped up

to write checks to keep the track afloat.

   "Mr.  Simms has historically provided loans to Turf Paradise

when needed," Tanner said.

   But, the accountant continued, Simms "could choose not to.

And if the company continued to lose money and didn't have

enough cash in the bank, then really, that would be an

operational concern, and a concern about the ability of the

business to continue." 

   Tanner then reminded the AZRC that as part of the application

process, the net worth of majority owners has to be disclosed.

"Am I okay to talk about that?" he asked the commission.

   That's when Simms, who had been silent up until that point,

interrupted.

   "No, no! This is Jerry Simms," he said via telephone link to the

meeting. "And there's an awful lot of people on this [public

meeting videoconference]. And I would strongly ask you not to

disclose my [finances]. But I have made [provisions] that I would

make available money as the track needs it, and have done that

for many years."

   Warned by AZRC chair Kandace French Contreras that he

would later have his turn to speak, Simms was asked to stand

down. But the auditor acceded to his request not to divulge the

personal financial information contained in the application.

   "I didn't want him to say that, and then I can't unring the bell,"

Simms said by way of apology for speaking out of turn.

   Eventually, after Tanner concluded his report, Simms began his

rebuttal by pointing out to the commission that Turf Paradise is

hardly unique among American racetracks in terms of facing

financial woes. He noted that even high-profile tracks are

routinely in the news for not being able to operate without

significant subsidies. 

   Simms then explained that his growth strategy at Turf Paradise

is based on opening up more OTB locations, from which he said

Turf Paradise derives 80% of its business.

   "Those are like retail stores. We need to grow the OTB system,

and we are," Simms said.

   "And as far as the business, I seed it," Simms said. "You know,

when it needs money, I write checks. I'm going to protect my

investment, and I'm going to write checks. When the company

needs money, as the auditor said, we didn't put a rosy future

out there. Our projections are very realistic. It could get better,

by more OTBs and other things, but the numbers are what the

numbers are, and I have continued to feed it, and will continue. 

I don't think anybody in Arizona racing needs to be worried."

   Simms continued: "The auditor mentioned restructuring. I

don't know what he means. Restructuring has a bad sound to

me. I've never, in 24 years [since owning Turf Paradise], needed

restructuring. And in my entire business career--I'm 78--I never

had a loss. I never had a restructuring. I never had any kind of

negative things occur. And this will continue to be financially

strong [even if I have to keep] writing checks. That is what I have

done and will continue to do. I make a commitment to this

commission and to people in this industry, the horsemen, and to

the state, that I will continue to do that. So that's as clear as I

can tell you."

   But AZRC chair French Contreras wanted additional clarity

from Simms about whether those loans would be considered

liabilities that Turf Paradise would have to pay back to Simms if

he ever sold the track to someone else.

   "Yes, yes they are," Simms confirmed. "Upon a sale, I would be

repaid."

   The commission then went into an executive session for 40

minutes to debate the issue of granting Turf Paradise a

three-year permit.

   When they reconvened, AZRC vice-chair Tracy Olson made a

motion to table any action on the permit until the commission

received the full accounting audit. The motion died for lack of a

second.

ATTARD: BELMONT=S TAPETA SURFACE

`INTRIGUING=

   Having saddled more than 500 winners on synthetic surfaces

in his multiple graded stakes-winning career, Kevin Attard said

his interest was piqued last week when the New York Racing

Association, Inc. (NYRA) said in a release it would be utilizing an

all-weather Tapeta track as its exclusive winter racing surface at

the new Belmont Park when it opens in 2026.

   AIt's definitely something I've contemplated for a bit now. The

fact that a synthetic track is going in there is a little bit more

enticing for myself and I'm sure for a lot of other Canadians,@

said the trainer who is based primarily at Woodbine. AIt's a lot

closer to home than Florida and you don't have to worry about

the climate change for your horses. I think it's something we'll

have to explore and hopefully have a string of horses up there

when the Tapeta opens up.@

   Attard usually winters in Florida following the end of the meet

in Toronto which spans April to December, but he said an option

that=s closer to home in both distance and climate is intriguing.

   AThe Tapeta in Florida and the Tapeta at Woodbine are

different--weather plays a big role in how it plays,@ Attard said. AI

think until it's there and people figure it out and get a hold of it,

it's hard to say how horses will transition from one Tapeta to

another. Some of them are a lot tighter than others--you would

assume the track in New York, with a climate that is similar to

Woodbine here in Toronto--that the tracks would be pretty

similar. So, it might be an easier transition for our horses to go

from here to New York.@

   The one-mile Tapeta oval currently under construction at the

new Belmont Park will mark a third racing surface at the

modernized facility along with the traditional outer dirt main

track and two turf courses. Belmont Park also offers a

year-round dirt training track and a Tapeta pony track as

additional options for training horses.

   AI've seen some sketches of the new Belmont Park, and it looks

like it's going to be a state-of-the-art facility,@ Attard said.

AEventually, it will have three surfaces at one place and that's

exciting. There's a lot of history there and change is something

that's hard to accept, but the sport is evolving, and we all need

to evolve around it.@

   NYRA=s shift from dirt to Tapeta through the winter months is

expected to enhance equine safety and provide additional

opportunities for the year-round horse population.

   Attard said he was pleased to see that the new Belmont Park,

like Woodbine, will offer a variety of training options as it is a

key component to how he manages his sizable string.

   AAt Woodbine, we also have a dirt surface to train over and

we're fortunate in that sense,@ Attard said. AWe use both

surfaces and try to balance it out a little bit because I think they

use different muscle groups training over Tapeta and training

over dirt and that's why you get two different types of injuries

over the surfaces.@
