They pride themselves on their professionalism and were duly
mortified when a yearling colt by Tapizar somehow ended up
with a nail in a hoof. Worse still, shortly afterwards his full-
sister--sold at Keeneland the previous September for
$100,000--made a winning debut at Horseshoe Indianapolis. The
mare was coming good.

So Brendan and Oliver Gallagher sent him in to Hagyard, to
have the foot cleaned and disinfected. Back then, in 2017, they
didn't know Michael Spirito as well as they do now ("a god of a
surgeon"); but nor did he know quite who he was dealing with.
Three weeks later, the colt still appeared lame. "He needs to go
back in," Spirito said. "We need to redo it."

"You know, Doc," said Brendan, "I think this horse is getting
better."

He remembers going for a beer with a friend one evening and
his phone kept lighting up: the mare's co-owner Michael
Hernon; then Spirito; then Olive. The October Sale was getting
closer, the half-sister had followed up in a Churchill allowance,
Hernon was getting jittery. Brendan ignored the calls, ordered
another beer. Cont. p3

BAFFERT ENTERS ADARE MANOR AGAINST

Adare Manor (Uncle Mo), a winner of her last three races--two
of them Grade Is--has been entered in the Pacific Classic, said
her trainer Bob Baffert.

The 5-year-old mare has run four times this year, finishing
second in the Gl Beholder Mile at Santa Anita Mar. 9 before
taking the Gl Apple Blossom Handicap, Gl Santa Margarita
Stakes, and Gl Clement L. Hirsch Stakes.

“It wasn't the plan,” said Baffert. “l was
going to run her in the Clement Hirsch and then the Zenyatta
and then the Breeders' Cup, like last year, but I've been
watching her closely and she came out of the last race really
well. She had a different style of running the other day, she sat
back, and she's doing really well.”

“Because from that day, he knew that if you ask a straight
question, you'll get it straight,” Brendan recalls now. “It's taken
us a long time to establish that, over here. But when you're
really focused, you don't need all the bluster.”

The colt sold for $175,000. Four days later his sister won again,
this time a stakes race. A few days after that, even so, they got
no more than $60,000 for the
mare's weanling colt by Palace
Malice at the November Sale.
Then things really started to
happen. The filly became
champion Monomoy Girl, and
M eventually the half-brother won
the GlI Risen Star as Mr.
Monomoy. By then they had
cashed out the mare, Drumette
(Henny Hughes), for $1.85
== million. She had cost just
$75,000 four years previously.

No holy water, no bluster: just
the seasoned judgement of two
people born to the game, adding
greatly to the enterprise and
endeavor that unite so many of
their compatriots in the “County Kentucky” diaspora.

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For Drumette was no flash in the pan. Monomoy Girl was
actually the second consecutive Gl Kentucky Oaks winner to
carry the Gallagher fingerprints. They had also bought the dam
of Abel Tasman (Quality Road) for Eamon Cleary. For the first
half of the race, moreover, Monomoy Girl was sharing the lead
with another filly bred at Frankfort Park, Glll Forward Gal Stakes
winner Take Charge Paula (Take Charge Indy). Two out of 14
starters in a Classic, out of just 19 foaled on the farm that crop.

There's no formula, of course. Most of it, in fact, is stuff you
are born with: like nerve, belief.

Last year, Olive was leaving the Keeneland January Sale to get
some supper ready.

“And | said to her, ‘'There's a mare here I'm half-thinking of
buying,"” Brendan recalls. “'Oh yes,' she said. 'And how much
would you be thinking for her?' And | said, 'l'd give 70 or 80."

Olive, listening to this story, interrupts derisively.

“You did not! You said 35. | remember clearly.”

“So anyway, | come home...”

“And I'd been watching it [online],” Olive persists. “So I'm
presuming you didn't buy her, right? But of course | knew.”

Brendan had signed for the mare at $175,000.

“Anyway, she was carrying a Complexity,” he continues. “And
we couldn't sell the foal, it had a chip in the knee. So that didn't
go too well. But the next foal we did sell, for $410,000. So then |
could look at Olive and say, 'There you go."”

Okay, if you really want a formula, he likes the old saying
about the head of a queen and the backside of a cook.

“And they need to have a bit of presence,” he says. “But after
that, | can't explain it.”

Well, whatever its role, that element of nerve has evidently
been there a long time. True, Brendan essentially cut short his
first stint in the Bluegrass because he was homesick.

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He had arrived in 1983 along a familiar route, out of an Irish
National Stud class that also produced Garrett O'Rourke, Dermot
Ryan and Des Dempsey. But despite working first under Joe
Taylor and John Gaines, and dealing with horses as resonant as
Lyphard, Irish River and Riverman, within a couple of years he
had gone back to the old country.

There he spent eight years working his way through the ranks
at Coolmore, appointed assistant manager when they opened
Kilsheelan. But then came a first sign of that spirit of adventure,
when Brendan bought Alphabatim from Juddmonte USA to
stand on the family farm in Cork. (He had lost his father at just
seven, but a large family had inherited a strong work ethic and,
between cattle and point-to-pointers, an innate stockmanship.)

“If this doesn't work,” he said to himself, “it'll be Australia.”

Work it did: 112 mares started the horse off, and things
snowballed from there. As indeed they did after he went to the
sales at Doncaster one day, and found Olive Taaffe, daughter of
Arkle's jockey Pat, among those sharing a taxi from Manchester
airport. Olive was working in transport, and they duly included
shipping (as well as trading and insurance) among the services
offered by Emerald Bloodstock, established after their marriage
in 1993.

