There is plenty of scope for improvement next year and like his
sire, he has a fantastic mind which will help him develop.”

There was another length and a half back to
Feiern Kranz (Jpn) (Duramente {Jpn}) in third.

PINSTRIPED PREVAILS IN MEMSIE BATTLE

Caulfield took the spotlight on Saturday with the running of
the G1 Memsie S., with Enver Jusufovic's Pinstriped (Aus)
(Street Boss) claiming victory.

The build-up for Saturday’s G1 Memsie S. was billed as a
match race between Pride Of Jenni (Aus) (Pride Of Dubai {Aus})
and Mr Brightside (NZ2) (Bullbars {Aus}), with the rest of the
small field expected to play supporting roles.

However, Enver Jusufovic’s 6-year-old gelding Pinstriped
clearly didn’t get the memo and spoiled the party. Pride Of Jenni
employed her usual tactics but was a spent force heading into
the straight, with Mr Brightside surging to the front.

Pinstriped, with his regular rider Ben Allen in the saddle, set
sail for the son of Bullbars, and for the remainder of the
time-honoured 1400-metre feature, it was a battle to the line,
with the son of Street Boss proving better on this occasion.

Mr Brightside held on for second, with his stablemate
Gentleman Roy (Aus) (So You Think {NZ}) finishing third.

It was an emotional win for Jusufovic, who told Racing.com,
“There’s a lot of relief and a big thank you to a lot of people,
especially Gary Mudgway. “We found this horse and paid
AS80,000 for him as a weanling. | can’t afford to buy expensive
yearlings, so it was the first time | had purchased a weanling.

“I was really disappointed that he laid in quite badly last start,
and | tried a tongue tie on him every day last week, but in his
final gallop on Tuesday, he didn’t impress me, so | decided not
to change anything.

“Ben (Allen) and | decided, with the wind today (Saturday),
we’d just ride the horse the way he should be ridden, and when
you go for a run, just give him a little bit of room to move.

“Because | think when a horse nudges him or touches him, he
tends to not think about going forward in a race. Now that he
has won a Group 1, I'll just watch every race as it comes.

“Ill discuss it with Ben and see if he goes to the Makybe Diva
or the Feehan S.”

Pedigree Notes

Pinstriped was an A$80,000 purchase by Enver Jusufovic and
Gary Mudgway Bloodstock from the draft of Noorilim Park at
the 2019 Magic Millions National Weanling Sale. He is the
second foal from the Snitzel (Aus) mare Snitzel Blitz (Aus), who
won as a 2-year-old. The son of Street Boss is a half-brother to
Menindee (Aus) (Unencumbered {Aus}), a winner of 14 races.
Pinstriped has now won seven races, with Saturday’s G1 Memsie
S. being his first elite-level success.

He had previously won the G2 John F Feehan S. and the G3 CS
Hayes S., and he has placed in the G2 PB Lawrence S. twice.

IMMERSIVE UPSETS A SOGGY SPINAWAY

by Stefanie Grimm

The 2024 Gl Spinaway Stakes was a tale of the haves and the
have-nots.

On one hand, there was just a single stakes winner in the field.
But that runner, The Queens M G (Thousand Words), was
looking to sweep the 2-year-old stakes on offer at Saratoga this
season--a feat not commonly accomplished. Lined up to oppose
her was a talented group of maiden winners led by 'TDN Rising
Star' Quietside (Malibu Moon) and Godolphin homebred
Immersive (Nyquist). And of the 11 fillies lined up seeking Grade
| glory, only one had ever raced on an off surface (54-1 longshot
Slang {Omaha Beach} was fourth in her Churchill Downs debut
over a sloppy strip May 17).

Undeterred by the conditions, it was Immersive at 12-1 who
powered to the front late to spring the upset in the Spinaway. A
two-length winner over stablemate and Saturday rival Salted
(Tapit) going six furlongs at the Spa July 21, the homebred
wearing the Royal Blue had no issue adding the extra furlong.
Breaking from the rail under Manny Franco, Immersive was
ridden for speed but outrun by several rivals to her outside
through the opening furlong. Franco opted to take a hold of his
filly and the pair settled along the fence in fifth as the opening
quarter went in :22.68. Cont. p9

Stuck behind a wall of horses four-wide in front of her around
the turn, Immersive was already under a sustained drive as she
tipped to the outside of the leaders.

