Claiborne Breeders' Futurity cont. from p1

East Avenue, sent off as the 5-2 second choice, cleared the
field beneath Tyler Gaffalione heading into the first turn as
Ferocious, who also acted up in the starting gate and tossed
rider Luis Saez, raced in some early traffic and bounced off the
rail. East Avenue cruised up front through fractions of :23.18
and :46.76 over a track playing very kindly to speed, hit the top
of the short stretch in a race of his own and kept on rolling down
the lane to punch his ticket to the Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile with
an exclamation point.

The result stood following an objection lodged by the rider of
the runner-up claiming interference against the winner heading
into the run to the clubhouse turn.

Godolphin and trainer Brendan Walsh won this same race in
2019 with Darley stallion Maxfield (Street Sense), who was a late
scratch and forced to sit out that fall's Breeders' Cup Juvenile
with a foot bruise.

"“I've been lucky enough to have a couple of very good horses
the last two years, especially with Godolphin, and he seemed
like he was right up there," Walsh said. "l was just waiting for
confirmation. | think he's a very special horse." Cont. p7

Never before in his nine-race career had "'TDN Rising Star' Carl
Spackler (Ire) (Lope de Vega {Ire}) led at the first or second call
of any of his races.

Never before, even more remarkably, had Chad Brown
unsaddled a winner of the GI Coolmore Turf Mile at Keeneland.

But, drawn widest in a field of nine for Saturday's 'Win and
You're In' qualifier for the Gl Breeders' Cup Mile the flashy
chestnut was ridden for speed from out there by Tyler
Gaffalione and found extra in the final furlong to earn an all-
expenses-paid trip to Del Mar.

The blaze-faced chestnut had to do a bit of work to make the
lead, but he was able to cross and clear his rivals through an
opening quarter in :23.93 as Talk of the Nation (Quality Road)
and Spirit of St Louis (Medaglia d'Oro) raced closest. He picked
up the tempo through an internal quarter in :23.35 and was still
going great guns for the run around the turn. He began to get
away from them as they neared the stretch and was firmly in
front with a furlong and a half to travel, but may have idled for a
stride or two, allowing Spirit of St Louis to appear a threat. The
chestnut colt rebroke, however, and was home a length to the
good.

More Than Looks (More Than Ready), a first-up second to Carl
Spackler in the Gl Fourstardave Handicap on his seasonal return
Aug. 11, caboosed the field after an awkward dispatch and did
not handle the run into the first turn especially well. Quietly
ridden down the back of the track, he was clearly last to make
the stretch, but steamed home once switched out to complete a
chalky exacta. The sponsor's Mountain Bear (Ire) (No Nay
Never) was third.

“My horse broke alertly (from the outside post),” Gaffalione
explained. “I looked to the inside, and nobody was really in any
hurry to get going forward. | didn’t want to take too much away
from my horse, so | just put my hands down and let him get
comfortable. He proved he was best today. He’s a tremendous
athlete. All the credit goes to (trainer) Chad (Brown) and his
team. They bring these horses over ready to run. (The horses
are) so kind; they listen to the cues of the jockeys. He did
everything | asked him, and he really turned it on.”

Hard-fought winner of the May 2 Opening Verse Stakes at
Churchill, Carl Spackler was a flat fifth in the Glll Poker Stakes at
Saratoga June 8, but outgamed Talk of the Nation next out in the
Glll Kelso S. July 13 when reverting to handier tactics. Just off a
moderate pace in the Fourstardave, he exhibited his trademark
turn of foot when asked for it and had 3 1/2 lengths on More
Than Looks--who was fresh first off the layoff--on the line.

Pedigree Notes:

On behalf of Bob Edwards's operation, Mike Ryan acquired
Zindaya for $550,000 at the 2015 Keeneland November Sale and
she was turned over to Chad Brown. A decision to keep the
mare in training at five was rewarded when Zindaya won the
Intercontinental Stakes and later the Gll Goldikova Stakes at
Santa Anita.

Edwards had Carl Spackler consigned through Ballylinch Stud
to the 2021 Tattersalls October Sale, but elected to retain him
when bidding stalled out at 350,000gns (5499,172), a choice
that looks very wise in retrospect. Regal Gallery (Ire) (Frankel
{GB}), the 3-year-old half-sister to Carl Spackler, cost Godolphin
450,000gns at Tattersalls in 2022, while the juvenile full-brother,
Sandtrap (Ire), commanded the same price from A.C. Elliott at
last year's October Sale and was the impressive winner of a
1400-meter Salisbury maiden on debut for Ralph Beckett
Sept. 13.

Zindaya, a half-sister to American Grade | winner and top
Indian stallion Western Aristocrat (Mr. Greeley), foaled a colt by
Uncle Mo this past Feb. 15 and was bred to Justify for her 2025
foal.

On a weekend of stellar 2-year-old racing with a plethora of
Breeders' Cup 'Win and You're In' berths on the line, Citizen Bull
(c, 2, Into Mischief--No Joke, by Distorted Humor) closed out
Saturday's graded action with victory in the Gl American
Pharoah Stakes at Santa Anita. He earned a fees-paid entry to
the GI Breeders' Cup Juvenile and gave his trainer, Hall of Famer
Bob Baffert, a 13th win in the American Pharoah, which had
previously been branded both the Frontrunner Stakes and
Norfolk Stakes at different times. Winning the race for the
fourth consecutive year, Baffert already held the record number
of wins going into the 8 1/2-furlong event and, for good
measure, filled out this edition's exacta with 'TDN Rising Star'
Getaway Car (Curlin). Both the one-two finishers are owned by
a massive common ownership group consisting of SF Racing LLC,
Starlight Racing, Madaket Stables LLC, Stonestreet Stables LLC,
Dianne Bashor, Determined Stables, Robert E. Masterson, Tom J.
Ryan, Waves Edge Capital LLC, and Catherine Donovan.

A debut maiden winner in August at Del Mar, Citizen Bull was
sent as the favorite in last month's Gl Del Mar Futurity but
finished third. The $675,000 Keeneland September yearling
posted just two workouts since, but both were sharp, including
five panels in :59 1/5 (2/25) Sept. 27 over this surface. His debut
Beyer Speed Figure, an 84, was second best in this field behind
only Getaway Car's 85 in a Glll Best Pal Stakes win in August.
Getaway Car finished one spot behind Citizen Bull in the Del Mar
Futurity.

Third choice Saturday, Citizen Bull showed immediate speed
leaving the stalls. Leading the field, he angled over to the rail
with his ears flicking back and forth and maintained about a

length on Getaway Car all the way around. Despite his
stablemate chasing hot on his heels, Citizen Bull held sway,
tossing up :23.85 and :47.78 fractions. As Getaway Car
threatened to close the gap, Citizen Bull got a couple of
reminders from rider Martin Garcia--who also rode him in his
maiden win--and kept his mind on business. Despite swapping to
his wrong lead in midstretch, he couldn't be caught. Two lengths
back at the wire, Getaway Car held second, 5 3/4 lengths ahead
of McKinzie Street (McKinzie), who was second, ahead of both
his rivals, in the Del Mar Futurity.

