OUT AS TRIUMPH 

AND DISASTER CONVERGE
AT DEL MAR

   DEL MAR, USA BB From the 2,000 Guineas to the Breeders'

Cup Classic, he is the horse who has kept us captivated,

wondering and engaged, through to season's end. And that,

really, is why we are all fans of horse racing. That longing to

know what can't be known for sure until those gates spring

open, the skirmishes are had, and the winning post looms. 

   In the end, for City Of Troy (Justify), unbeaten and burgeoning

with promise at two, redeemed in the Derby and then some at

Sandown and York after that Guineas flop, the quest for

Breeders' Cup Classic glory was a step too far. We won't die

wondering though. He tested the dirt and was found wanting on

an attritional surface so unlike the green, green grass of home.

'IT WAS MIND-BOGGLING': HAGGAS HAILS

LAKE FOREST'S A$10M GOLDEN EAGLE WIN

   Irish raiders dominated the turf races at the Breeders' Cup on

Friday and on Saturday morning it was the turn of William

Haggas to strike for England with a "mind-boggling" win in

Sydney's A$10 million Golden Eagle with Lake Forest (GB) (No

Nay Never) (video). Fellow European challenger Lazzat (Fr)

(Territories {Ire}) was half a length back in second for Jerome

Reynier and Nurlan Bizakov after making the running.

   Owned by Tony Bloom and Ian McAleavy, Lake Forest

continued a phenomenal run of success for the Newmarket

trainer with his Australian raiders, Addeybb (Ire) having won

three Group 1 races there in 2020 and 2021 followed by  the

victories of Dubai Honour (Ire) in last year's G1 Ranvet Stakes

and G1 Queen Elizabeth Stakes. Haggas has now notched 11

wins in Australia from 23 starts.

   "That was great, absolutely amazing. We love our little raids,"

said Haggas after watching the Rosehill action from Italy. 

Dropped out early by Cieren Fallon, Lake Forest was toward the

rear of the 20-runner field for much of the race before launching

an audacious run down the rail to claim victory within a few

strides of the line. Cont. p6

   "I think he ran a very brave race," Moore said. "He's come in to

Del Mar in the Classic and in the previous two Classics there

were only eight or nine runners. Today there were 14 and they

went very fast. He was getting a

lot of kickback, which he hadn't

experienced, and I think he was

very brave to keep on."

   Typically, Aidan O'Brien blamed

himself. "I just need to step it up

a little bit and have him a little bit

better prepared," he said, but

agreed that missing the break

was a crucial factor in the

three-year-old never working his

way into the heat of the battle. 

   "That was it then really. He just

never got into it, they went very

hard. It was just a bad day to miss

the break."

   After a clean sweep of the three turf races on Friday by

O'Brien and Ger Lyons, Ralph Beckett and Charlie Appleby added

their own names to the winners' sheet for England with two

horses who already boasted good records at the meeting.

   The mighty Rebel's Romance (Ire) (Dubawi {Ire}) really should

be afforded the utmost respect for a CV that runs to seven

top-level wins in Dubai, Germany, Hong Kong and now two

victories in the Breeders' Cup Turf, at Keeneland and Del Mar.

   "He owes us nothing," said

Appleby of the six-year-old

Rebel's Romance, who, with

William Buick in the saddle, took

a prominent position early in the

mile-and-a-half test and wasn't

for catching, despite the best

efforts of the Japanese runner-up

Rousham Park (Jpn) (Harbinger

{GB}).

   "With a horse like him, he takes

the pressure off you," he added.

"Any big festival meetings, if

you're not getting the rub of the

green for the first few races, of

course you feel the pinch a little

bit. When you roll a horse out like him, you know he's going to

be giving his best out there. You can only allow him to do that.

He never lets us down." Cont. p4

On Saturday the trainer stated that

the 24-year-old Ryan is getting better month by month. 

   Last month he won the Arc for

Beckett aboard Bluestocking

(GB) (Camelot {GB}) and now, on

his third start at the meeting, he

has added the Breeders' Cup

Turf Sprint to his tally, courtesy

of the progressive

three-year-old Starlust (GB)

(Zoustar {Aus}).

   In a race not without drama,

including the withdrawal at the

start of the mulish Believing (Ire)

(Mehmas {Ire}), who had been

reluctant to go to post and then

unshipped Ryan Moore in the

stalls, Starlust survived a

stewards' enquiry to give

Beckett his first Breeders' Cup victory since Muhannak (Ire) took

the now-defunct Marathon in 2008 with the late Pat Smullen

aboard.