They had no office. Olive just sat on the steps by the ring, but a
few Irish pinhookers at the October Sale booked a passage
home from Newmarket for their yearlings. Again, there was
soon that vital boldness. They started taking a piece of horses,
for instance, rather than charging commission. And the instincts
that would later unearth mares like Drumette were already
operative. In the purchase from Godolphin, for instance, of
Rahaam (Secreto) for just 1r£20,000 in 1995. She became the
dam of top-class runner and producer Cassandra Go (Ire) (Indian
Ridge {lre}).

By the 2006 September Sale, they were able to give $325,000
for a Grand Slam filly. Running for partners as Laureldean Gale,
she won a Newmarket maiden before going close in a group
race at Deauville, prompting a lucrative transfer to Godolphin.
(When Godolphin culled her, a few years later, the Gallaghers
brought her home for $20,000!) They also found the dam of GI
Preakness Stakes runner-up Everfast (Take Charge Indy).

“In the good days, it got so that | had a pain in my hand from
signing the dockets,” Brendan recalls. “It's like anything, when
you're going well and making money with people, you're a king.
In the early 2000s, we were spending millions. In Deauville one
time, | think we bought 13 of the first 20 lots into the ring. The
guys thought it was never going to end. It was mad.”

But they were going so fast that the rudder was coming loose.
They were doing too much, with too little organization. When
the market crashed, after 2008, there was quite a mess to sort
out.

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They had to offload Emerald Bloodstock, for one thing, and in
2010 ended up switching their base from Ireland to Frankfort
Park, just down the road from Keeneland on the Old Frankfort
Pike, bought four years previously as a quarantine facility.

“A stupid reason,” says Olive wryly, “to buy a 240-acre farm

But since buying out their partners it has become central to
both the recovery and the evolution of their business--above all,
thanks to the sheer quality of the land.

Brendan gestures to the neighbouring farm, a Stonestreet
division.

“Good Magic was raised in that field,” he says. “And the same
year we were raising Monomoy Girl over here. Now, I'm not
taking away from Ireland and England. But it's a different
system, raising horses, when you keep having to put out a bit of
fertilizer or something. Over there, it's like driving a Ford Escort
or Mini. When you put your leg down, you wait for it to happen.
Here, it's driving a Ferrari. That's why you've a higher incidence
of OCDs over here, because if you push these horses, they'll
grow too quick.”

Mind you, they still have a place back in Ireland. The polarities
of their operation were well measured when Olive, as part of an
Arkle posse, was invited to a special event at the Irish National
Stud.

“So I'm down here in Barn Four,” recalls Brendan. “And Olive

rings and says, 'Well, I've just met the Queen of England.' And
I'm standing in the Commonwealth of Kentucky with a fork in
my hand. Where did | go wrong?”

But all their ups and downs were placed in due perspective, in
2020, when Olive was diagnosed with leukemia. She spent five
and a half months in a Houston hospital, receiving a marrow
transplant from brother Tom. The Gallaghers marveled at how
their community rallied round, even at the height of Covid.

“The camaraderie, the support, is amazing,” Olive says. “Not
that it isn't at home, but everybody there would have their
whole family around them. Here it's the industry we're in that
becomes one big family for you. We're all 'Irish’, if you know
what | mean?”

When Monomoy Girl won her second Gl Breeders' Cup Distaff,
Hernon and Olive's other brother Peter were interviewed on
NBC and spoke directly to the camera. “This is for you, Olive!”

It was all too much for Brendan, after months of stress and
with a draft of horses to prepare for sale over the road. He
found a quiet corner on the sales grounds and let it all out.

One way or another, it's been quite a journey. The great thing
is that the moments and months of turmoil--from the rebuilding
of the business, to these more personal traumas--left
unimpaired the most priceless asset of all: Brendan's eye, above
all for a mare.

From the next crop, moreover, they foaled, raised and sold
Shareholder (Not This Time), whose dam was promptly cashed
out for $430,000 in a Fasig-Tipton flash sale after he won the
G2 Norfolk Stakes at Royal Ascot.

“I feel that history we have--the 15 years in Emerald
Bloodstock, and buying and selling as many horses as we
have--has given us a fair idea what the market requires,”
Brendan says. “Whatever doesn't kill you makes you stronger. It
takes a lot to rattle us in this thing. In fact, | function better
when I'm under a bit of pressure! I'm not really focused unless |
have that.”

He remembers many times of being stretched, financially, yet
always remaining comfortable about kicking on. In fact, the only
time they were ever nervous bidding at an auction was when
buying a dining room table. That day, they felt like they didn't
really know what they were doing. But with horses, they can
always feel confident.

“I believe that Nature--the land, the environment--wants to
give you its best all the time,” Brendan says. “And | think we
humans do a great job in trying to mess that up. Horses have to
be happy. If they're treated right, if they're looked after and
loved, they know it. Treat them as a bit of meat, it will manifest
someplace. | will go in and rub every one of those mares in the
foaling barn, because | believe that when they're calm, things go
better.

“l am very passionate about what | do. And this is the only area
where we have a chance of competing at the top level.
Nowadays we're able to keep some of the better mares. None of

us are getting any younger, and Olive and | could retire
tomorrow. But we've had seven horses in the last nine Breeders'
Cups, and it's great dealing with nice horses. The way the
market has gone now, so polarized, you've a choice: either go up
or get out.

“If you're not totally committed to this business, it will break
you. Our spend is significant now. It's probably gone up 300% on
what it was. But we've always thrown it out there. Because
unless we have a shot of competing at the top level, we would
guestion the whole point in doing it.”

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Brendan humbly stresses his debt to great horsemen, from
mentors to friends to traders: from Paddy Burns to James
Delahooke to John Magnier.

“These people are icons,” he says. “And you meet people like
that every day, in this industry and around this town. To me, just
to be in the same room as some of them is a privilege.