'Rising Star' Quietside got the first jump and looked to clear off
but the longshot reeled her in with determined strides, got by
on the outside and won going away.

"I love her even more now,” admitted winning trainer Brad
Cox. “She is good. She really is. She kind of stamped herself as
being good from day one. She showed at Keeneland that she
had some talent. We moved her over to Churchill, we thought
she was a Saratoga filly for a while. She came up here and ran a
big race first time out. | thought she galloped out huge that day,
and always thought she'd stretch out--most often Godolphin
horses do with their pedigrees, they breed for two-turn horses. |
think she'll handle the two turns when she gets the
opportunity."

Immersive | Sarah Andrew

Cox noted that the GI Darley Alcibiades Stakes at Keeneland
may be the next start for his newest Grade | winner.

"We will talk it over with the Godolphin team. | would say that
probably would be the game plan. I'd like to ship her back to
Churchill on Monday and come up with a game plan. | would say
that would probably be ‘Plan A.™"

Pedigree Note:

The third winner at the top level for Darley stallion Nyquist,
Immersive is also another feather in the cap for prolific
broodmare sire Bernardini. Gap Year, who has produced two
winners from two runners, is a daughter of Gl Ballerina
Breeders' Cup Stakes winner Dubai Escapade who was
purchased by Godolphin for $2 million as a 2-year-old in training
in 2004. As one might expect from such a price tag, the family

Loose on the lead and identified as a rabbit for fellow Klaravich
Stables runner and Chad Brown stablemate McKulick (GB)
(Frankel {GB}), Seth Klarman's Idea Generation (Ire) (Dubawi
{Ire}) stole Saturday's Gll Flower Bowl Stakes at the Spa, a 'Win
and You're In' event for the Gl Breeders' Cup Filly & Mare Turf.

The longest shot on the board at 31-1, Idea Generation put
them all to sleep while surprising everyone to notch her first
career black-type win. MGISW and 6-5 favorite War Like
Goddess (English Channel), who won the Flower Bowl when it
was still a Grade | in 2021 and was second in 2022, rallied late
for second as GISW McKulick finished third.

Idea Generation all the way in the Flower Bowl | Sarah Andrew

Swift out of the Flower Bowl gate, Idea Generation already had
5 1/2 lengths on the field by the :26.08 first quarter and easily
maintained a half-dozen length distance at the :51.92 half. She
led the field on a merry chase over a yielding course in the rain
with Florent Geroux high in the saddle like he was out for
morning exercise instead of in an afternoon race. Idea
Generation kept going as last year's Flower Bowl winner Parnac
(Fr) (Zarak {Fr}) chased and War Like Goddess found herself
bottled up on the rail while second from last. Little had changed
by the 1:43.58 mile mark. Although rivals were visually closing
the gap, Idea Generation's ears were pricked on the turn as she
kept the motor running and Geroux got busy. Despite War Like
Goddess swinging out to unfurl a brave late and wide run, she
was simply left with too much to do and couldn't catch Idea
Generation while clearly second best.

McKulick held third by a head.

Idea Generation, purchased for 340,000gns by Mike Ryan at
the 2021 Tattersalls October yearling sale, was second to
McKulick in her lone graded try in last fall's Glll Waya Stakes.
Winner of just one previous race--an Aqueduct maiden special
weight in 2022--her only other 2024 start was a fifth in a July 25
allowance over course and distance.

Brown, who was winning the Flower Bowl for the eighth time,
said after the race, “My instructions in the paddock were the
same that day when she ran second at Aqueduct last fall: ‘you're
here to set the pace, but you're also here to win. Try to do both.
Honest pace--she enjoys running along freely, but if you think

you can win the race, by all means, try to win the race.” He did it.

He was clear. He was setting an honest pace, but he used good
judgment to try and win the race for himself, too. That's what |
do with my speed horses.”

Bill Mott, trainer of War Like Goddess, had some good-natured
ribbing for Brown. “When [War Like Goddess] got out, she ran
by McKulick, she ran by everybody.