"At Del Mar, [Citizen Bull] really needed that race. Mike
[Smith] rode him and the colt was heavy, and he’s still heavy,”
said Baffert. “This track is very demanding. It is very deep and
slow. You could tell he was getting tired at the end, so | think he
will get so much out of this race. He is a good doer, he’s a good
strong colt. He’s bred really well. ’'m proud of both my horses, |
think Getaway Car, he was in a good spot, but Citizen Bull, you
could tell it was going to be hard to get by him.”

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Pedigree Notes:

Into Mischief went all summer without adding any new Grade |
winners to his tally, unusual territory for the reigning five-time
leading sire. Lest anyone think he's losing his touch, Citizen Bull
marked the Spendthrift stallion's 22nd career Grade | winner,
fifth on the year, and second on the day following Gina
Romantica's repeat win in Keeneland's First Lady Stakes. To no
one's surprise, Into Mischief leads all North American sires on
the 2024 tables by black-type winners (30), graded winners (15),
and progeny earnings (over $29 million). Citizen Bull is his 78th
career graded winner and 162nd black-type winner.

WinStar's pensioned Distorted Humor, perennially one of the
best broodmare sires in the business, has been responsible for
some of Into Mischief's best runners. Citizen Bull is the 11th
stakes winner bred on the exact cross and joins other GISWs Life
Is Good and Practical Joke. Distorted Humor has 156 black-type
winners out of his daughters.

Robert and Lawana Low bred Citizen Bull in Kentucky out of
their unraced mare No Joke, whom they purchased as a
$750,000 yearling at Keeneland September in 2017. The mare is
a half to MGISW Moonshine Memories (Malibu Moon), while
her granddam is Evil Elaine, dam of 1997 Horse of the Year
Favorite Trick (Phone Trick). No Joke delivered a Mandaloun colt
in March and was bred back to Life Is Good. The 2025 foal will
be inbred 3x2 to Distorted Humor.

ZEITLOS'S TIMELESS MOVE IN TCA AT

KEENELAND EARNS BREEDERS' CUP BERTH

With a racing move as ageless as the racetrack itself, it was
Zeitlos (Curlin--Thyme For Roses {Aus}, by Redoute's Choice
{Aus}) who made a timeless move to the rail and got up for the
win in the Gll Thoroughbred Club of American Stakes at
Keeneland on Saturday afternoon. The score meant that the
4-year-old not only earned her first graded stakes victory, but
she took home a prized ticket to enter the starting gate in the Gl
PNC Bank Breeders' Cup Filly & Mare Sprint at Del Mar next
month.

Bred by Stonestreet, the chestnut's career began rather
inauspiciously when she ducked in and lost rider Manny Franco
in her juvenile debut at Churchill Downs that August. However,
Zeitlos proceeded to be a mark of consistency by either winning
or hitting the board over the course of nine races--the last being
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a win in her first black-type start in the Carousel Stakes at
Oaklawn in late February. Her latest form cycle has included her
lone graded start when the filly finished fifth in the GlIl Caress
Stakes at Saratoga July 25 and then she won the Open Mind
Stakes under the TwinSpires Sept. 14.

As a 7-2 shot here, Zeitlos was last up the backstretch as
stablemate Clearly Unhinged (Into Mischief) was busy fending
off early challenges from favorite Brightwork (Outwork) and
Spirit Wind (Bahamian Squall). Sticking close to the fence and
with a full tank around the far turn, the filly began to make up
ground and entering the lane the rail opened up wide for her.
Past the eighth pole, the chestnut accelerated, and took
advantage of the tiring Clearly Unhinged and Spirit Wind who
were trying to summon the strength to rally. Zeitlos got the
jump on them and cruised home to scoop up the prizes. Spirit
Wind held on as the runner-up and Brightwork finished third.

“It was remarkable,” said trainer Steve Asmussen. “l was
hesitant to wheel her back off a big race the other day so quick
[after winning the listed Open Mind Stakes at Churchill Downs
Sept. 14]. She was beaten here in a maiden race [finishing
second April 15, 2023, in her third start]. Keeneland can be
unique to itself, but she ran as good as she ever has, and what a
great day todo it.”

Pedigree Notes:

Zeitlos translates to “timeless or ageless” in German, and that
certainly describes her impressive Stonestreet sire (by Smart
Strike) whose graded winners now clock in at 62. The Australian-
bred Thyme For Roses was acquired by the farm for AS800,000
at the 2017 Australian Magic Millions Gold Coast National
Broodmare Sale. The winner's dam is responsible for 3-year-old
filly Ms McWhinney (American Pharoah), who has a pair of wins
to her credit this year, and claims unraced juvenile colt Natural
Rights (Constitution). Her last registered foal is a current yearling
filly by Speightstown.

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HANG THE MOON WORST TO FIRST IN THE
RODEO DRIVE by Alan carasso

She looked to have it all to do entering the final three furlongs
of Saturday's Gll Rodeo Drive Stakes, a Breeders' Cup qualifier
for the Gl Filly and Mare Turf down at Del Mar in four weeks,
but Hang the Moon (Uncle Mo) kicked it in approaching the
stretch and outfinished the rail-skimming Aspen Grove (Ire)
(Justify) to cause a 9-1 upset.

Iscreamuscream (Twirling Candy), last-out winner of the Gl Del
Mar Oaks and favored at 3-2 while facing her elders here, led
them along after some wayward ways across the dirt and took
the field into the first turn, but failed to corner, going in basically
a straight line at the first corner and carrying 'TDN Rising Star'
Be Your Best (Ire) (Muhaarar {GB}) well out into the track. Lucky
Girl (Ire) (Exceed and Excel {Aus}) kicked up at the fence and
took over at the head of affairs and pinched a sizable advantage
down the backstretch, but Kazushi Kimura had the recent
winner of the Gll John C. Mabee Stakes nice and relaxed, saving
his filly for a finish.

Lucky Girl led the Rodeo Drive field into the final two furlongs,
but Kimura had gone for Hang The Moon at the five-sixteenths,
and they closed fast on the grandstand side. Aspen Grove rallied
nicely at the fence, but Hang The Moon had slightly the better
finishing kick and was along for the upset. Beach Bomb (SAf)
(Lancaster Bomber) rallied one path inside of the eventual
winner and stayed on for third.

Hang the Moon was a two-time winner and stakes-placed
while under the care of Mike Stidham and won her debut for
this barn going a mile over this course June 9. A sound second to
next-out Gll Kentucky Downs Ladies' Turf winner Ag Bullet
(Twirling Candy) in the restricted Osunitas Stakes at Del Mar July
21, she trailed the field into the final half-mile of the Sept. 7
Gll John C. Mabee Stakes, but took a gap between horses en
route to a half-length defeat of Lucky Girl.

"She did a great job coming from behind," Kimura said. "I
really didn't change anything from last time (in the Mabee). |
just took it easy and slow for the first part. She responded to me
well. She finished up strong and I'm happy with that."

Pedigree Notes:

On behalf of Repole Stable, bloodstock agent Jacob West went
to $340,000 for Moondance carrying to Mastery at the 2018
Keeneland November Sale and each of the mare's three foals of
racing age is a winner. A half-sister to Red Hot Buddha (Buddha)
and from the extended family of GISW Beach Patrol and MGSWs
Hurricane Bertie and Allamerican Bertie. The current 2-year-old
out of Moondance is Fat City (City of Light), a $155,000 purchase
by Dan Blacker and Craig Rounsefell's Boomer Bloodstock at
Keeneland September last fall, and the yearling full-brother to
the latter was bought back on a bid of $120,000 at Keeneland
last month.