   "Ralph left it up to me, filled me up with a lot of confidence

going out," said Ryan. "I actually spoke to Ryan Moore before

the race about just a little bit of guidance and everything. I

didn't have the pace to jump early, so I slotted in behind them. I

wasn't fierce coming out of the

back when I came off the bridle

because he always comes good

two out."

   He added, "It was just one of

those days. Luck was on our

side."

   Owners Jim and Fitri Hay were

not in America to enjoy this

breakthrough victory for the

Branton Court Stud-bred Starlust

but the colt has given them

plenty of high days already with

six wins under his belt and a

third-place finish in last year's

Juvenile Turf Sprint.  

   "He was unlucky in the [G1 Prix

de l'] Abbaye in the sense that Rossa was nearly put through the

rail. It was a good run, very good run," said Beckett.

{Ire}) running on for third in the

Mile. But Canada's Horse of the

Year Moira (Ghostzapper) won the

former at the third time of asking and More Than Looks (More

Than Ready) provided trainer Cherie DeVaux with her first

Breeders' Cup win in the Mile. 

   For British and Irish spectators some of the fizz disappeared

from the day with City Of Troy's defeat. But he is at least going

home in one piece, vanquished but unharmed, to take up stud

duties at Coolmore alongside the previous year's Derby winner

Auguste Rodin (Ire) (Deep Impact

{Jpn}) who has one last dance in

the Japan Cup later this month. 

   The toughest reality of this sport

was laid bare on the track at Del

Mar in the aftermath of the

Breeders' Cup Turf. As Rebel's

Romance was led back in to the

winner's circle to the delight of

the Godolphin team, at stage left

Brian Meehan was being hastened

into a track vehicle to reach the

stricken Jayarebe (Ire) (Zoffany

{Ire}) on the back stretch. The

three-year-old, who had

progressed with such promise this

season, winning the G2 Prix Dollar

on Arc weekend, passed the post in seventh but moments later

collapsed as he was being eased down by Sean Levey and died

from an apparent heart attack. Cont. p6

   "It was mind-boggling," Haggas said. "We've never sent a

three-year-old [to Australia] before, so for me that was an

experiment, to see how he could cope with it. But we hope that

he can come back and be a nice horse next year in England. He'll

wait there for 10 days and then come home."

   The winner of the G2 Gimcrack Stakes last year, Lake Forest

was bred at Newsells Park Stud by John and Tanya Gunther

under the banner of Sahara Group Holdings. The colt took

second in the G1 Commonwealth Cup at Royal Ascot in June and

was also runner-up in the G3 Hackwood Stakes before his trip to

Australia.

   His victory provided a first major international success for

Fallon, though it was bittersweet as the jockey was later handed

a month's suspension and record A$10,000 ban for careless

riding for allowing Lake Forest to drift left into Lazzat. The

latter's rider Antonio Orani was also suspended for a month and

fined A$30,000 for causing interference to fifth-placed Stefi

Magnetica (Aus). Haggas said that Fallon plans to appeal the

punishment. 

   "The French weren't very pleased because we crossed him at

the end but it was all over," Haggas said. "To beat Lazzat was a

pretty impressive effort, I thought, because he's a [G1] Maurice

de Gheest winner."

   He added, "From a publicity point of view it's all about the

Breeders' Cup today but what this horse has achieved is

fantastic."

She thrives on this [soft]