“Everybody in this game is an expert. But when you sit back
and analyze, there are certain people that it tends to happen to.
When we were shipping horses to Newmarket, we could tell you
before we shipped--without even looking at a yearling--who
would make money, who'd break even, who'd struggle.
Someone like Seamus Burns would get the top price nearly
every year, just because of the way they carry themselves, and
their approach to business.”

At the same time, Brendan has always been his own man,
discovering seeds of new success in lessons learned the hard way.

“This is a tough business and, to survive in it, you have to know
more than just about the horses,” he says. “You have to know
how to read the people involved, their strengths and the
weaknesses, their mannerisms. We've been very lucky. But
whatever else we are, we're independent. There were times |
was probably a bit too independent for my own good. But I'm
delighted that we are that way, because Olive and | are sitting
here today and it's taken us a long time to get here.”

LEONARD RIGGIO PASSES AWAY

Longtime owner and breeder Leonard Riggio, founder of the
bookstore giant Barnes & Noble, passed away Tuesday in New
York City, according to the Wall Street Journal. He was 83 and
had been battling Alzheimer's disease.

A native of Brooklyn, New York, Riggio acquired a single
Barnes & Noble store in Manhattan in 1971 and turned the
company into the country's largest bookstore chain, but he
entered into racing almost by accident with a single purchase in
2001.

“My wife and daughter love the show horse world and they
would be buying a horse every year or so and | finally said to my
wife, 'Hey, is it OK if | buy one to race?” Riggio told TDN's Steve
Sherack in 2017. “It really started out as innocently as that.”

One of his first acquisitions was Noble Causeway (Giant's
Causeway), purchased for $1.15 million at the 2003 Keeneland
September sale. On the racetrack, the chestnut finished second
in the 2005 Gl Florida Derby and in the breeding shed, he would
go on to sire Samraat, who won the 2014 Glll Gotham Stakes
and GlIl Withers Stakes in the My Meadowview colors.

“Ultimately, we got the bug to have our own breeding
operation when 'Noble' became a sire,” Riggio said in 2017. “We
bought a bunch of mares for him and then we kind of got, | want
to say, addicted. Being able to watch the horses being born, get
on their legs for the first time, seeing them go through the paces
of growing into adults--all of that, | must say, is more thrilling
than the race itself. With every one of them, you're just full of
hope and you really get to love these magnificent creatures.”

Homebred Tin Type Gal (Tapit) carried Riggio's colors to victory
in the 2015 GlII Miss Grillo Stakes and 2016 GllI Boiling Springs
Stakes, while Tapwrit (Tapit), sold for $1.2 million at the 2015
Fasig-Tipton Saratoga sale, went on to win the 2017 Gl Belmont
Stakes.

Bruce Zoldan,
founder and CEO of Phantom Fireworks, attended this year's
Derby, along with Ohio native Kelce, who is friends with Zoldan's
son, Alex.

Irwin said the seeds of including Kelce in a partnership were
planted on that First Saturday in May, but it had all the trappings
of meant-to-be when this gelding, whose name includes the
name of the football player's famous girlfriend, came on the
scene.

“l actually watched the Derby standing right next to him,” Irwin
said of Kelce. “I got to know him and we talked about maybe

getting a horse or something. And then when Swift Delivery
came on my radar, | thought this is too meant to be to be true. |
spoke to Gary Barber and asked if he would sell me part of the
horse. | told him why. And he said sure. So we struck a deal.
Then | called back Bruce and | said, let's each buy a quarter and
we will bring Travis in for part.”

Irwin continued, “I have known many celebrities and athletes
over the years. This guy is cut from a different cloth. He is a
terrific human being. Forget what he is as a personality or as a
player, he is a first-class, warm individual. He's very charismatic.
And | think he has a great sense of what his importance is and
he wears it very lightly. He is a terrific individual.”

Trained by Mark Casse, Swift Delivery romped to a 16 1/2-
length maiden victory over the all-weather surface at Woodbine
June 23 for Barber. In his first start for the partnership of Barber
and Team Valor, the 3-year-old gelding captured an allowance
over the Woodbine turf July 19. He is expected to make his
stakes debut Saturday in the Toronto Cup.

With football season right around the corner, Kelce won't
make it to Woodbine for Saturday's race, but Irwin is hoping to
find a horse that the player can watch in the off-season.

“These guys would have a tough time going to any kind of race
during the season,” Irwin said. “He has trouble just going to one
of his girlfriend's concerts. | think | am going to keep looking for
a Derby prospect. If we come up with something, he can make
that meet pretty easily. But between now and January, it would
be mighty tough.”

Asked if Swift might follow her boyfriend into the racing game,
Irwin said, “I think it all depends on how their relationship
develops.”

JACK OF ALL TRADES JUSTIN WOJCZYNSKI
SEEKS CAREER-MAKING WIN AT KENTUCKY
DOWNS by Bill Finley

When it comes to racing, breeding and sales, Justin Wojczynski
has done just about everything. He’s been a pinhooker, he’s
broken horses for others and prepared them for the races, he’s
handled layup horses and he’s been a trainer. One might think
that’s plenty, but Wojczynski is intent on expanding his stable of
race horses while keeping his other side jobs.

That might sound like a lot, but it has been made easier by the
emergence of the 6-year-old mare Awesome Treat (Awesome
Patriot). In her last start, she sprung an upset at 25-1 in the
Kentucky Downs Preview Mint Ladies Turf Sprint S. at Ellis Park.
On Saturday, she’ll be looking to take things to the next level
when she goes in the $1.5-million GlIl Ladies Turf Sprint S. at
Kentucky Downs.
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“This is kind of something I’'ve always wanted to do,”
Wojczynski said. “Some circumstances and some jobs led us to
pinhooking and 2-year-olds in general. | really enjoyed that and
did well at it. We sold some good horses for good money. But
when you get away from the 2-year-olds, you have to try to
figure the horse out and develop them. At the 2-year-old sales
you're all in on one day. It's great if it goes your way that day,
but sometimes little hiccups occur. You don’t always have the
opportunity to show the best of your product, but that’s the
only opportunity you get. | found that frustrating at times.”