Idea Generation is his first Flower Bow! winner, but certainly
not his first Saratoga winner, as his In Italian (GB) won the
Gl Diana Stakes in 2022 and his Quidura (GB) won the GlI
Ballston Spa Stakes in 2018, among others.

The Dubawi/Galileo (Ire) cross Idea Generation is bred on is
also well established, as more than 30 of Dubawi's stakes
performers are directly out of Galileo mares. Galileo has 346
black-type winners out of his daughters.

Idea Generation's dam is a half-sister to Irish G1SW Zoffany
(Ire) (Dansili {GB}) and two other Group winners. The mare's
most recent produce includes a yearling colt by Too Darn Hot
(GB) and an Apr. 18-foaled colt by New Bay (GB). Both of those
stallions are sons of Dubawi.

GOLD PHOENIX NIPS DICEY MO CHARRA ON

LINE FOR THIRD DEL MAR HANDICAP WIN

Gold Phoenix outfinishes them all in the Del Mar Handicap | Benoit

Just a quarter hour after Idea Generation (Ire) (Dubawi {Ire})
lulled the Gl Flower Bowl Stakes field to sleep at Saratoga, Dicey
Mo Chara (GB) (Adaay {Ire}) tried the same tactics on the other
coast in the Gl Del Mar Handicap, but didn't have the same
head of steam afforded the Saratoga winner and found a late
dogfight instead. Favored Gold Phoenix (Ire) (Belardo {Ire})
“loves to fight,” according to rider Kyle Frey, and kicked it into
high gear late to run down the pacesetter, capturing the Del Mar
Handicap for the third year in a row. Balnikhov (Ire) (Adaay
{Ire}), a MGSW who was third last out in the July 28 Gll Eddie
Read Stakes, closed from the back for third.

The Del Mar Handicap is a 'Win and You're In' for the
Gl Breeders' Cup Turf, which Gold Phoenix tried each of the past
two years. His best finish was a fourth last year to Auguste Rodin
(Ire) (Deep Impact {Jpn}), which also marked a career-best 102
Beyer for the now-6-year-old gelding.

Shortly after the break Saturday, Gold Phoenix dropped over
to the rail, carving out a clear-cut third, and he stayed there
under cover as GSW Dicey Mo Chara, who was most recently
second in the Eddie Read, did his best to stall his rivals with
:25.77 and :51.13 early fractions in the 1 3/8-mile event.

After a mile in 1:41.44 with the field compacting but no one
truly threatening, Gold Phoenix, still third on the rail, was
shaken up by Frey, found a hole on the inside, and charged
through just strides before the wire to nip Dicey Mo Chara by a
neck.

"Definitely [some anxious moments],” said winning trainer Phil
D'Amato. “Whether we were going to get through and then
whether we were going to carry our momentum. Kyle [Frey] just
kept going and riding and riding and kept his head down and the
big horse got his head in front and got the job done. He's got a
heart of gold. Whenever he can get clear he makes things
happen."

Inaugurated in 1937, the Del Mar Handicap has seen D'Amato
in the winner's circle a record nine of the last 11 years. Gold
Phoenix, the only three-time winner of the race, is co-owned by
Little Red Feather Racing, who has won the Del Mar Handicap
five times in conjunction with various partnerships. Little Red
Feather owns Gold Phoenix with Sterling Stables and Marsha
Naify.

Winner of the 2023 Gl Frank E. Kilroe Mile Stakes, Gold
Phoenix got a five-month freshening after last year's Breeders'
Cup Turf. Off-the-board finishes in two Southern California
graded events this year were sandwiched around a May 4 win in
the Gl Charles Whittingham Stakes. The chestnut has been a
factor in the SoCal turf division since 2022--he's cleaned up in six
graded events--after winning his lone Irish start in 2021.

Pedigree Notes:

With his fifth crop racing now, the British-based Belardo (Ire),
an early sire son of the exceptional Lope de Vega (Ire), is the sire
of 13 black-type winners worldwide, including seven graded
winners. He has another U.S. stakes winner in MGSW Bellabel
(Ire), who is also trained by D'Amato.