Moondance produced a filly by Mo Donegal May 18 and was
subsequently covered by Uncle Mo.

With four of the six who went to post in the Gll Oak Leaf
Stakes at Santa Anita Saturday, Hall of Famer Bob Baffert was
guaranteed a placing or two in the 'Win and You're In' race for
the GI Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies Nov. 1. He did better than
that, saddling the first three home. Even-money favorite and
maiden winner Non Compliant (Tiz the Law), the most modest
auction purchase of the Baffert quartet, bested Glll Sorrento
Stakes winner Nooni (Win Win Win) and Gl Del Mar Debutante
victress Tenma (Nyquist) to give Baffert his 13th win in the Oak
Leaf, which was returning to its original name after previously
labeled as the Chandelier Stakes for the last dozen years.

Floated wide into the first turn as the juvenile fillies jostled for
position, Non Compliant settled into third behind Nooni and
Tenma, who were both flashy OBS buys ($1.8-million for Nooni,
$850,000 for Tenma). Non Compliant continued to track
through fractions of :23.42 and :47.22 as Nooni showed the
way. Ranging up on the turn, Non Compliant tackled Nooni and
the two knocked heads for a few strides before Non Compliant
pulled clear under Juan Hernandez in a decisive 2 1/4-length
victory. Nooni was a clear second, 8 1/4 lengths over Tenma.

"She was really happy and a little aggressive, but this was her
first time going the mile,” said Hernandez. “So, of course, she's
going to break a little sharp, but I like that. She relaxed around
the turn. | was always really comfortable. Around the [second]
turn, | was trying to pick it up, and she did that very well. She
didn't want to stop."

Campaigned by Georgia Antley Hunt, Jeff Giglio, and John
Rogitz, Non Compliant was a $150,000 Fasig-Tipton Midlantic
2-year-old after working a furlong in :10 1/5. She previously sold
as a $15,000 Keeneland November weanling and a $35,000
Fasig-Tipton July yearling. The bay broke her maiden on debut at
Del Mar Aug. 31 with her 82 Beyer Speed Figure that day tops
among the Oak Leaf field.

Rogitz, one of the partners on the filly, signed the Fasig-Tipton
sales ticket and was in attendance Saturday.

“My dad used to bring me to Santa Anita when | was a kid and
| grew up in Temple City [just a few miles from the track],” said
Rogitz. “Bob [Baffert] and his team, they have an amazing eye
for horses. You never know until they try two turns if they are
going to handle it, but | think we felt like she could.”

Pedigree Notes:

Non Compliant's Oak Leaf win marked the first graded victory
for freshman sire Tiz the Law, who went into Saturday as the
leading first-crop sire by earnings. In addition to Non Compliant,
the Ashford Stud/Coolmore stallion has two additional stakes
winners in Tiztastic and Out on Bail, who each won their black-
type races on the lawn on the extremely competitive circuits of
Kentucky Downs and Saratoga, respectively. A son of
Constitution, Tiz the Law himself won four Grade Is, including
the Champagne Stakes at two.

Bred in Kentucky by Ashview Farm and Old Oak Farm, Non
Compliant is out of 2017 GlIIl Adoration Stakes runner-up
Sensitively. The mare was sold for $13,000 to Virginia Moore at
the 2022 Keeneland November sale, delivering a colt by
Independence Hall the next spring. Barren in 2024, she was bred
to Tiz the Law's fellow Ashford stallion Epicenter for next term.

Tracing tail-female to the excellent and prolific broodmare Lea
Lark, Sensitively is a daughter of Darley's Street Sense, whose
grandsons and granddaughters had a stellar Saturday. In
addition to Non Compliant becoming the 36th black-type winner
out of one of his daughters, his young sire son, McKinzie,
recorded two first-crop Grade | winners on the day.

When Patches O'Houlihan shows up on race day, there is little
chance that he'll give his rivals an easy one, and Saturday's
GlI Nearctic Stakes proved no different as last season's Canadian
champion sprinter added his 10th career victory and his fifth at
the graded stakes level at Woodbine Saturday.

Installed the 2-1 favorite in his first start on the turf since July
of 2023, the bay gelding went straight to the front and was
prompted by 9-2 chance Bring Theband Home (Into Mischief)
through an initial quarter in :22.67. Head to head with Bring
Theband Home turning for home, the champion dispensed of
that rival in the stretch while drifting outward as second choice
Outlaw Kid made his own bid along the inside. Despite his errant
ways, the Ontario bred champ came back to overtake Outlaw
Kid late and drew off in the final strides to post a 1 1/2-length
victory over the closing duo of Dhabab and War Bomber, who
got up for second and third, respectively.

“It's very nice to win for this team,” said Sofia Vives, Canada’s
champion apprentice in 2023. “This horse was really something
special today. It was his first time on the grass this year. He ran
amazing. | mean, he just shows up every day and gives it his all.
No matter what surface, he’s very special.”

Last year's Canadian champion sprinter Patches O'Houlihan
remained undefeated in 2024 with a victory in Saturday's
Gll Nearctic Stakes | Michael Burns

“Every time | ride him, we think maybe we could sit off speed
today, but he hears us in the mornings, and he knows he’s faster
than everybody, and he’ll prove everybody wrong."

During his championship season, Patches O'Houlihan won six
of seven starts, including victories in Woodbine's GlII Bold
Venture Stakes and Gl Vigil Stakes in September. His sole
defeat came in the Gll Kennedy Road Stakes where he faded to
fifth after attending to the early pace.

Shelved after that, the Frank Di Guilio Jr. homebred didn't
reappear until the July 28 Pink Lloyd Stakes where he was facing
Ontario-bred rivals. An easy six-length winner that day, he
followed up with a successful defense of his title in the Aug. 23
Bold Venture and most recently added another renewal of the
Vigil Sept. 14.

“He's a great horse,” said winning trainer Robert Tiller, who
also campaigned champion sprinter and Hall of Famer Pink
Lloyd. “I love him. Today was a huge thrill and relief more than
anything, and he’s right up there with the rest of them. It's like
saying, ‘Which kid do you like better?’ I’'m not doing that. He’s
wonderful.

With storylines aplenty in the GllIl bet365 Dance Smartly Stakes
at Woodbine, such as Horse of the Year Fev Rover's final bow
and the North American debut of South African champion
Princess Calla (SAf) (Flower Alley), the race came up with a
rather unlikely victress in Mouffy as she took home the first
graded stakes win of her career.

The 5-year-old from Jonathan Thomas's shedrow has a pair of
black-type wins to her credit in the Ellis Park Turf Stakes when
she was four and the Perfect Sting Stakes during the Belmont at
the Big A meet July 4. However over five graded attempts,
Mouffy was unable to get her picture taken with the latest try
coming when she was well-beaten in the GlII Ladies Turf Stakes
at Kentucky Downs Aug. 31.