ground, but it was a really pleasing performance and she is very

straightforward. I imagine she will head for a trial in the spring

where she will encounter good, good-to-soft ground and that

will tell us a bit more. She has got a bit of an extravagant action,

but I wouldn=t want to pigeon hole her as a soft ground horse

yet. She is a big filly, she has plenty of stamina and I think she

will be looking at further trips. It was a fairly strong renewal of

AThis is a horse

we've had a lot of faith in from the

beginning and things just haven't

gone to plan.@

   Recalling her 20 years as an

assistant trainer, DeVaux invoked

the memory of Chuck Simon, who

passed away Sept. 8 following a

battle with cancer. Her voice

breaking with understandable

emotion, DeVaux said, AThis

means a whole lot to me. I was an

unguided, young 20-something

right out of college and he's the one that pulled me under his

wing and gave me guidance. If he didn't give me the guidance,

Lord knows where I'd be today.@

   Though he had dropped his last two decisions to Carl Spackler

in top-level company, those races brought just the right amount

out of him in preparation for this major objective. More Than

Looks was a highly creditable sixth from an impossible draw in

last year's Mile at Santa Anita

and made the first start of his

4-year-old season in the GI

Fourstardave Handicap at

Saratoga Aug. 11. Fresh off the

layoff, the dark bay was

difficult to handle as he

wanted to overrace, but he

nevertheless attacked the line

to be second, albeit soundly

defeated. His final prep in the

GI Coolmore Turf Mile at

Keeneland Oct. 5 also did not

go exactly to plan, as he broke

slowly and was carried out into

the first turn, but he bridged

the bulk of a 7 1/4-length

deficit to miss by a length in second in another slow-paced

event. The speed looked to be very much on at the seaside oval

on Saturday, and More Than Looks proved equal to the task.

Carl Spackler figured to be ridden

forward from the outside draw and so it proved, but he was

forced to race three deep, to the outside of Johannes and

without the benefit of cover into the bend. Notable Speech

raced on the back of Johannes in the two-wide line.

   Goliad continued to take the Mile field along, going past the

half-mile pole in :45.90, and all riders seemed content with their

positions as they hit the far turn. Victoria Mile heroine Ten

Happy Rose, the 58-1 longest shot in the field, poked her head in

front of Goliad in upper stretch, but there was plenty taking

place farther back in the field. Johannes made the first move,

switching off the heels of Carl Spackler, while More Than Looks

slipstreamed Notable Speech into the final couple of furlongs.

   William Buick, aboard Cinderella=s Dream, said, AShe had a 
good trip, but they went slow and I just didn=t get the split in 
time.

   Bred by Adena Springs in Ontario, the 2022 dual Canadian 
Classic winner sold for $150,000 as a Keeneland September 
yearling from the Hidden Brook draft to X-Men Racing. Last 
November she was one of the highlights of the Fasig-Tipton 
Night Of Stars when selling to DM Racing Ventures for $3 
million. She was offered by Hill >n= Dale at Xalapa.

   Moira was a debut winner in the 2021 Princess Elizabeth 
Stakes, before placing in the GIII Mazarine Stakes to finish off 
her juvenile year. After a stakes win to start 2022, the filly 
delivered the Woodbine Oaks by 10 3/4 lengths, before adding 
the Queen=s Plate. Second, but disqualified and placed eighth in 
the GI E.P. Taylor Stakes at Woodbine, she ended her year with 
a fifth at Keeneland in the Filly & Mare Turf. Her earlier efforts 
were good enough to see her named the 2022 Canadian Horse 
of the Year and Champion 3-Year-Old Filly.

   Although she only won the GII Canadian Stakes in 2023, Moira 
placed in a quintet of graded races, including thirds in the E.P. 
Taylor and Santa Anita=s Filly & Mare Turf last October. Since 
going through the Fasig-Tipton ring in Lexington, she has been 
campaigned more sparingly in 2024, but was a close second in 
the GI Diana Stakes at Saratoga in July. She secured a victory in 
the GII Beverly D Stakes at Colonial Downs a month later, but 
failed to catch Full Count Felicia in the E.P. Taylor in September.

   Moira is set to head back to sell again at the Fasig-Tipton Night 
of Stars as hip 293 on Nov. 4. She will be consigned by John 
Sikura=s Hill >n= Dale at Xalapa.

   American Horse of the Year and GI Breeders= Cup Classic hero 
Ghostzapper stood through 2020 at Adena Springs in Kentucky 
before moving to Hill >n= Dale at Xalapa for the 2021 breeding 
season.

beginnings, but quickly rocketed clear beneath Irad Ortiz, Jr. on

the far turn while Starlust continued to trail in 11th.

   Cogburn turned for home under very confident handling and

looked well on his way after zipping through fractions of :21.59

and :43.72, but began to tire inside the final furlong. 

   Starlust, meanwhile, made eye-catching progress along the

inside in the stretch. He was steered out and appeared to bother

Isivunguvungu (SAf) (What a Winter {SAf}) close to home and

was across the wire first in a wild finish. 

   Starlust was a neck better than horse-for-course Motorious

(GB) (Muhaarar {GB}). It was another nose back to Ag Bullet