Wojczynski, 41, graduated from Michigan State and initially
wanted to be a veterinarian. But he decided to accept an
internship from Kentucky Equine Management Internship
program and has never looked back. He has worked for Lane's
End, Pin Oak, Rusty Arnold, and Ciaran Dunne. He was assistant
to pinhooker Cary Frommer and had his first consignment of his
own in 2018. That group included Concrete Rose (Twirling
Candy) who sold for $61,000 at the Fasig-Tipton Midlantic May
sale. She became a Grade | winner when capturing the 2019 Gl
Belmont Oaks Invitational S. Wojczynski bought the filly a year
earlier as a yearling for $20,000 at Keeneland September.

Leading up to this year, he started a few horses on his own,
opening up his stable in 2020. He has won 12 races. He
understands that when it comes to training, he’s going to have
to accomplish more before people start paying attention. Ricky
Sikand, the co-owner of Awesome Treat, believes his trainer is
well on his way when it comes to making a name for himself.

“Justin approaches each horse with patience and precision,
tailoring his methods to meet their individual needs,” Sikand
said. “He will be quick to point out if a horse needs time off at
the farm. His ability to build trust and confidence in both horse
and rider is remarkable. Beyond his technical skills, Justin's
passion for the sport and genuine care for the horses are
evident in every session.

“We've seen significant improvements in our horses'
performance and demeanor, and the results speak for
themselves. Justin's hands-on approach coupled with his well-
trained and dedicated team makes for a very well run stable.”

Wojczynski and his wife Gemma are also the co-breeders of
Tough Catch (Complexity), a maiden winner at Saratoga slated
to run in the Gl Hopeful S.

He is based at the Thoroughbred Training Center in Lexington,
where he has 30 stalls and 12 of those horses are being pointed
for the races with Wojczynski as the trainer.

Awesome Treat has already proven to be a break-through
horse for Wojczynski. Her win at Ellis was Wojczynski’s first
stakes victory as a trainer. With $1.5 million on the line
Saturday, she’ll be facing a much tougher assignment. Awesome
Treat, who spends part of her year at Woodbine for trainer
Steve Attard, has made 17 starts on the Tapeta surface with
three wins. Wojczynski is now focusing on a turf campaign. She
is 2-for-4 on the grass.

“She’s a super mare and she really tries hard,” the trainer said.
“She was always running good on the Tapeta between here and
at Woodbine. Sometimes you’re a little hesitant to try
something else when a horse is doing good. We took a stab with
her in a grass race at Keeneland and she won at 51-1. She
doesn’t have a lot of conditions at this stage, so we focus on
stakes races. Was that a big race for us at Ellis Park? Most
definitely. Is the next one harder, a little more difficult? Yes.
We'll just prepare her and take a shot and do it. | feel good
about her being 20-1 in the morning line. She paid $100 at
Keeneland and $50 when she won at Ellis Park. I'd probably be a
lot more nervous if she was 5-2 or something.”

While every trainer wants a barn full of top horses, Wojczynski
is mostly focused on giving each individual horse the attention it
needs, while offering a full slate of services to his clients.

GROUP 1 WINNER SIBELIUS RETIRED

Sibelius (Not This Time--Fiery Pulpit, by Pulpit), winner of the
2023 G1 Dubai Golden Shaheen, has been retired from racing
after suffering a tendon injury, trainer Jerry O'Dwyer confirmed
the news first reported by Blood-Horse Tuesday.

“He is a 6-year-old and he tore a tendon in a regular, routine
gallop,” O'Dwyer said. “He can come back 100% from it, but that
will be a seven or eight month or a year process. He has done so
much for us already, we are not going to take a chance of him
overexerting himself again.”

Racing for Delia Nash and Jun Park, the hard-knocking gelding
became a fan favorite when he just got his nose in front on the
line in the Golden Shaheen. He also recorded back-to-back wins
in the GlIl Mr. Prospector Stakes in 2022 and 2023.

“He is just a superstar horse to have around,” O'Dwyer said.
“He is a complete ham. He loves the attention. He has taken us
half-way across the world to Dubai, twice. One time, with an
unbelievable victory and the last time with another unbelievable
experience of just being out there and competing against some
of the best horses in the world.”

On the board in 16 of 27 starts, Sibelius won nine times--
including six black-type events--and earned $1,803,011.

“That is not fully decided yet,” O'Dwyer said with a chuckle
when asked what the plans are for the gelding's future. “It's
going to be between me and the owners, basically. He is in
Kentucky right now at Delia Nash's farm. Delia and Jun have

been absolutely wonderful people for me and for that horse.
They have let me do the right thing by the horse every step of
the way. There was never any question, when the time came,
that he would be retired in as best order as we can.”

O'Dwyer does have hopes for second career for his star
gelding.

“My wife, Alison, does a lot of the Retired Racehorse Project
stuff, so she is probably going to take him to the Thoroughbred
Makeover in the next couple of years, once he's back healthy
and well,” the trainer said. “We would like to do that with him.
He loves the attention and he loves a job to do. Once he is
happy and has a job that he wants to do, he will continue to do a
job. When he doesn't want to do a job anymore, he will live out
his days at the owner's farm in Kentucky. As we did with him
racing, we are going to let him do all the talking. It's all about
him and what he wants to do.”