Magnifica, the dam of Gold Phoeni, is a full-sister to Hong
Kong GISW Sea Defence and to U.S. MGSW & GISP Jibboom. The
latter is also the dam of GSW Accede (Into Mischief) and GSW-
Ire Flying Jib (GB) (Oasis Dream {GB}). A $70,000 purchase by
Jim Ryan at the 2014 Keeneland November sale, Magnifica has a
2-year-old full-brother to Gold Phoenix--a 115,000gns RNA at
the 2023 Tattersalls October sale--and a yearling filly by Lucky
Vega (Ire), another son of Belardo's sire. The mare is a winning
daughter of Mizzen Mast, who has 41 stakes winners as a
broodmare sire.

Under a
hold entering the final three furlongs, Ag Bullet quickened up
beautifully when popped the question with two furlongs to race
and though she failed to swap her leads off the dogleg into the
final 100 yards, she reported home a comprehensive winner in
course-record time. Dontlookbackatall, favored off her narrow
success over Danse Macabre (Army Mule) in the GllI Caress
Stakes at Saratoga July 25, chased the winner home in vain,
while Ocean Club finished off well from the tail to pick up
graded black-type for the second time in her career.

“She’s absolutely fast. | mean, she's a kind of versatile filly,”
Rispoli said. “Today was absolutely no chance at all to grab a
step back and sit behind. She broke well, which sometimes she
doesn’t. She’s very special. It worked out really well. We went to
the lead. She was happy all the way and | was happy to let her
run.

“This is special. | came all this way just for her. It couldn’t have
been better than this. | am so proud. | want to say thank you to
the owners, to (trainer) Richard (Baltas) and all the team that
made such a huge effort to bring the filly to the race in good
condition.”

The most lightly raced member of the Ladies' Turf Sprint field,
Ag Bullet won the one-mile Lady of Shamrock Stakes while
under the care of George Papaprodromou in 2023 and kicked off
this season with victories in the Feb. 25 Wishing Well Stakes and
GlIl Monrovia Stakes once returned to this barn. Last but one
when stretched out for the GlI Distaff Turf Mile at Churchill May
4, she was cutting back off a coast-to-coast success in the
restricted Osunitas Stakes at Del Mar July 21.

Ag Bullet is bred on a variant of the Candy Ride cross over
Storm Cat-line mares that has yielded the likes of Grade |
winners Gun Runner, Shared Belief, Sidney's Candy, Evita
Argentina and Candied.

Intent on the front, he led the strung-out field with his ears
pricked through :23.45 and :47.14 fractions. Exaulted (Twirling
Candy)--second in this race last year following a win in the
Gl Shoemaker Mile--as well as First Peace (Funtastic) and
Astronomer threatened to swamp him off the turn, but
Conclude found another gear and sprinted for home, able to just
hold on late for a head victory despite never swapping to his
correct lead. Almendares (GB), a stablemate of Conclude, rallied
late and drew on nearly even terms, but couldn't get by as
Conclude held on.

"I left it up to [jockey] Hector [Berrios],” said winning trainer
Phil D'Amato. “The horse likes to be up there close. He broke
bad last time. We did a little gate schooling with him and he
broke like a rocket today and Hector nursed him along
beautifully and got the job done."

D'Amato, who was winning his fourth Del Mar Mile since 2016,
won three graded races on Del Mar's Saturday card. Over and
above Conclude's victory, he also captured the Gll Del Mar
Handicap with Gold Phoenix (Ire) (Belardo {Ire}) and the GllI
Green Flash Handicap with Motorious (GB) (Muhaarar {GB}).

In addition to the Del Mar Derby, Conclude won a pair of SoCal
listed stakes last year in the Oceanside Stakes and the Desert
Code Stakes. He had an eight-month break after the Del Mar
Derby and was last seen finishing fourth July 21 in the course
and distance Wickerr Stakes behind three of the horses he beat
Saturday.

Pedigree Notes:

Conclude is an Airdrie Stud product through and through. He's
by farm stallion Collected, a son of City Zip whose third crop is
currently two. And he's out of 2012 GI Kentucky Oaks winner
Believe You Can, a homebred for Airdrie's late Brereton Jones.

Though she was hounded along through solid
fractions of :46.40 and 1:09.96, the Whitham homebred had
something left when her rider went for her in earnest entering
the final furlong and a half and she proved a comfortable
winner.