The Augustin homebred was overlooked at odds of 14-1, as
Fev Rover garnered 2-1 favoritism and Princess Calla--who was
acquired privately by Resolute Racing's John Stewart back in
April and sent to trainer Chad Brown--went off as a 5-1 shot. At
the break, the 2023 South African Horse of the Year stood
motionless and spotted the Dance Smartly field what appeared
to be several lengths. In the meantime, Mouffy settled towards
the rear of the field as a pair of longshots showed the way up
the backstretch.

With Princess Calla zooming up past her to mid-pack before
the far turn, the Thomas trainee remained on hold, but at the
top of the lane she tipped off the rail to five path and uncorked
with a strong surge. The final push was enough to turn back
Nadette (Fr) (Outstrip {GB}) who was mounting her own
comeback from the clouds. After a claim of foul, Fev Rover was
placed third and Tax Implications (Mehmas {Ire}) was
downgraded to fourth.

“I thought there was a good pace, which she [Mouffy] needs to
kind of relax,” said trainer Jonathan Thomas. “And | thought
Vincent [Cheminaux] did a great job of saving ground and then
tipping out onto the part of the track that's probably a little firm,
and it really helped accentuate her turn of foot."

A for Princess Calla, she finished a valiant seventh. Her owner
John Stewart said via X after the race, “Very happy with Princess
Calla’s race today. Of course would want her to win, but that
was a competitive race and to come as far as she has with 120
days of quarantine and make it back to the track coming from
the Southern Hemisphere is a huge accomplishment.

In the same post he said, “She showed some nerves in the post
parade and warm up, and then backed up in the gate at the
start. But she showed good movement. We will evaluate if she
will push on to the Breeders Cup.”

CARSON'S RUN OUTSPRINTS STABLEMATE
DETERMINISTIC IN JOCKEY CLUB DERBY

The scratching of Godolphin's morning-line favorite Legend of
Time (GB) (Sea The Stars {Ire}) deprived Saturday's Glll Jockey
Club Derby Invitational Stakes of some of its luster, and Carson's
Run (Cupid)--who was a strong winning chance Legend of Time
or not--continued in his rich vein of form, rallying from sixth and
last to lead home a 1-2 finish for the Christophe Clement stable
over 'TDN Rising Star' Deterministic (Liam's Map).

Favored at 3-2 when all was said and done, the $170,000 OBS
April breezer was taken back to the tail of the field by the
in-form Dylan Davis and raced a fraction keen into the stretch
for the first time as an even more headstrong Yo Daddy
(Yoshida {Jpn}) was asked for speed by Jose Lezcano and opened
up passing under the wire with a circuit to travel. Positions
remained largely unchanged down the backstretch as Yo Daddy
continued to bowl along while better settled, and the sprint
went into the race entering the last of the three turns.

Davis sat against Carson's Run and asked his mount for his best
with about 2 1/2 furlongs to race and was produced widest into
the stretch. Accelerating sharply, the handsome chestnut
overtook El Rezeen (English Channel), who wrested command
between calls, and outbattled his rail-rallying stablemate
Deterministic to the line.

"They both ran great,” said the winning conditioner. “One
[Carson's Run] came from off the pace--the other, | told [Joel]
Rosario, 'run him forward, if someone takes you on, stay in
second or third. If not, make the lead.' Obviously, that horse of
Linda [trainer Rice, Yo Daddy] wanted to be on the front, but
they both ran well.”

Winner of last year's GI Summer Stakes and ninth when done
no favors by a double-digit draw in the Gl Breeders' Cup Juvenile
Turf, Carson's Run proved easily best in the June 23 Tale of the
Cat Stakes at Monmouth before narrowly defeating Legend of
Time in the Gl Saratoga Derby Invitational Aug. 11.

With only one win in five turf starts, the unlucky Senbei turned
around his fortune by brandishing his late speed to get the first
graded stakes of his career in the GllIl Belmont Turf Sprint Stakes
at Aqueduct on Saturday.

Part-owned by the same connections who campaign
Christophe Clement trainee MGSW Big Invasion (Declaration of
War), Senbei kicked off his 5-year-old campaign by finishing just
off the board while sprinting over the turf against optional
claimers upstate June 7. After clearing the condition by
conquering the grass in Ozone Park July 6, the gelding was a
close-third at Monmouth Aug. 17.

Poised to break through as a 4-1 shot here, the New York-bred
settled comfortably mid-pack as the favorite Nothing Better
(Munnings) was challenged for the lead by Determined Kingdom
(Animal Kingdom) up the backstretch. The chestnut avoided
traffic troubles by fanning three wide around the far turn and
entering the lane he took aim at the chalk. Under confident
handling, Senbei proved he could get over the turf hump and he
won the day with a professional performance.

"It worked out perfect,” said trainer Christophe Clement. “It
was a great ride by Manny [Franco]-- patient, saved ground and
exploded in the stretch. Manny rode him with a lot of
confidence.

"He's a good horse. As a young horse, he was very good on
dirt--he lost his form a bit on dirt and the grass brought him
back. He's been running very well on grass - maybe more on
firmer turf than softer turf. He's not always lucky. In turf racing,
you need a bit of racing luck but today he was very impressive."

Senbei's venerable sire (by Ride the Rails) adds yet another
graded winner--number 59--to his extensive resume. Sweet

Aloha is responsible for unraced 2-year-old colt Tropical Candy

“I knew if we could stick with Sweet Azteca
for the first part of the race, we would have a chance. And it just
worked out."

Runner-up to subsequent GllIl Torrey Pines Stakes winner Hope
Road (Quality Road) at Santa Anita in June, One Magic Philly
broke her maiden going 6 1/2 furlongs at Del Mar Aug. 3 before
winning by seven lengths in a first-level allowance going 6 1/2
furlongs at Del Mar Sept. 2.

"She's really improving race by race,” added winning rider
Antonio Fresu. “She showed a lot of talent in the last race at Del
Mar when she won so easily. Today was a step forward. It was a
really tough race against Sweet Azteca, but we prepared a lot
for it. Even though today was a challenge, she ended up on top
again."

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DUAL HALL OF FAMER TEPIN DIED AT 12
LAST YEAR

Champion and dual Hall of Famer Tepin (Bernstein--Life
Happened, by Stravinsky), best known for winning the G1 Queen
Anne Stakes at Royal Ascot, died at the age of 12 last year. The
news was confirmed by trainer Aidan O’Brien after the mare’s
daughter Grateful (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}) won the G1 Qatar Prix de
Royallieu at ParisLongchamp on Saturday.

Bred by Machmer Hall in Kentucky, the bay was purchased by
Robert Masterson for $140,000 out of the Fasig-Tipton New
York Saratoga Select Yearling Sale. She would go on to be
trained by Mark Casse and earn Eclipse Champion Grass Mare
titles in 2015 and 2016. A winner of 13 of her 23 starts including
11 stakes, among them the Gl Breeders’ Cup Mile and the 2016
Queen Anne, Tepin would pass the post first in six top-level
races. She is a member of the Canadian and U.S. Halls of Fame.

At her 2022 American Hall of Fame induction, Casse told Mike
Kane, “To be honest with you | wasn't overjoyed about going to
Royal Ascot simply because | thought we had maybe the best
turf horse in the country, maybe in the world and | just felt like it
was a big ask of her. If | knew what | know now, | don't know if |
would have taken her because it's so tough. It just shows you
really how great she was.”