CHURCHILL DOWNS TO HOST 11 STAKES

DURING 14-DAY SEPTEMBER MEET

Eleven stakes races cumulatively worth $3,575,000 will be
offered during the 14-day September Meet at Churchill Downs,
which runs Sept. 12-29.

The 12th annual September Meet will offer several
opportunities to prep for the Nov. 1-2 Breeders’ Cup World
Championships at Del Mar, led by the $500,000 Gl Lukas Classic
for 3-year-olds and up at 1 1/8 miles and the $400,000 GIlI Ack
Ack Stakes for 3-year-olds and up at one mile--a Breeders’ Cup
“Win and You’re In” race for the Dirt Mile--on Sept. 28.

Additionally, the Road to the Kentucky Derby and Kentucky
Oaks series will kick-off Sept. 14 with the $300,000 GlII Iroquois
Stakes and $300,000 Glll Pocahontas Stakes, respectively. Both
races for 2-year-olds will be run at the one turn, one-mile
distance.

Two changes have been made to the stakes schedule
compared to last year’s line-up. The distance of the $300,000
Open Mind Stakes for fillies and mares, one of five stakes on
Sept. 14, has been increased from six furlongs to 6 1/2 furlongs.
Additionally, the $200,000 Jefferson Cup Stakes for 3-year-olds
at one mile on turf has been placed on hiatus because all races
during this year’s September Meet will be run on dirt to ensure
the turf course reaches its maximum performance for the Oct.
27-Dec. 1 Fall Meet and into next year’s Spring Meet.

Outside of the three Twilight Thursdays (Sept. 12, 19 & 26--5
p.m. ET) and Downs After Dark on Sept. 28 (6 p.m. ET), the first
race for all other race days will be 12:45 p.m. ET.

Nine races are scheduled on Wednesdays, eight races are
scheduled on Thursdays with 10-race programs on Fridays and
Sundays. Eleven races will be showcased each Saturday.

Insel Racing's Awesome Result (Justify) made Tuesday's
$365,264 Listed Breeders' Gold Cup her seventh victory from as
many trips to the post and likely earned a trip to Del Mar for the
Gl Breeders' Cup Distaff Nov. 2. The same race was used as a
springboard to victory in the same event by Marche Lorraine
(Jpn) (Orfevre {Jpn}) at the seaside oval in 2021.

Favored at 1-10 off a maiden stakes success in the Listed
Empress Hai at Kawasaki May 8, Awesome Result broke a bit
sideways, causing Yutaka Take to shift to his right in the saddle,
then gradually worked her way forward to sit third and in the
breeze rounding the first turn.

Asked to take up the chase three deep passing the 600-meter
pole, Awesome Result found the front prior to leaving the turn,
got a right-handed reminder at the furlong grounds and coasted
home.

Awesome Result is one of 17 Japanese winners for her sire and
one of two black-type winners, joining Listed Oasis Stakes hero
Yuttitham (Jpn) (--Zipessa, by City Zip). The unraced dam
Blossomed has accounted for eight other winners and was
purchased by Springhouse Farm for $425,000 in foal to Honor
Code about two months after her daughter Sippican Harbor
(Orb) caused a 16-1 upset in the 2018 GI Spinaway Stakes.

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TWO BODIES FOUND AT ELLIS PARK

Two bodies were found at in the stable area at Ellis Park in
Henderson Kentucky Tuesday morning, according to the
Henderson County Sherriff's Office.

“On August 27th, at approximately 12:35 a.m., deputies were
dispatched to Ellis Park Racing & Gaming, in reference to an
unconscious subject in the back(stretch) area,” read a press
release from the sheriff's office. “Deaconess Ambulance Service,
Basket Fire Department, and Spottsville Fire Department were
also dispatched to Ellis Park. Upon arrival, a male subject was
found deceased in his apartment on the backside of Ellis Park.
Personnel with the ambulance service discovered the victim had
been with another person earlier that night. Emergency
personnel went to check on that subject and found him
deceased in his apartment. After a preliminary investigation, we
do not suspect foul play at this time, and there is no danger to
the general public. The two victims are being transported to
Louisville for an autopsy. The investigation is ongoing.”

WEHT in Henderson is reporting that the Henderson County
Coroner's office was investigating the deaths, adding that both
bodies were males. No names have been released.

Ellis Park is not currently conducting racing. The most recent
meet closed Aug. 26.

DELAWARE PARK'S FIRST POST CHANGED;
HORSESHOE INDIANAPOLIS CANCELS DUE TO
EXCESSIVE HEAT

Delaware Park will start its races an hour earlier Wednesday,
while Horseshoe Indianapolis has canceled its live racing card for
the day due to forecasted excessive heat at both tracks.

Delaware Park's first post time Wednesday will be 11:30 a.m.
Additionally, there will be approximately a half hour in between
each race on the eight-race card. According to the National
Weather Service, the forecasted heat index will be near 105
degrees for the region Wednesday afternoon.

First post at the Delaware oval Friday is expected to return to
12:30 p.m.

Projected temperatures and a heat index expected to exceed
105 degrees in Central Indiana led to the cancellation of live
racing at Horseshoe Indianapolis Wednesday.

“We have been keeping a close eye on the temperatures and
heat indexes all week,” said Eric Halstrom, Vice President and
General Manager of the Indiana oval. “The weather service has
just reissued a warning for Wednesday that escalates the heat

index into an unsafe category. We want to be proactive and
alert all horsemen and racing fans about the decision to cancel
racing today, allowing everyone ample time to adjust their plans
for Wednesday.”