Bill and Tammy Simon's WSS Racing celebrated with trainer
John Ortiz and his team after Brightwork's hard-fought win in
the 77th running of the GlII Prioress Stakes at Saratoga on
Saturday. The 3-year-old filly was scratched after flipping in the
paddock before the kickoff of her 3-year-old campaign in the
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Gl Test Stakes this summer, but she bounced back and proved
her affinity for the Spa's main track.

Last summer as a juvenile, the filly scooped up the
GllI Adirondack Stakes and then grabbed the Gl Spinaway
Stakes. Even though she finished off the board in the Gl Darley

grad who was purchased by WSS for $95,000. Ortiz overcame a
conditioning setback with her over the winter, plus the paddock
incident, to have her fit and ready for this spot.

Off as a 5-2 shot here, Brightwork was able to get in gear and
finally joined favorite Two Sharp up the backstretch. Ready for a
street fight, the bay began to engage in a back-and-forth duel
around the far turn with her rival. As the pair squared up for the
stretch run, the 3-year-old looked her rival in the eye for the
final time at the sixteenth marker and surged ahead to collect
her third graded win over the course. Miuccia drove home a
gallant third.

"We were just very blessed that we had another opportunity
to get another win at Saratoga,” said John Ortiz. “This was not
the original plan, but God had his plans and things happened for
a reason. She looked like she was tiring very hard at the end. She
dug in. It didn't surprise me how much heart she had at the end.
It was good to see such guts in an athlete like that. It was just a
beautiful race.

"She is astonishing. Just to see how her heart truly is, how big
it truly is, was amazing."

In what could prove to be a useful trial run, Motorious (GB)
(Muhaarar {GB}) came flying over the Del Mar turf late to win
the 'Win And You're In' Gll Green Flash Handicap Saturday. Last
year's winner, who parlayed this race into a fifth in the Gl
Breeders' Cup Turf Sprint at Santa Anita, broke as the 2-1
favorite despite not having found the winner's circle since taking
this same race one year ago. Brought back as a 6-year-old to be
seventh in the Gll Twin Spires Turf Sprint Stakes at Churchill
Downs May 4, Motorious could do no better than fourth facing
allowance runners at Santa Anita going six furlongs June 16.
Favored despite needing to show a step up, Motorious cut back
to five furlongs for the first time since the Breeders' Cup and,
despite a good break from the outside gate, found himself
swarmed in the opening furlong. Guided to the outside by
Antonio Fresu, the favorite had just two runners beat through
into the far turn and appeared to be hopelessly out of it past the
quarter pole. But once he switched leads just outside the
furlong marker, Motorious found his best gear and came flying
down the outside, leading home a charging Johnny Podres
(Grazen) as they both nailed No Nay Hudson (Ire) (No Nay
Never), who appeared well on his way to winning, close to
home.

"I was really happy with the way the horse was breezing the
last few times,” said Fresu. “When | read the race, | could see
there was going to be a lot of speed. So the plan was from the
outside post try to save ground and plough forward. It worked
out perfectly, so | couldn't be happier about that."

Winning trainer Phil D'Amato added: "It's a good feeling. This
horse didn't get things his own way starting off this year and he
came back to a turf course he really likes and got a nice set and
showed what he can do.”

SUNDAY'S GRADED PREVIEW: 'BEHOLD THE
PALE HORSE WITH EARLY SPEED'

You know how the quote reads directly from the
handicapper's Bible, "Behold the pale horse with controlling
speed." Heeding that warning arrives once again on Sunday.

Halfway through the three-day holiday weekend of
Thoroughbred racing, Saratoga and Del Mar card graded races.
The Spa's Gl Jockey Club Gold Cup Stakes, the penultimate 'Win
and You're In' pass to the Breeders' Cup Classic, sets the tone
with a myriad of intriguing storylines woven into this fleece as a
half dozen entries will try to catch that aforementioned 'pale
horse' Arthur's Ride (Tapit).

The 4-year-old white knight was downright sensational in the
Gl Whitney Stakes at the Spa Aug. 3when he skimmed the mud
from start to finish and cleared by 2 1/4 lengths. Trained by Bill
Mott, the colt is looking for his third win of the meet and jockey
Junior Alvarado has one job, send him.