Second to Tonalist (Tiznow) defending her Breeders’ Cup title
in the autumn of 2016, Tepin was retired in April of 2017 with
over $4.4 million in earnings and put in foal to Curlin. She would
sell to Coolmore’s MV Magnier for $8 million that autumn at the
2017 Fasig-Tipton Night of the Stars.

Her Curlin filly, later named Tepin Thru Life, never raced, nor
did her Galileo filly of 2019, Swirl (Ire). Her third foal is
Saturday’s Group 1 winner Grateful, while Tepin’s juvenile colt
Delacroix (Ire) (Dubawi {Ire}) already has a win and a second-
place finish to his name in the G2 KPMG Champions Juvenile

Stakes this year. He was named a ‘TDN Rising Star’ earlier this
season.

Tepin was a half-sister to MGSW and Gl Wood Memorial
Stakes and Gl Forego Stakes third Vyjack (Into Mischief), as well
as a full-sister to MGSP Prime Cut (Bernstein). Carrie and Craig
Brogden and Carrie’s mother Sandy Willwerth operate Machmer
Hall, which picked up Tepin’s dam for just $4,500 out of the
Keeneland November Breeding Stock Sale in 2008. Life
Happened would go on to subsequent sales ring accolades when
selling to Solis/Litt at the 2014 Keeneland January Sale carrying
to Harlan’s Holiday for $750,000.

BOBBY FLAY PURCHASES PI1ZZA BIANCA

FROM RESOLUTE BLOODSTOCK

LEXINGTON, KY--International owner and breeder Bobby Flay
has re-purchased his homebred Breeders' Cup champion Pizza
Bianca (Fastnet Rock {Aus}--White Hot {Ire}, by Galileo {Ire})
from Resolute Bloodstock's John Stewart. Flay and Stewart
finalized the private sale of Pizza Bianca and her first foal by Into
Mischief on Saturday morning at Resolute Farm.

Pizza Bianca claimed the 2021 GI Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies
Turf. Also a stakes winner at three, she was offered at the 2022
Fasig-Tipton Night of the Stars Sale, but Flay ultimately decided
to retain her. She made one start at four before she retired and
was bred to Into Mischief. At last year's Fasig-Tipton November
Sale, she sold for $3 million to John Stewart. Pizza Bianca's Into
Mischief filly arrived on April 8 at Resolute Farm and the mare
was bred back to Justify.

Flay said the conversation about potentially buying back his
star homebred started earlier this year at the Keeneland
September Sale.

“| certainly had some seller's remorse after | sold her in terms
of just emotionally, you don't breed Breeders' Cup winners
every single day,” he explained. “I'd been thinking about Pizza
Bianca for the past year and then when John said that he might
be interested in selling her back to me, | started having
conversations with him.”

Flay acquired Pizza Bianca's dam White Hot for 1.25 millon
guineas at the 2014 Tattersalls October Yearling Sale. The
daughter of Galileo is out of Gwynn (Ire) (Darshaan {GB}), also
the dam of 2011 Epsom Derby winner Pour Moi (Ire) (Montjeu
{Ire}) and other graded stakes winners. While White Hot never
raced, her first foal was Pizza Bianca.

At last year's Keeneland November Sale, Flay sold White Hot to
BBA Ireland for $2.1 million. Also at last year's fall breeding
stock sales, he sold many of his other top broodmares like
graded stakes winner and producer Dame Dorothy (Bernardini);
Veronique (Mizzen Mast), the dam of stakes winner and sire
Nashville (Speightstown); and Ruby Lips (Hard Spun), the dam of
MGSWs Lone Rock (Majestic Warrior) and Gerrymander (Into
Mischief), sparking rumors that the celebrity chef and
restaurateur was getting out of the horse business.

Flay acknowledged that he did take a temporary step back
from racing in 2023, but was quick to note that he was still
active as an owner and breeder both in the U.S. and abroad.

“l was in a place in my horse business life where | wasn't sure
what | was going to do in terms of the future,” Flay explained. “I
wanted to take a pause in racing in the U.S. because | wanted to
see how the industry was going to react to some of the not-so-
great news and events that we had. | have to say that the
industry, with HISA at the helm, has done a lot of great work in a
very short period of time. As somebody who cares about the

horses first and foremost, | want to have the confidence that
we're doing everything we can to ensure the best possible
results that we can get. Nothing is 100% and never will be, but |
want everybody on the same page.”

Flay said that he did not know Stewart prior to their
conversations surrounding Pizza Bianca.

“I don't know what his business plan is in terms of the horse
business--obviously he's making a lot of noise buying all kinds of
horses-- but my sense of it is that his desire to sell her back to
me is not all business. It's more like a 'l think Bobby should have
her' kind of thing and | really appreciate that. From where I sit, |
feel like he thinks it's a good thing to do for everybody
involved.”

Prior to Saturday's sale for an undisclosed sum, Pizza Bianca
was slated to go through the ring at Fasig-Tipton's upcoming
Night of the Stars Sale on Nov. 4.

“l can totally understand Bobby's point of view,” said John
Stewart. “She was a Breeders' Cup winner for him and you sell
them and get a good price but then you're having reservations,
especially when the foals come out looking like this. So when we
were approached about this opportunity | thought this was the
right thing to do at the end of the day. I'd want someone to do
that for me if | made that decision. It was the right thing to do.”

Flay and Pizza Bianca's Into Mischief filly | Katie Petrunyak

Flay said that Pizza Bianca's Into Mischief filly will likely join his
racing stable in the future.

“In my conventional business model, which there is really no
such thing when it comes to this business but especially with
these big pedigrees that | own, it's to sell the colts and race the
fillies,” he said. “If you ask me today what I'm going to do with
the Into Mischief, it's to race her. It's the first foal and she's
beautiful. If she does something good, she could really solidify
the mare's place in the world.”

She lost the
right front shoe, so we are going to take a good look at it here.
She seems fine--the shoe came off cleanly. Not sure when it
happened.”

Lee said he hopes he can find the missing shoe as a keepsake.

“I know my kids would want a set of four instead of three,” he
joked.

Lee trains fewer than 10 horses out of his barn at Belmont and
has a long history of galloping and assisting with top-class
gallopers. After working for D. Wayne Lukas for a time, Lee in
1993 began a long association with Sheikh Mohammed bin
Rashid al Maktoum with several trainers, including Kiaran
McLaughlin.

Lee, his wife Susie and his four children celebrated Friday's
victory at Don Jockey restaurant in nearby Midway, Kentucky,
with KatieRich principles Larry and Karen Doyle. Doyle also
brought the traditional box of donuts to the barn Saturday
morning.

May Day Ready is now perfect in three starts, having won her
maiden at first asking at Saratoga Aug. 4 and the Kentucky
Downs Juvenile Fillies' Stakes on Sept. 8.

IDIOMATIC SEEKS REDEMPTION ON
SUNDAY'S TASTY GRADED MENU

Continuing an important weekend as next month's Breeders'
Cup World Championships rapidly approach, Keeneland's
Gl Juddmonte Spinster Stakes headlines Sunday's graded stakes
action spanning from coast to coast.