Halstrom continued, “Our human and equine athletes are
always at the top of the list when it comes to safety, so it’s
important for us to act quickly when unsafe conditions like this
are in the forecast. We will continue to monitor the forecast, but
we should be able to conduct our racing program set for
Thursday, Aug. 29 beginning at 2:10 p.m. However, we will talk
with our horsemen’s groups as we get closer to that day and
reevaluate the decision, if needed.”

“Doncaster is renowned for selling sharp and early 2-year-olds
and this filly is exactly that. She is very typical of the quality of
animal we have seen do well from this sales ground over the
years and she joins a trainer with a track record of producing
Royal Ascot winners.”

Whilst the Havana Grey filly was one of two yearlings to
surpass the £200,000 paid for last year’s top lot, trade on day
one was otherwise down on 12 months ago. Of the 243
yearlings offered--25 more than last year--200 sold at a
clearance rate of 82%. The aggregate was down by 11% at
£8,209,500, while the average dipped by 14% to £41,048 and
the median by 11% to £31,000.

Mehmas Colt Heads Phil Cunningham’s Haul

Classic-winning owner Phil Cunningham has reaped the
rewards after enlisting the services of Highflyer’s Anthony
Bromley at last year’s Premier Yearling Sale, and the brief given
to the ace agent was much the same 12 months on, as he
secured one of the top lots from Tuesday’s opening session, a
Mehmas (Ire) colt from the Houghton Bloodstock draft who
commanded £210,000.

“Mehmas was on our wish list if we could get one,” said
Bromley last year after securing another yearling by the Tally-Ho
Stud resident for £145,000, one of seven lots he signed for on
behalf of Cunningham at that sale for a total of £617,000.

Admittedly, the colt since named The Man (Ire) is yet to add to
his Southwell debut win in three further starts for Richard
Spencer, but at least two others have shown genuine
group-class potential, namely listed scorer Yah Mo Be There
(GB) (Mohaather {GB}) and Newmarket debut winner Righthere
Rightnow (Fr) (Kodiac {GB}). That duo were bought for £95,000
and £72,000, respectively.

By the end of the opening session Bromley’s six purchases for
Cunningham came to a total of £730,000, with the others
including lot 87, a Sergei Prokofiev colt from Whitsbury Manor
Stud, and lot 92, a Dark Angel (Ire) colt from the Yeomanstown
Stud draft who reached £170,000.

“It's for the same team,” said Bromley after going to £140,000
for the yearling by Whitsbury Manor’s leading first-season sire.
“He was a great athlete, with size and scope, and the sire is
obviously flying. I've loved this horse since | saw him on
Saturday and Richard [Spencer] liked him when he got here on
Sunday. He’s been high on our list to buy all week.

“We ran into Clive Cox again and he’s a good judge to outbid.
I'd hoped to get him for around £100,000, but sometimes
you’ve got to go a couple more bids than you’d budgeted for.”

Too Hot To Handle

One of only two yearlings by Too Darn Hot (GB) in the

That update no doubt helped the Parks Farm Stud-bred filly

“She’s a very strong, precocious-looking filly by a stallion who
needs no introduction,” said Ed Sackville. “She’s been bought for
an existing owner of Hugo Palmer and will be trained at Manor
House Stables.“

“I think you never know until you're in the ring,” he added
when asked whether the fee was in the ballpark of what he’'d
expected to pay. “But | think if you’re spending that kind of
money you want to have something [in the pedigree] to back it
up and she had that.”

The latter is set to carry the same colours A’Ali sported during
his own racing career, those of Shaikh Duaij Al Khalifa, after
being bought for £130,000, while the £150,000 colt is set to go
into training with George Scott, with the owner yet to be
confirmed.

“He was a very athletic colt,” Stroud said of lot 206, a
half-brother to the listed winner and G3 Molecomb Stakes
runner-up Rocket Rodney (GB) (Dandy Man {Ire}). “He’s going to
go to George Scott, who trained the half-brother, and he was a
very good representation of the sire. He should be a
two-year-old and | liked him very much.”

A'Ali | Newsells Park Stud
Stroud, of course, is a long-time fan of A’Ali, having been the
one to buy him for £135,000 when he went under the hammer
at the breeze-up sale here at Doncaster, and he seemingly likes
what he’s seen of the high-class sprinter’s progeny on his return

to Town Moor for this sale.

He added, “There’s 14 of them [yearlings by A’Ali] here and |
thought they were a really good example of his stock. They look
really good, really athletic, early two-year-old types--I thought
they were very nice.”

Mehmas Continues To Make Waves

Oliver St Lawrence Bloodstock was the name on the docket for
lot 146, a colt by Mehmas (Ire) offered by Tally-Ho Stud, but it
was young trainer John O’Donoghue who did the bidding as he
looked to add to his growing team at John Oxx’s former base at
Currabeg.

A one-time assistant to Roger Varian in Newmarket,
O’Donoghue has saddled 16 winners in Britain and Ireland since
sending out his first runners under his own name in 2022,
including Pearling Path (Fr) (Holy Roman Emperor {Ire}), who
provided him with perhaps his most notable result so far when
filling the runner-up spot in the Listed Chesham Stakes at Royal
Ascot in his first season.

This year O’Donoghue has sent out 16 different horses in
Ireland, including the Sergei Prokofiev 2-year-old Majestic Wave
(GB), last seen dead-heating for second in a maiden at Cork last
month.

The horse he couldn’t be split from on that occasion was
another son of Mehmas in Magnum Force (Ire)--since listed-
placed at York for Ger Lyons--a result which clearly had a lasting
impression on O’Donoghue as he explained the decision to part
with £130,000 for this colt. He was bought for Bahraini clients,
including Fawzi Nass who is already involved in the yard.