The Gold Cup pursuers are an eclectic bunch when it comes to
running style, but none of them possess first call quickness like
the 80 cents on the dollar morning line favorite. Lest we forget,
Arthur's Ride won by an eye-catching 12 3/4 lengths over this
course and distance against optional claimers June 7.

“He’s [Arthur's Ride] had four weeks in between,” said Mott.
“We are hoping he has had enough time in between. He ran a
huge race last time and we are hoping he can fire back that
same shot.”

A pair of Todd Pletcher trainees will try to not let Arthur's Ride
out of their sight. Bright Future (Curlin) won this race last year,
but he finished a well-beaten eighth in the Whitney and is
looking to get back on track. In with a major chance is
stablemate Tapit Trice (Tapit), who outgamed fellow entrant

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in the Monmouth Cup last month. Owned by Whisper Hill and
Gainesway, Tapit Trice's performance in Oceanport harkened
back to how the colt took last year's Derby Trail by storm.

“I was very happy with Tapit Trice’s comeback win in the
Monmouth Cup and he’s been training exceptionally well for
this,” Pletcher said. “I think the mile and a quarter suits him.”

Also signed on are a pair of talented types in Disarm (Gun
Runner), who likes to come from the clouds for trainer Steve
Asmussen, and a member of trainer Cherie DeVaux's shedrow--
runner-up from the Gl Stephen Foster Stakes at Churchill Downs
in late June-- Pyrenees (Into Mischief). Both are looking for their

. The Glassman Family 4-year-old colt showed that he
had legit speed in his first try in a stakes race.

. With regular rider Junior Alvarado as his pilot, he

confirmed that that his resounding 12-length victory in
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his two-turn debut on June 7 was no fluke.

. He stayed and won at 6-1, giving Hall of Fame trainer
Bill Mott his first victory in one of Saratoga's most
prestigious stakes races.

The Whitney's "Win and You're In" ticket to the Gl Breeders'
Cup Classic is secured and he is on to the race Mott has been
aiming for.

"Just hope he fires the same shot back that he did last time,"
Mott said. "I think if you look at his races this year, | think he's
had four races and three of the four have been really good
efforts. The only bad one was in a mucky track at Churchill."

That was on May 3, on the Gl Kentucky Oaks program. He
failed to break alertly, did manage to get within four lengths in
the sloppy going after six furlongs, but ended up ninth. He did
handle the wet track in the Whitney, though.

Arthur's Ride was purchased for $250,000 at the 2021
Keeneland September Sale. He ran second both starts at
Saratoga in 2022 and broke his maiden in February 2023. A
tendon injury kept him out of racing for 13 months. He returned
in mid-March with a 7 1/2-length win at Gulfstream.

Mott said the June victory during the Belmont Stakes at
Saratoga meet at the Gold Cup distance of 10 furlongs was
where Arthur's Ride showed himself being ready to graduate to
the top level of the sport.

"It was an allowance race, but he was very impressive," Mott
said. "l think he impressed a lot of people that saw it, visually.
Then | think the speed figures came back good, too."

Flanagan Completes Name Game Trifecta

Flanagan said that a couple of months ago he asked a visitor
from Ireland about ta word he was considering.

"I said, 'what do you know about what's a chancer because I've
heard that?" Flanagan said. "I've been in Ireland a couple few
times. 'It's not a derogatory termis it?" He said,' Oh no, no. It
might be a guy that's been at the local pub that might hustle you
in a game of darts or something like that.'

"I said, 'Perfect.' | just thought it had a nice ring to it, that it
was a very unique name. | threw the Mc in there for McKinzie.
Solved all three of those puzzles."

Flanagan was at home isolating with a case of COVID when
Chancer McPatrick broke his maiden at Saratoga for trainer
Chad Brown on July 27. The $725,000 OBS April purchase had a
bad start and was last of 10 early.

"That cost him six lengths, easy," Flanagan said. "l looked up,
and he's back in the field.

Flanagan said he was looking at the horses who were near the
lead when he realized that Chancer McPatrick under Flavien
Prat was making a move.