A 'Win and You're In' for the GI Longines Breeders' Cup Distaff,
the Spinster has six contenders signed on, including last season's
champion older mare Idiomatic (Curlin), who draws the rail
under regular pilot Florent Geroux. The winner of a trio of Grade
| stakes in 2023--capped off by the Breeders' Cup Distaff at
Santa Anita--the Juddmonte homebred has proven consistent at
five, while showing a couple of chinks in the armor.

An impressive 3 3/4-length winner in a sloppy renewal of
Churchill's Gl La Troienne Stakes May 3, the bay found
Randomized (Nyquist) a head too good in the Gl Ogden Phipps
Stakes at Saratoga June 8. Earning a hard-fought win over Soul
of an Angel (Atreides) in Monmouth's GlIl Matchmaker Stakes
July 20, the Brad Cox trainee again had to play second fiddle--
this time to the closing Raging Sea (Curlin)--after enduring a
contested early pace in the nine-furlong Gl Personal Ensign
Stakes at the Spa Aug. 23.

Idiomatic (inside) will attempt to return to the winner's circle
following a runner-up effort to Raging Sea (outside) last time out
in the Gl Personal Ensign | Sarah Andrew

The only other top-level winner in the field is Eclipse
Thoroughbred Partners' Candied (Candy Ride {Arg}). Trained by
Todd Pletcher, the 3-year-old is reunited with Luis Saez, who
was aboard for her victory in last season's Gl Alcibiades Stakes
over this track. Fourth in the Gl Ashland Stakes in April, the bay
took Monmouth's Lady's Secret Stakes June 8 before finishing
second to Gl Kentucky Oaks heroine Thorpedo Anna (Fast Anna)
in the July 20 GI CCA Oaks over nine furlongs.
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Favored in the 1 1/4-mile Gl Alabama at the Spa Aug. 17, she
finished a head second behind Power Squeeze (Union Rags).

Also tabbed for fillies and mares, three and up, the Big A's
Gll Beldame Stakes is headed by returning Grade | winner
Raging Sea, who is three for four this season, having also
annexed the nine-furlong Gll Shuvee Stakes at the Spa July 21
and the 1 1/16-mile GlIl Doubledogdare at Keeneland in April.
The Alpha Delta hombred will be ridden by her regular partner
Flavien Prat.

Several key juveniles races also highlight Sunday's graded
action, led by the Gll Miss Grillo Stakes, a 'Win and You're In' for
the John Deere Breeders' Cup Juvenile Fillies Turf. Pushed back a
week due to excessive rainfall, the 1 1/16-mile turf event
features several of the continent's most recognizable trainers,
headed by Chad Brown, who is represented by a trio here.
Leading the fray is first out winners Lavender Disaster (Into
Mischief), victorious at the Big A Sept. 15 and Marvelous
Madison (Caravaggio), who closed from off the pace to score at
the Spa Sept. 2. Brown also saddles Virgin Colada (More Than
Ready), who took her Spa debut July 21 before finishing a close-
up second as the favorite in the Aug. 28 P.G. Johnson Stakes.

Trainer Mark Casse offers up a pair--D J Stables Shifty
(Medaglia d'Oro) and Gary Barber's She's Got Will (War of Will).
The former was a last-out winner of Woodbine's 6 1/2-furlong
Catch a Glimpse Stakes Aug. 23, while the latter took her Aug.
15 bow at Saratoga before finishing third most recently in the
Juvenile Fillies Stakes at Kentucky Downs Sept. 8.

Also lining up off a last-out victory, Calumet Farm's Correto
(English Channel), winner at Kentucky Downs Sept. 1 for trainer
by Graham Motion and Lawrence Goichman's Scythian (Tiz the
Law). Trained by Bill Mott, the New York bred took her route
and turf debut at Saratoga Aug. 30.

Also highlighting the supporting juvenile graded stakes action
Sunday, Keeneland features the 1 1 1/16-mile Gl Castle & Key
Bourbon Stakes, while Belmont at the Big A hosts the six-furlong
Glll Matron Stakes. On the West Coast, Santa Anita offers the
Surfer Girl Stakes and the Zuma Beach Stakes, both contested
over a mile on the turf course.

Quantum Burst (Munnings) was second.

Impulse Buy becomes the 26th 'Rising Star' for the late leading
sire Speightstown, who was euthanized late last year.

The aforementioned Liam in the Dust was a game second in
the GIIl Pocahontas Stakes Sept. 14 and finished off the board in
Friday's opening day feature Gl Darley Alcibiades Stakes.

There was a time when projecting the winner of the G1 Qatar
Prix de I'Arc de Triomphe was simple. Just look for the Andre
Fabre-trained colt perfectly tuned for the ParisLongchamp
monument and voila. Times change, of course, and the master
of Chantilly no longer enjoys the same dominion over the great
race he conquered on five occasions between his inaugural
victory with Trempolino in 1987 and Sagamix (Fr) in 1998. Just a
trio have managed to extend that tally subsequently, which
interestingly features only two older horses.

This year, he enjoys the perfect scenario with an elite 3-year-
old colt in the form of Sosie (Ire) (Sea The Stars {Ire}), who has
steadily morphed into an ideal candidate for this autumnal
overture. Those who witnessed his heavy defeat at the hands of
the filly War Chimes (Fr) (Summer Front) as a fledgling in
Chantilly’s Listed Prix Isonomy would not have predicted he
would be heading to post as near-favourite for the Arc, but this
is a cast-in-stone mile-and-a-half specialist who has needed time
and distance to thrive.

Third behind Look De Vega (Fr) (Lope De Vega {Ire}) when
looking to find the 10 1/2-furlong trip of the G1 Prix du Jockey
Club too sharp in June, the Wertheimer homebred came into his
own when overpowering his peers in the course-and-distance
G1 Grand Prix de Paris and G2 Prix Niel.

She
goes on any ground, but at this time of year you just have to
play it by ear,” he added.

Saturday evening’s Argana Arc Sale is always a boutique affair,
and Sumbe’s Ramadan (Fr) (Le Havre {Ire}) went the way of Vin
Cox signing for Lion Rock Bloodstock’s Ben Kwok of Hong Kong
for €1.5 million to top the sale at Saint-Cloud. He was one of
four seven-figure lots to sell, among the 40 offered with the

gross passing the €10-million mark for the first time.

Consigned by Christopher Head, the bay son of Raushan (Ire)
(Dalakhani {Ire}) (lot 41) and half-brother to G3 Hoppings Stakes
second Rasima (GB) (Iffraaj {GB}) is a homebred for Nurlan
Bizakov’s operation. Besides collecting the G2 Prix Daniel
Wildenstein earlier in the day, Ramadan has also accrued
victories in the G3 Prix Daphnis, G3 Prix de Fontainebleau and
Listed Prix Omnium Il throughout the year.

His dam is a full-sister to G1 Pretty Polly Stakes heroine
Chinese White (Ire) (Dalakhani {Ire}) with the duo out of G3
Blandford Stakes winner Chiang Mai (Sadler’s Wells), herself a
half-sister to G1 Prix de Diane victress Rafha (GB) (Kris {GB}),
who is the dam of influential stallions Invincible Spirit (Ire)
(Green Desert) and Kodiac (GB) (Danehill).