“I think he was typical of the stallion and they’ve done well of
late,” O’Donoghue summed up. “We dead-heated for second
with a nice Mehmas in Ireland with a Sergei Prokofiev of ours. |
just thought he ticked all of the boxes. | was keen to get a
Mehmas that really looked like a Mehmas and that’s what he is.”

He added, “We’re very lucky to have that support from Fawzi,
Sheikh Nasser and the guys in Bahrain. Hopefully, he’s a nice
horse and lucky for them next year. We thought he’d be around
the six-figure mark, maybe 115 or 120--130 was probably the
top of our ceiling.” Cont. p7

e Safe to say that Sergei Prokofiev is beginning to earn the
respect he deserves. Currently leading the first-season sires'
championship in Europe, Sergei Prokofiev had something of a
coming-of-age here on Tuesday when respected buyers like
Anthony Bromley and Clive Cox stretched to secure colts by the
Whitsbury Manor Stud-based stallion. It's one thing talking the
talk, which the progeny of Sergei Prokofiev did at the yearling
and foal sales these past couple of years, but now that they are
actually doing the business, shrewd judges are standing up and
taking notice.

During that time, the retraining movement in Japan has gained
serious momentum, from being almost non-existent to this
year's host nation now being one of the leaders in this field. In
April 2024, Japanese racing launched the Thoroughbred
Aftercare and Welfare (TAW) operation, which receives a
mouthwatering level of funding--there is ¥1.7 billion
(approximately €10m) in its budget for 2024--from the Japan
Racing Association (JRA) and the National Association of Racing
(NAR) to promote and assist the second careers of retired
racehorses.

Michael Owen joins the IFAR conference in Sapporo by video

Owen, whose daughter Gemma is a dressage rider and patron
of the World Horse Welfare charity, was not present in Sapporo
but appeared via a video filmed at his Manor House Stables in
Cheshire. He drew a parallel with his own early retirement from
football at the age of 33 and the life of a Thoroughbred
racehorse.

"“In my football career | had to win the league, | had to win
whatever trophy [...] there was that motivation to win," he said.
"To be a star at the World Cup at 18, | knew no different, and to
be a two-time Golden Boot winner in the Premier League by the
time | was 19, that was just what | was living, and that all came
very naturally to me.

"I suppose, to coin a racing phrase, | was that early 2-year-old,
| was that classic 3-year-old that possibly didn't train on, maybe
got an injury, a setback as a 3-year-old, and struggled to sustain
the level, so dropped back from Group 1s to listed."

Owen continued, "Any athlete has got to retire at some point,
and normally it's at an early stage. And rather like people, every
horse is different, and there are traits that the professionals will

notice in a horse when we are deciding where to retire them,
how to retire them, and what they should be doing afterwards."

The owner-breeder employs 45 staff members, including
trainer Hugo Palmer, and has 135 horses in training for various
owners at his stable--a project he started 10 years before he
stepped out of one sporting spotlight and into another.

"We take great pleasure and pride at Manor House in really
making sure that our horses, once they have finished racing, the
aftercare is spot on," he added.

"We take it very seriously, and | feel that our owners demand
that. One of the most frequently asked questions when
someone comes to Manor House Stables is, 'What happens after
their racing careers?' It definitely spikes peoples' conscience and
we are only too pleased to give them the run down on what can
happen."

Prior to an afternoon conference with speakers from around
the racing world, the morning session of the IFAR gathering was
a field trip to Sapporo Racecourse to view at first hand the
efforts being made in Japan to ensure useful secondary careers
for those Thoroughbreds leaving racing.

"It has become increasingly important for the racing industry
to properly address the issue of horse welfare," said Masayoshi
Yoshida, president and CEO of the JRA, in his opening address to
the conference.

"Horse racing is an exciting and enjoyable sport with a very
long history. | believe that addressing the issue of welfare and
aftercare of racehorses is an unavoidable challenge that must be
met to sustain the sport and sports betting worldwide."

Around 16,000 former racehorses are used in approximately
700 riding clubs around Japan, where there is not the same level
of sport horse breeding as in other nations. In fact, the majority
of the 74,000 horses in Japan are Thoroughbreds.

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The JRA itself owns more than 330 former racehorses for use
in various roles, including 100 as 'ponies' or lead horses on race
days across its 10 tracks. At the equestrian centre in a built-up
area of Sapporo across the road from the racecourse,
schoolchildren are taught to ride and learn the skills of
horsemanship. It was here that the IFAR delegates were treated
a dressage display by the former Grade 2 winners Decipher (Jpn)
(Deep Impact {Jpn}) and Cryptogram (Jpn) (King Kamehameha
{Jpn}), each ridden by members of Japan's Tokyo 2020 Olympic
dressage team, followed by a round of showjumping by Sahara
Desert (Jpn) (Wild Rush). The latter, a three-time winner, had
been ridden during his racing career by Christophe Lemaire, who
spoke during the morning session, along with Hiroshi Kitamura.

"The racehorses deserve a second chance and I'm very glad to
see horses showing different talents, either in dressage, jumping
or as therapy horses," said Lemaire.

His weighing-room colleague Kitamura added, "Trainers,
owners, breeders and jockeys must share the responsibility.
Jockeys [in Japan] help retired racehorse charities and also help
to spread the message through social media."

With the array of speakers during the afternoon including JRA
director Dr Atsushi Kikuta, World Horse Welfare chief executive
Roly Owers, and Helena Flynn from the BHA's Horse Welfare
Board, much of the discussion focused on steps that must still be
taken by racing authorities in order for the sport to retain
acceptance among the public--its oft-referred to 'social licence'.

It may be more usual to start at the beginning, but ahead of
the three-day Asian Racing Conference, which starts on
Wednesday, the focus in Sapporo was very much on the end of
horse's racing career and what comes next. And it is clear that
working backwards from that point to ensure proper funding for
aftercare provision is the only way that horseracing can continue
to move forward.