"I'm thinking that hopefully he finishes well and he learns from
this," Flanagan said. "All of a sudden, | see him coming on the
outside, and | was just hoping he got second or third."

Chancer McPatrick, sent off as the 2-1 favorite, did better than
that. He completed the last-to-first rally and won by one length.

"I really wish | was there, because my parents were there in
the stands, and my father said to me, 'lI've never seen a horse fly
like that in the stretch in my life." And he's been going there for
60 years. It was very, very exciting. We have our fingers crossed
for Monday, but it's a very tough field."

Beckman Said Nothing on the Schedule for Honor

Marie After Travers Disappointment

Better things were expected for Honor Marie (Honor Code) in
last week's $1.25-million GI Travers Stakes.

Trainer Whit Beckman is still trying to figure out what went
wrong after Honor Marie ran the worst race of his career when
finishing eighth--and last--in the Midsummer Derby.

"Maybe it was the blinkers, | don't know," Beckman said by
phone.

Honor Marie was equipped with blinkers for the first time in
his eight-race career in the Travers.

"A little bit," Beckman said when asked how surprised he was
with the effort. "It was the only time he hadn't really run for us."
Beckman said that Honor Marie could be shut down for the rest
of the year and be pointed to a 4-year-old campaign.

"I think a 4-year-old year for him could be pretty productive,"
said Beckman, who was starting his first horse in the Travers.
"We have options. Some time off between now and then would
not be the worst thing for him."

Beckman said at this time, it is not probable that Honor Marie
would be pointed to the S1-million GI Pennsylvania Derby at
Parx on Sept. 21.

Before the Travers, Honor Marie had finished fourth in the Gl
Belmont Stakes and eighth in the Gl Kentucky Derby after
less-than-desirable trips. He was second in the GlI Louisiana
Derby and that made him a player on the Triple Crown trail.
Beckman says the long campaign might have caught up with his
horse. Honor Marie is owned by Ribble Farms, Michael
Eiserman, Earl Silver, Kenneth Fishbein and Dave Fishbein.

"He really hasn't had a break since April," Beckman said. "You
get to a point where when has he had enough? | don't think Parx
is on our radar, but things can change. Right now, | think
everyone is content to say he had a strong 3-year-old campaign.
He competed in all those top races against the top ones, and he
ran very legitimately. Give him the time if he needs it. That is
more likely the option than going to Parx."

Lauren Faulkner, assistant to trainer Michael O’Callaghan, has
been with Black Forza since he got to the United States last
week. O’Callaghan’s first day here was Wednesday. Kennedy
flew in from Ireland Friday; Browne McMonagle was on the
ground Saturday morning after flying from Ireland after riding
there Friday.

“Every day has been better and better for him,” O’Callaghan
said about Black Forza.

Browne McMonagle, 21, rode Black Forza for the first time in
the Richmond Stakes.

He was on Black Forza for his Saturday morning training
session at Kentucky Downs.

“Just a little canter,” Browne McMonagle said. “He is moving
good, and he seems fresh. All roads lead to tomorrow.”

This will be the second time that Browne McMonagle has
ridden in the United States. He rode three horses in last year’s
Breeders’ Cup, the best finish being a second in the Juvenile Turf
with Mountain Bear (Ire) (No Nay Never) for trainer Aidan
O’Brien. His main client to ride for in Ireland is Joseph O’Brien,
Aidan’s son.

“He is not an up-and-coming rider anymore,” O’Callaghan said
“He is one of the main jockeys in Ireland. He has won several
Group 1 races and has ridden several winners for us.
World-class. We are delighted to be able to get him to come out
and ride Black Forza because he knows him.”

Browne McMonagle, like many who have come to Kentucky
Downs from Europe, raved about the turf course, saying it
reminds them of tracks back home. He smiled and shook his
head when the lucrative purse structure at Kentucky Downs was
brought up.

“It’s crazy,” he said. “I think in the future, there will be a lot
more European horses coming over and trying to take some of
it. It's huge.”

O’Callaghan and Browne McMonagle spent part of Saturday
morning walking the Kentucky Downs course. The trainer said
that there would be no further instruction to the jockey. “At this
level, if you ask them what they are thinking, 99 times out of
100, it’s what you are thinking,” O’Callaghan said. “You leave it
up to them. It gives them a bit of freedom and takes a little
pressure off when the gates open. This is a different kettle of
fish. They are race jockeys, and they have to use their
experience and decide in a blink of an eye what they are going
to do. You can’t tie them down with instructions.”