At the close of trade 25 horses sold from the 40 offered for a
gross of €10,380,000 (+5.8%).

In 2023, 32 horses sold from 42 offered (76%) for a gross of
€9,811,000. Last year’s average and median were €306,594
and €245,000, respectively.

That entity, run by Lars-Wilhelm Baumgarten, won the 2023
edition of the German Derby with Sea The Moon (Ger)’s
Fantastic Moon (Ger). Fantastic Moon runs in Sunday’s G1 Qatar
Prix de I’Arc de Triomphe, while Palladium is booked into the G2
Gran Premio del Jockey Club in Milan next weekend.

Just four lots after the sale of G1 German Derby hero
Palladium, the Aga Khan Studs’ Zarir (Ire) (Frankel {GB}) stepped
into the Saint-Cloud ring. Offered by his breeder, lot 38 caught
the eye of Vin Cox on behalf of Paulins Racing to the tune of
€1.3 million. From the same female family as Arc heroine
Zarkava (Ire) (Zamindar), the 4-year-old gelding has been placed
in the G1 Prix Ganay, G3 La Coupe and G2 Prix Foy this season.
He holds an entry in the G2 Bahrain International Trophy in mid-
November, but his participation is doubtful with Australia firmly
to the fore for his new connections.

“He’ll go to Australia,” said Cox. “He looks to have the potential
to be a good stayer. We’re delighted to have been able to get a
horse of his quality and bred by the Aga Khan Studs, and we
can’t wait to see him run Down Under.”

The penultimate lot in the ring at lot 54, Trafalgar Square (Fr)
(Kendargent {Fr}) duly attracted plenty of attention and
hammered at €1.15 million to Libyan owner Omar Ismil Sh
Ghrghar as the fourth seven-figure horse of the night. The 3-
year-old gelding, a listed winner in April, also sports a trio of
group placings on his record prior to a win in the valuable
Argana Series des 3 Ans on Aug. 15. The Ecurie X-bred was two
lengths adrift of lllinois (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}) when second in the
G2 Prix Chaudenay on Saturday. An €80,000 Argana August
yearling when purchased by Yellow Agency, he is a half-brother
to the stakes-winning G1 Prix Marcel Boussac second and G1
Poule d'Essai des Pouliches third Times Square (Fr) (Zarak {Fr}).

Ghrghar also bought the Make Believe (GB) colt Believer (Fr)
from Gianluca Bietolini for €150,000. The 2024 dual winner
went through the ring as lot 12.

Argana’s president Olivier Delloye and executive director
Freddy Powell said, “We would like to thank our vendors for the
exceptional horses that they have entrusted us with this
evening, as well as our buyers who have once again turned out
in force. Some of them have been coming for decades. Their
trust in us enables this sale to establish itself a little more as an
unrivalled international event each year.”

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GRATEFUL BECOMES GALILEO’S 103RD
GROUP 1 WINNER IN THE ROYALLIEU

Coolmore and Westerberg’s G3 Stanerra Stakes victrix
Grateful (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}--Tepin, by Bernstein), who hit the
board in last month’s G2 Park Hill Stakes at Doncaster, made the
necessary transition under an inspired ride from Christophe
Soumillon to secure a career high in Saturday’s G1 Qatar Prix de
Royallieu at ParisLongchamp. She became the fourth winner on
the card for a dominant Aidan O’Brien.

Employing patiently tactics and settled off the tempo for most
of this 14-furlong marathon, the 207-10 chance made relentless
headway out wide in the straight to join the front rank with 100
metres and had enough left in the tank to outlast River Of Stars
(Ire) (Sea The Stars {Ire}) by 3/4-of-a-length.

When she
won the Group 3 race in Ireland, we used waiting tactics and |
told Christophe to bide his time today. Tepin has unfortunately
died and | imagine that her daughter will eventually pick up the
baton at stud sooner or later.”

Woodford Thoroughbreds racing manager Lincoln Collins was
satisfied with the performance of runner-up River Of Stars and
commented, “River of Stars is a marvellous filly, who invariably
produces her best. In 15 races, she has only ever once finished
out of the first four. She is due to go through the ring at the
Tattersalls December Sale, so a Group 1 placing is a great update
to her catalogue page.”

Cristian Demuro, rider of third home Mistral Star, added, “It
was a brave effort and | thought that she might just get there,

KYPRIOS MAKES ALL FOR SECOND PRIX DU

Kyprios takes his second Cadran | Scoop Dyga

Ballydoyle’s star stayer Kyprios (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}--Polished
Gem {lIre}, by Danehill) went unbeaten through six contests in
2022 and completed an exact replica of that campaign with a
pillar-to-post triumph in Saturday’s G1 Qatar Prix du Cadran at
ParisLongchamp. That 2022 season included an extravagant win
in this marathon event, but it was a more straightforward affair
this time around.

The 1-5 favourite, fresh off a second success in the G1 Irish St
Leger, went straight to the front and sent an even tempo for the
most part. Gearing up with three furlongs remaining, he was
threatened by old foe Trueshan (Fr) (Planteur {Ire}) at the top of
the straight and stayed on powerfully under continued urging
inside the final quarter-mile to easily account for that rival by
two lengths. The runner-up’s fellow British challenger Coltrane
(Ire) (Mastercraftsman {Ire}) stayed on to good effect and
finished neck back in third.

“Kyprios is such a special horse and the team have done a

fantastic job to get him back on track after his health problems,”
said Aidan O’Brien. “He has so much class and, for a stayer, he
has a rare ability to quicken. He also has such a strong mindset
and that was already apparent when he was a 2-year-old. This
was his eighth Group 1 win, he’s won the most Group 1 races for
us and it’s a great privilege to look after him every day. It would
have been disrespectful to run him in the [G1] Prix de I’Arc de
Triomphe over one-and-a-half miles as it’s distance over which
he hasn’t raced for a long time. We can now look forward to
returning to [Royal] Ascot for the [G1] Gold Cup next year.”

Veteran campaigner Trueshan added another performance of
merit to his resume and part-owner Andrew Gemmell was
delighted with the eight-year-old gelding’s display. “Trueshan
ran a superb race,” he said. “It’s great that he’s back to his best
and that he was able to hunt up a horse like Kyprios. He was
really brilliant if not magnificent today. We’re really lucky to
have a horse of this class and we’re over the moon with his
second place.”

Anna-Lisa Balding echoed those sentiments with regard to
third-place finisher Coltrane and added, “This is Coltrane’s best
performance of the season. We believed in him and he’s a real
battler. This is an excellent result.”

Kyprios is the latest of 10 foals, all winners, produced by dual
Broodmare of the Year Polished Gem (Ire) (Galileo {Ire}), herself
out of G1 Irish 1000 Guineas heroine Trusted Partner (Affirmed).

LEGEND LANDS THE METROPOLITAN
HANDICAP AFTER SURVIVING PROTEST

Jockey Reece Jones secured his first Group 1 victory in a
dramatic G1 Metropolitan Handicap after surviving a protest.
Riding Chris Waller-trained Land Legend (Fr) (Galileo {Ire}),
Jones navigated the bend on the outside, with James
Cummings’s Zardozi (Aus) (Kingman {GB}) close on his inside.