DUBAI MILLENNIUM WINS HALL OF FAME
PUBLIC VOTE

Dubai Millennium | Horsephotos

Dubai Millennium (GB) (Seeking the Gold), arguably the
greatest horse to ever carry the Godolphin silks, has won a hotly
contested three-week public vote for which 'Turn of the
Century' horse should be inducted to the QIPCO Hall of Fame. In
so doing, he was chosen over Daylami (Ire), Giant's Causeway
and Montjeu (Ire).

Dubai Millennium won nine of his 10 career trips to the post
from 1998-2000, his only career defeat coming when failing to
see out the 12-furlong trip in the Derby in 1999. He won his
other races by a combined 47 lengths, including a six-length
victory in the G1 Dubai World Cup followed by an eight-length
success in the G1 Prince of Wales's Stakes at Royal Ascot and
was officially rated on 136 thereafter.

Dubai Millennium was also a two-time winner over a mile,
taking out the G1 Prix Jacques le Marois and G1 Queen Elizabeth
Il Stakes after his loss at Epsom.

Dubai Millennium’s connections at Godolphin will receive a
specially commissioned medal to mark the induction, which will
be presented on QIPCO British Champions Day at Ascot on 19
October.

"Amongst many other outstanding contenders, Dubai
Millennium occupies the unique position of being said to be His
Highness Sheikh Mohammed's favourite racehorse,” said Hugh
Anderson, Managing Director (UK & Dubai) of Godolphin. “His
career and his legacy shaped Godolphin and epitomised the
spirit of Dubai. To win the Dubai World Cup, the race he was
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named for, in such a dominant manner was exceptional, as were
his other victories at the very highest level including the Prince
of Wales Stakes at Royal Ascot. Twenty-three years later, his
presence lives on through his world-leading stallion son Dubawi
(Ire) and his many grandsons that have become such a powerful
influence on the breed of the future."

Launched in 2021, the Hall of Fame immortalises the Modern
Greats of British Flat racing, both human and equine, from 1970
onwards. The first inductee of 2024 was trainer Aidan O’Brien,
whose astonishing achievements were officially recognised
through a special presentation moment at Newmarket
Racecourse earlier this year.

RASHABAR COULD BE CURRAGH BOUND
FOLLOWING NARROW PRIX MORNY DEFEAT

Royal Ascot winner Rashabar (Ire) (Holy Roman Emperor {Ire})
is set for a step up in trip on his next start as connections of
Brian Meehan's colt have identified the G1 National Stakes at
the Curragh as a likely target for the shock 80-1 winner of the
Coventry Stakes.

Rashabar came close to providing Meehan with a third success
in the Prix Morny when narrowly failing to reel in Aidan
O'Brien's Whistlejacket at Deauville earlier this month.

"There's a fair few options, but we will be sticking in Group 1
company," said Sam Sangster, manager for owners Manton
Thoroughbreds.

"I had a meeting with Brian and we decided to take a good
long look at the National Stakes and we really feel a step up to
seven furlongs will suit him.

"He did the quickest sectionals in the final two furlongs of the
Prix Morny and just looks like a horse that will benefit from a
step up and he should suit the Curragh.

"We also have in mind that the Lagardere is there a little later
on. The three races we have in mind are the National Stakes,
Lagardere and the Breeders' Cup Juvenile Turf and if you were
working back from the Breeders' Cup it would then be one of
the others."

A trip to Del Mar for the Breeders' Cup has often been
mentioned in discussions surrounding Rashabar's programme
but depending on the outcome of his next race, Stateside
ambitions may be tempered in order to preserve Classic
aspirations next season.

"We feel he is a horse that is not just going to be limited to a
two-year-old campaign, he is a horse who is going to keep
improving," Sangster added.

"Whatever happens in his next run we will hopefully be
thinking the Guineas is well within his remit after that, and
whether or not we go to Del Mar, the steer will be towards the
Guineas if we think he's good enough and at the moment we do
think we have the right horse."

ARC, 1/ST TEAMING UP TO OFFER MORE
INTERNATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES

Arena Racing Company (ARC), the largest racing group in
Britain, and 1/ST, who maintains a large portfolio of tracks in
North America, will team to offer new opportunities for some of
their feature races, the organizations announced in a joint
release Tuesday.

The winners of certain races at Doncaster will be offered free
entry into some of the marquee events when Santa Anita Park in
Arcadia, California, stages the inaugural California Crown on 28
September and select races on the Pegasus World Cup
undercard at Gulfstream Park near Miami, Florida, on 25
January 2025.

During the upcoming Betfred St Leger Festival, the winner of
the G2 Betfred May Hill Stakes will receive an invitation to the
$500,000 Gl Pegasus World Cup Invitational Filly & Mare Turf
over a mile and one-sixteenth (about 1700 metres). A free entry
into the Gl Eddie D. Turf Sprint (1300 metres), worth $750,000,
will be extended to the winner of the G2 Carlsberg Danish
Pilsner Flying Childers Stakes.

For the first time, Season 12 of the All-Weather
Championships will open qualification to Finals Day to any horse
running three times over a synthetic surface in the USA, in
addition to runs in the UK, Ireland or France. The winner of the
Carousel Club Handicap at Gulfstream on 25 January will now
receive free entry into the All-Weather Championships Final
Mile at Newcastle on Good Friday, 18 April 2025, with two other
qualifying runs. The All-Weather Championships begin this
coming October across the six all-weather courses in Britain,
culminating with the £1-million Finals Day.

ARC and 1/ST will support the connections of any qualifying
horse with a subsidy towards their travel.