RACING, TRAINING OPERATIONS CEASE AT
PIMLICO

Operations have ceased at Pimlico Race Course as of Saturday,
August 31, in order to allow the construction of the new Pimlico
under the Maryland Thoroughbred Racetrack Operating
Authority. Saturday, Maryland Jockey Club Acting president and
General Manager Mike Rogers issued a statement marking the
event.

“OnJuly 1, 2024, ownership of Pimlico Race Course was
officially transferred from The Stronach Group to the State of
Maryland as part of the plan to secure the Preakness Stakes’s
continued presence in Baltimore and establish Pimlico as the
permanent hub for year-round Thoroughbred racing in
Maryland," the statement reads. "In conjunction with this
transfer, a strategic investment of $10 million was announced
through the Park Heights Renaissance in consultation with the
Maryland Thoroughbred Racetrack Operating Authority to

enhance housing, employment training, and workforce
development in the Park Heights area.

For the Maryland Thoroughbred Racetrack Operating
Authority and the Maryland Stadium Authority to move
ahead, today, August 31, marks the final day for all racing,
training and wagering operations at Pimlico Race Course. This
closure includes all customer facing activities and the
backstretch.

Pimlico has been a valuable part of our organization. The
Stronach Group thanks our customers and the community,
particularly the Park Heights community, for their patronage
and support.

SARATOGA SPRINGS, N.Y. - After having his picture taken with
debuting Early Adoptor (GB) Lope de Vega (IRE)) following the
second race Saturday, trainer Chad Brown promptly dropped
names and words of praise.

"My assistant, Luis Cabrera, at Monmouth, | want to give him a
lot of credit," Brown said. "He had this horse all summer. He was
rained out at Monmouth a couple weeks ago and he says, 'you
know, boss this is probably a Saratoga-level horse. Go ahead and
try him up there.' And he was right."

Authentic Gallop and jockey Dylan Davis led the way until a
few strides before the wire when Early Adoptor arrived in a
hurry. Leaving from Post 2 and wearing blinkers for the first
time, Authentic Gallop turned in early split times of :23.96,
:48.76. He got six furlongs in 1:13.60 and the mile in 1:37.57.

Meanwhile, Franco guided Early Adoptor to the rail from Post
8 before they reached the first turn. They sat comfortably in
fifth, 3 1/2 to 4 lengths off lengths off the pace. In the second
turn they moved four or five paths off the rail entering the
stretch and steadily moved past the competition. Even though
Franco dropped his crop inside the eighth pole, Early Adoptor
delivered another surge and caught Authentic Gallop.

"It's just a maiden race, but he did everything right," Brown
said. "He's got a bright future."

Laurice was purchased at OBS April for $460,000.

"She was impressive at (OBS,) Weaver said. "l thought she
worked great coming into this race. She's a nice physical
specimen and she's trained well ever since we've had her. She
did a little better on the grass and that's why we sprinted her on
the grass. We had high hopes for her. We thought she was going
to run well."

Weaver said that Laurice had been working in company with
his 3-year-old filly Amidst Waves (Midshipman), the winner of
last year's Bolton Landing Stakes at Saratoga.

"I feel bad for Amidst Waves," Weaver said. "She's had to
chase this horse around there and she's a really good filly in her
own right. (Laurice) was giving us good signs and it was nice to
see her do well against classy horses. The 7-2 was a generous
price."

Weaver is not sure what the future holds for his filly. That will
largely depend on whether or not she can stretch out.

"She's not a an aggressive horse, so | think she will get more
ground," Weaver said. "When working with Amidst Waves, she
was in hand, waiting for a cue. | think she will stretch out."

In addition to selling at OBS, Laurice went through the sales
ring twice at Keeneland.

'Swifties' were cheering at the top of their lungs for Swift
Delivery, who is part-owned by the pop superstar's boyfriend
and Kansas City Chiefs star Travis Kelce, but it was Piper's Factor
who stole the show at Woodbine on Saturday.