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Struggling to straighten his mount, Jones worked hard to keep
Land Legend on track, and once he did, the pair surged ahead of
the field. In a thrilling duel down the straight, Land Legend just
edged out Zardozi, winning by a mere 0.05l.

Zac Lloyd immediately protested, telling Racing NSW stewards,
“He has laid on my mare quite significantly and given me a good
bump. My mare has pegged back that margin and unfortunately
gone down in a head-bobber.”

“He's had the whole straight to get in front of me... I've actually
had to claw back that margin he had put on me over the
concluding stages and | was able to do so,” Jones said in his reply
to the claim, and the stewards agreed with chief stipe Steve
Railton saying, “The stewards aren't comfortably satisfied that's
the case, so we dismiss the objection.”

On his first Group 1, Jones said, “It's a little bit surreal. I've
been waiting for this day for a while. I'm just really thankful to
(owner) Bon Ho and the Waller team for keeping their faith in
me and letting me ride him today. I've kind of waited my turn...
I'm not the emotional type, but this is fantastic.”

Waller-trained lightweight, and favourite, Unusual Legacy (NZ)
(Unusual Suspect) was over 3l further back in third.

Waller reflected on the victory, stating, “We picked this race
out, | guess six months ago and said, we'll do it third-up and
make sure we've still got something left for the rest of the spring
as well.”

He added, “When it was a hard-fought finish, | just wondered
whether his condition would hold out because he's actually
quite a gross horse, he's a bit of a bulldog. And he was tough the
last 100 metres.”

Pedigree Notes

The 5-year-old gelding was a winner from eight starts in
Europe and arrived in Australia last spring to win the ATC St
Leger on his Australian debut in October 2023. After almost a
year away from the track, he resumed this August running last,
before a sixth in the G3 Kingston Town Stakes leading into
Saturday’s win. This was his first stakes win, giving super sire
Galileo (Ire) his 102nd Group 1 winner and his 382nd lifetime
stakes winner.

Only his third career win from 12 starts, Land Legend took his
earnings over A$760,000. He is the third foal and third winner
for the beautifully bred winning mare Landikusic (Ire) (Dansili
{GB}), who is a full sister to Group 1 winner and sire Zoffany
(Ire), and a half-sister to Group 2 winner and G1 Irish
Derby-placed Rostropovich (Ire) (Frankel {GB}) and Group 3
winner Wilshire Boulevard (Ire) (Holy Roman Emperor {Ire}).

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QUINELLA FOR WALLER AND FASTNET ROCK
IN SOGGY G1 TURNBULL STAKES

The rain came down at Flemington between race three and
four, with the track downgraded to soft, and it was the perfect
conditions for Chris Waller-trained mare Via Sistina (Ire)
(Fastnet Rock {Aus}) to win her third Group 1 race for owners
Yulong, and fourth career Group 1.

Ridden by Damian Lane, who
made it 33 career Group 1 wins,
Via Sistina sat near the rear of
the field and pealed out wide for
the run down the Flemington
straight to chase down the
leading pair of Duke De Sessa
(Ire) (Lope De Vega {Ire}) and
favourite Eliyass (Fr) (Le Havre
{Ire}). Stablemate Buckaroo (GB)
(Fastnet Rock), ridden by Joao
Moreira, tracked alongside Via
Sistina and the pair made steady
in roads to the lead, hitting the
line together with Via Sistina
winning by 0.2l. Eliyass was 1.5l
further back in third with Duke
De Sessa holding on for fourth.

Fifth last start in the G1 Makybe Diva S. Via Sistina took her
record to eight wins and six placings from 18 starts with earnings
over A$3.7 million. This was her fourth Group 1 win, the others
being the G1 Pretty Polly S., G1 Ranvet S. and G1 Winx S.

A 2.7 million gns (A$5.4 million) purchase by Evergreen Equine
for current owner Yulong Investments at the 2023 Tattersalls
December Mare Sale, Via Sistina reversed her lack of form from
her last start.

“She was fantastic today. Her run last start was so far away
from her true form that you could do nothing else other than
put a pen through it,” said stable representative Charlie
Duckworth.

“So, we were confident that she would bounce back today, and
she was tough. Obviously, Buckaroo is the man on the scene at
the moment. He was going for three wins in a row and he's dug
deep and still been narrowly denied. So fantastic for the whole
team. To perform like that, it's pretty special for everyone
involved with her.

“Fantastic for Yulong because they really stump up every time
and they've got an absolute diamond.”

When asked if they changed anything after her last start
disappointment, Duckworth said, “We didn't really panic
because we knew it was so out of the ordinary. Obviously, we

did all the normal things with getting her checked out
thoroughly to make sure that there is nothing amiss.

“But ultimately, we knew we had a happy and healthy horse
leading into today and that was the difference. | know everyone
was sort of worried about the track and blamed it potentially on
the track last start. But | think the tempo of the race and the
time in which the rain fell made it into a real shifty track rather
than a genuine Soft track.”

On last start G1 Underwood S. winner Buckaroo, Duckworth
was asked about the G1
Caulfield Cup. “It is a tricky one.
Obviously, Ozzie Kheir and Qatar
with Sheikh Fahad and David
" Redvers will make a decision

He did make
it pretty tough for her, or
whether we step up to a mile
and a half.

LADY SHENANDOAH SOARS TO G1 VICTORY
AT RANDWICK by kit Gow

Not many horses break their maidens at group level, but Lady
Shenandoah (Aus) (Snitzel {Aus}) proved she is not most horses
at the Randwick mile on Saturday. The filly was victorious for the
first time last start in the G3 Ming Dynasty, soundly beating
subsequent G1 Golden Rose placegetter Mayfair (Aus) (Fastnet
Rock {Aus}), and she brought that same class to the G1 Flight S.
Sitting mid-field until the 400-metre mark, Zac Lloyd let the Chris
Waller-trained filly rip once straightening, flying home to score
by 3.171 over Harlem Queen (Aus) (Brutal {NZ}), with favourite
Snow In May (Aus) (The Autumn Sun {Aus}) unable to catch up
in third.

Waller initially had the filly entered for yesterday’s trials at
Rosehill Gardens, but a change of plans came about after the
11th hour scratching of early favourite and unbeaten Autumn
Glow (Aus) (The Autumn Sun {Aus}), who will miss the rest of
the spring in order to recover from surgery to remove a bone
chip in her right knee.

“It was a tough week but I’'m not going to get emotional about
it because I’'m so blessed to have these types of horses in the
stable,” said Waller post race. “We won’t get too carried away,
she’s still filling out and developing, but she’s got a Group 1 next

to her name.”

Originally a start in the G1 Thousand Guineas in November had
been on the cards, but Waller indicated that was unlikely to
remain her goal now. “It is a long way to wait,” he added. “I
don’t think it would be our normal path.”

Jockey Zac Lloyd, after securing his second career Group 1 and
first in Sydney, said, “What a filly, and obviously I'm very lucky to
land on her. I'm very honoured to get the ride for Hermitage and
Mr Waller, and hopefully | can get a couple more Group 1s as
easy as that.

“It was scintillating. She travelled like the winner the whole
way, and | just had to count to five before | let her go. But | don't
think it mattered, she's very good.”
